10 I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:

11 Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance. Councilors

12 Gonzales, Gerhart and Fahey were present.

13

14 II. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

15 Mayor Gasteyer stated that he is gathering more information for Item #12; he requested that Item 12,

16 a discussion of 1% for the art on capital projects, be postponed till the next Council meeting.

17

18 Councilor Gerhart moved to postpone discussion Item #12; for the next Council meeting, seconded

19 by Councilor Gonzales. All voted Aye; the motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

20

21 Councilor Gerhart moved to approve the agenda as amended, seconded by Councilor Fahey. All

22 voted Aye; the motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

24 III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

25 1. January 9, 2006 Council Meeting

26 January 16, 2006 Work Study with Comprehensive Plan Review Committee

27 Councilor Gonzales moved to approve the January 9, 2006 Council Meeting minutes, seconded by

28 Councilor Gerhart. All voted Aye; the motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

29

30 Councilor Gerhart moved to approve the January 16, 2006 Work Study with Comprehensive Plan

31 Review Committee minutes, seconded by Councilor Gonzales. All voted Aye; the motion carried
32 unanimously, 3-0.

33
34 IV. ANNOUNCEMENTS

35 Mayor Gasteyer stated that he has received new information concerning financial assistance from the
36 Department of Finance, with no matching funds required from the Village, to help with the
37 comprehensive planning process. The Mayor has instructed Planning and Zoning Administrator
38 Cynthia Tidwell to proceed with a letter of intent for applying for the grant. A resolution will be
39 presented at a future meeting fort consideration of whether to submit the application.
40
41 On Wednesday January 24th at 7pm there will be a public meeting with Planning and Zoning on water
42 usage. Some of the topics will include domestic well regulations and reuse of gray water.
43 On February 7th Planning and Zoning will have a WorkStudy session to discuss possible cell tower
44 regulations.
45 On Monday January 29th at 9:15am there will be a public meeting to discuss trails, pathways and safe
46 routes to school. Different committees will be attending. MainStreet reôeived a non-financial grant from
47 the National Park Service for staff assistance in planning a meandering path.

49 A meeting with Richard Draper from Cerelink on the subject of broadband communication is tentatively

50 scheduled for January 30" at 7pm, with Councilor Rivera's availability to be determined.

51 The Comprehensive Planning Committee has requested a WorkStudy session with the Governing

52 Body and perhaps the Planning and Zoning Commission to receive input. A meeting is tentatively

53 scheduled for February 5th at 7pm.

54

55 There will be another free firewood day in the Bosque on Feb 3. People will meet at Cabezon Road at

56 9am.

57

58 The Friends of the Coronado Monument are asking for support in settling a dispute regarding

59 ownership of the historical and archaeological site. There are some very complicated issues involving

60 the land ownership. Mayor Gasteyer did not recommend the Governing Body of the Village of Corrales

61 get involved in the matter, though the materials received will be available at the receptionist's desk in

62 the Village offices.

63

64 There will be a WorkStudy meeting to discuss fire service, wells and tanks on February 19th
at 7pm.

67 2. Village Administrators Report

68 Administrator Nora Scherzinger asked Nancy Arnold to present an finance update. Nancy submitted a

69 cash and investment reconciliation report to the Governing Body and asked if there were any

70 questions? There were no questions.

72 Ms. Scherzinger added to her written report that the Recreation Center finally got its heater working.

73 The work on the library roof repair was started today.

74

83 Melanie Scholer stated that the Agenda was not available yesterday and she could not find it on the

84 website. Ms. Scholer also stated that if the Village is going to create a committee there should be

85 more opportunity for people to know about it and get involved in it. She was also concerned about

86 water issues that involve Corrales. The Village needs to ask Sandoval County what is going on?

87

88 Bob Borman stated that he was concerned on the lack of confirmation of the Finance Officer position

89 on the agenda. Mayor Gasteyer noted that this was a Clerk error and that it will be on the next

90 agenda.

95 Councilor Gonzales asked who was sponsoring the Easter Egg Hunt? Lynn Siverts stated that

96 MainStreet is the sponsor.

97 Michelle Frechette submitted a late report from Casa San Ysidro; in addition she read several letters

98 from children who had participated in the Children's Educational Program. Councilor Gerhart thanked

99 Michelle for her involvement with Casa San Ysidro and the educational outreach to the school children.

104 IX. OLD BUSINESS:

105 4. Third Reading:

106 Discussion and Consideration including a recommendation from the Planning and Zoning

107 Commission of proposed Ordinance 06.018 an ordinance to change zoning from A-

108 lAgriculture and Rural Residential, to M, Municipal, Public and Quasipublic, for a certain parcel

109 of land located in the Village of Corrales, Sandoval County, New Mexico on the south side of

110 Angel Road at the Thompson Fence Line, described as Lot 18, Richland Hills Subdivision,

111 comprising 2 acres more or less

112 Councilor Fahey moved to approve Ordinance 06-015 an ordinance to change zoning from A-I

113 Agriculture and Rural Residential, to M, Municipal, seconded by Councilor Gerhari

114
115 Melanie Scholer read a statement from Gay Wilmerding stating her opposition to Ordinance 06-01 8.

116 Ms. Scholer added that this ordinance is improper spot zoning. She also stated that this cell tower
117 cannot guarantee there will not be any dead spots and she is concerned about radiation from the
118 tower.
119
120 Bob Borman asked if there was any additional information added since the last meeting? Mayor
121 Gasteyer stated that Planning and Zoning Administrator Tidwell submitted a memo addressing
122 suitability. Mr. Borman stated that in the absence of specific information this application should not
123 move forward.
124
125 Dick Foote stated that he supports this ordinance. The issue of access will be addressed when it goes
126 to Planning and Zoning for review of a site plan.
127
128 Mayor Gasteyer stated that there cannot be a tie vote at tonight's meeting since there is one councilor
129 absent. All three votes are required to be "yes" in order for the ordinance to pass. He stated that he
130 supports this ordinance. The issue comes down to the question that if this is municipally owned land it
131 should be zoned "M". At the site development plan process is when it should be addressed whether it
132 is appropriate to have a communications tower at the site.
133
134 Councilor Gerhart asked the Village Attorney for clarification on the issues. What is the question for
135 tonight's decision, suitability for a cell tower or zone change with the material presented by the
136 applicant?
137 Village Attorney John Appel stated that this is a zone change request and it is the burden of the
138 applicant the Village to provide all the evidence to support the request for a zone change. This is not
139 a site plan review. He stated that any land that the Village owns should be appropriately zoned "M". It
140 can be determined at a later time that this parcel of land is not suitable for development.
141
142 Roll call vote on the motion:
143 Councilor Gonzales, Aye; Councilor Fahey, Aye; Councilor Gerhart, Aye; All voted Aye, the motion
144 carried unanimously, 3-0.
145

146 5. Second Reading: Discussion of Ordinance No. 07-01, repealing Ordinance 277, dated May 9,

147 1995, relating to Hillside Design in the Northwest Sector Plan area, as superseded by Ordinance
148 No. 06-003, Terrain and Storm Water Management Standards; enacted October 24, 2006
149

150 Mayor Gasteyer stated that he had asked that Mr. Borman's question from the last Council meeting in
151 reference to the overlap between the Terrain and Storm Water and the Hillside Design ordinance be
152 addressed by Village Attorney John Appel.
153 John Appel stated that he understood the question to be that since Ordinance 277 had itself repealed
154 by an earlier ordinance, would have the affect of reinstating the original ordinance? The general rule
155 appears to be that the repeal of a prior ordinance repealing an ordinance before that does not reinstate
156 the original ordinance. However, he recommended that additional language be inserted: first, inserting
157 a "1" before the last paragraph of this pending ordinance, and then it should read; "2. The repeal of



158 Ordinance No. 277 as provided herein shall not be construed to revive any ordinance or resolution, or

159 any portion thereof, heretofore repealed."

160 Bob Borman stated that he appreciated the research and clarification.

163 X. NEW BUSINESS:

164 6. FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS

165 * Nancy Arnold for Finance Officer

166 + Councilor Fahey asked if Steve Grollman was going to discuss a small part of the wastewater

167 issue? Mayor Gasteyer stated that the Environment Department would be submitting their final

168 comments on the Preliminary Engineering report and recommendations submitted by Mr.

169 Grollman. Mr. Grollman will also be discussing the issue of wastewater treatment and reuse for

170 the Recreation Center.

171 4. Councilor Gonzales stated that she wishes to discuss an animal services contract with a local

172 veterinarian.

173

174 7. Discussion and decision on pursuing possible grant application for tourist amenity

175 permanent restroom structure through America's Scenic Byway Grant Program including

176 Resolution 07-008, a resolution directing the Mayor and Village Administrator to prepare and

177 submit by January 31, 2007 an application for funds from the America's Byways Grant Program

178 administered by the New Mexico Tourism Department for the purpose of constructing a public

179 restroom as a tourist amenity on the lands of the Corrales Recreation Center abutting Corrales

180 Road NM 448

181 Mayor Gasteyer stated that new information on a different model of restroom was inserted in the

182 information packets. The new model is more cost effective.

183

184 Councilor Fahey moved to approve Resolution 07-008. a resolution directing the Mayor and Village

185 Administrator to prepare and submit by January 31, 2007 an application for funds from the America's

186 Byways Grant Program, seconded by Councilor Gerhart.

187

188 Linda Fahey stated that she supported the application for this restroom. The pathway which is in the

189 planning stages will be a circular running path, runners and walkers need a facility to use. The

190 MainStreet Design Committee would like to have this facility not only for "tourists" but for local

191 residents to use on a daily basis. She also stated that the current port-a-potty is available only when

192 the Growers Market is open. And County Commission Chairman Leonard had indicated Sandoval

193 County might help with the 20% matching costs.

194

195 Jean Waszak, owner of the Frontier Mart, stated that there is a steady stream of local folks that come

196 in to use their restroom. She asked that this proposal be approved to relieve the burden on local

197 businesses.

198

199 Dick Foote stated that he supports the restroom; the Village needs it.

200

201 Al Knight stated that the proposed location is outside the soccer field. He asked that the Village cover

202 the cost of maintenance if the grant is received and the facility constructed.

203

204 Councilor Fahey commented that this area is a staging area for many events. It would benefit the

205 Village to have it. The pod-a-potty is not available for many events that occur at the soccer field.

206

207 Councilor Gonzales stated that she was concerned about maintenance and vandalism because of

208 Corrales' proximity to an urban area and having it open all the time. Cost is another concern if the

209 Village is going to pay for maintenance.

210

211 Councilor Gerhart stated that she supports the restroom. She can see how the residents can really use

212 this facility on a daily basis. She commented that she was bothered that the process of contacting



213 other relevant committees was not followed. The work has not been done ahead of time to get
214 committees on board. A major concern is that if the Village receives this grant and the proposed

215 restroom is not then approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission and the Parks and Recreation
216 Commission the grant money would have to be retumed. These grants come up on an annual basis

217 and we should not be surprised despite the late notification from the New Mexico Tourism Department,
218 the village needs to get its act together.

219

220 Mayor stated that he supports the effort of going ahead to get this grant.

221
222 Roll call vote on the motion:

223 Councilor Fahey, Aye; Councilor Gerhart, Aye; Councilor Gonzales, No; The motion failed, 2 to 1.
224
225 Since three affirmative votes of Councilors were required for adoption of a resolution, given this
226 parliamentary situation, further discussion ensued of how a motion to reconsider might be offered.
227 Councilor Gonzales stated that she was very disappointed in the process. We are doing everything

228 backwards. This request was put forward with the Growers Market name all over it, and no one ever

229 consulted the Growers Market. The habit of last minute applications keeps happening over and over

230 again and the Council is caught in the middle.
231

232 Councilor Gonzales then moved to reconsider Resolution 07-008, seconded by Councilor Gerhart.
233 Roll call vote on the motion:
234 Councilor Fahey, Aye; Councilor Gerhart, Aye; Councilor Gonzales, Aye; All voted Aye; the motion to
235 reconsider passed, 3-0.
236
237 Councilor Fahey moved to approve Resolution 07-008, a resolution directing the Mayor and Village
238 Administrator to prepare and submit by January 31, 2007 an application for funds from the America's
239 Byways Grant Program, seconded by Councilor Gerhart.
240
241 Roll call vote on the motion:
242 Councilor Gonzales, Aye; Councilor Fahey, Aye; Councilor Gerhart, Aye: All voted Aye; the motion
243 passed, 3-0.
244

245 8. Discussion and Consideration of Resolution 07-007 to form a Districting Committee to
246 consider creation of Councilor Districts for the Village of Corrales

247 Councilor Fahey moved to approve Resolution 07-007, seconded by Councilor Gerhart.
248

249 Bob Borman stated that this resolution only directs the Committee to gather information for districting. If
250 this resolution will be studying an increase in the size of the Governing Body it should be referenced in
251 the resolution.
252

253 Mayor Gasteyer clarified his statement which he made to the media. He stated he was only trying to
254 reflect what Councilor Rivera had said concerning that currently there are six precincts in Corrales and
255 maybe we should consider six councilors for the Governing Body. Mayor Gasteyer asked Village
256 Attorney John Appel whether the current language in this resolution is flexible enough to permit this
257 committee to consider the size of the Governing Body?
258 Mr. Appel stated that this resolution does not mention the prospect of an increase to the size of the
259 Governing Body. If the intent is to consider an increase in size it should be explicitly stated in the
260 resolution. Discussion continued as to the type of language that should be included in the resolution.
261
262 Councilor Fahey moved to amend the fifth paragraph in Resolution 07-007 to read; "with
263 recommendations regarding the feasibility of districting and also the size of the Governing Body...",
264 seconded by Councilor Gerhart.
265 Roll call vote on the amendment:
266 Councilor Gonzales. Aye; Councilor Fahey, Aye; Councilor Gerhart, Aye; All voted Aye; the motion
267 passed, 3-0.
