I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order at 7:10 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance. All councilor
members were present.

. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Mayor Gasteyer asked to postpone Item #4, confirmation of appointments, until after approval of ltem
#10, a resolution reestablishing the Revenue Advisory Committee.

Councilor Gerhart moved to amend the agenda by moving item #4 till after item #10, seconded by
Councilor Rivera. All voted Aye; the motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

Councilor Gerhart moved to approve the agenda as amended, seconded by Councilor Fahey. All voted
Aye; the motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

lli. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
1. January 23, 2007 Council Meeting
Councilor Fahey stated that he was not at the WorkStudy on January 16", the vote on line number 32
should be changed to 2-0.

Councilor Gerhart moved to approve the Council minutes of January 23™ with an amendment on line
number 32 to change the vote to 2-0, seconded by Councilor Fahey. Councilor Rivera abstained since
she was not present January 23°. Councilors Gerhart, Gonzales, Fahey voted Aye; the motion carried
3-0.

January 29, 2007 Public Meeting Trails, Pathways, Safe Routes to School
Councilor Gerhart moved to approve the public meeting minutes of January 29", seconded by Councilor
Fahey. Mayor Gasteyer noted that only two Councilors were present at that meeting. He asked how
they voted on the motion to approve? Councilors Gerhart, Fahey voted Aye; the motion carried 2-0.

February 8, 2007 Special Meeting, Approval of Resolution 07-009
Councilor Gonzales moved to approve the public meeting minutes of January 29", seconded by
Councilor Rivera. Mayor Gasteyer asked how those present at the meeting voted. Councilors Gerhart,
Gonzales, Rivera voted Aye; the motion carried 3-0.

IV. ANNOUNCEMENTS
Mayor Gasteyer announced that on Monday, February 19" there will be a WorkStudy meeting on Fire

Service, Wells and Tanks at 7pm in the Council Chambers.

Municipal Day held by the NM Municipal League will be on Tuesday, February 20 at the La Fonda Hotel
in Santa Fe. Councilor Rivera and Mayor Gasteyer plan to participate.
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This Friday, February 16" at 9am, SSCAFCA will hold its regular meeting. On its agenda is the Village’s
request for vacation of an easement along Loma Larga, this would clear the way for the Village engineer
to proceed with the design plans for Phase 5 on Loma Larga.

The Fire department will be holding a celebration on Aprit 20" and 21!, On Friday, starting at 7pm, there
will be a bonfire. They are planning on roasting a pig that night. On Saturday there will be the traditional
“wet-down” of the Fire Sub-station with surrounding fire departments invited to participate.

V. COMMUNICATIONS
2. Village Administrators Report
Administrator Nora Scherzinger stated that she had some additions to her report. The information that
was put in the Councilors mailboxes regarding the Local Government Leadership Conference can be
paid for from Village funds currently budgeted if any member of the Governing Body wishes to attend.

Ms. Scherzinger updated the Governing Body concerning the 1% for the Arts money that was held aside
from capital outlay projects and is available to the Village. Ms. Scherzinger will be the contact for the
Village. There is funding for the Council Chambers building and the new fire substation. Ms. Scherzinger
will be contacted whenever a coordinator is assigned to Corrales by the Art in Public Places office in
Santa Fe.

Vl. COUNCILORS FORUM: This section is for information purposes only, not for discussion and
debate, to inform the Governing Body of an issue/ concern that would not be addressed on the
agenda during the business session.

Councilor Gonzales stated that there was concern about pedestrian traffic along Corrales Road. There
are some signs along the road saying “No driving on shoulder’. What is needed to help keep
pedestrians safe is an additional sign stating “No passing on right”. The no passing on right law should
be enforced by the Corrales Police Department.

VIl. CORRALENOS FORUM: This section is for information purposes only, not for discussion and
debate, to inform the Governing Body of an issue or concern that would not be addressed on the
agenda during the business session. There is a 3-minute time limit, unless approved by the Presiding
Officer.

Bob Borman stated that he is against the practice of approving the creation a commitiee and appointing
the members to that committee at the same Council meeting. He stated that in one meeting the
committee should be established along with its goals and at another meeting appoint the committee
members. He stated that “we keep getting the same group, very limited, knowledge based peopie to
serve, ...1 think we need to start bringing in some new people, some new thoughts, some new ideas,”

Dick Foote suggested that the Village should put a small sign under the Keep Off The Shoulder sign
that says “No Passing on Right". He also stated that he has commented in the past on his concerns with
water usage in the Village. He urged the Governing Body to pass an ordinance on water conservation.

X. OLD BUSINESS:
5. THIRD READING:
Discussion and consideration of Ordinance No. 07-01, repealing Ordinance 277, dated May 9,
1995, relating to Hillside Design in the Northwest Sector Plan area, as superseded by Ordinance
No. 06-003, Terrain and Storm Water Management Standards; enacted October 24, 2006

Mayor Gasteyer noted that at the last Council meeting it was suggested that the ordinance be amended
with some additional language.

Councilor Fahey moved to approve Ordinance No. 07-01, seconded by Councilor Rivera.

Bob Borman stated that the ordinance as presented in the Council Packet is incorrect. The order of the
two paragraphs at the end of the ordinance should be reversed; secondly an amendment needed to be
presented by the Council and approved during this meeting, on the clarifying paragraph number two.

Mayor Gasteyer and Village Attorney Appel agreed that the ordinance with the additional language was
presented prematurely by the Village Clerk.

Councilor Fahey moved to amend Ordinance No. 07-01to read as follows, seconded by Councilor
Gonzales:

“1. That Ordinance No. 277, dated May 9, 1995, Hillside Design, be repealed and deleted from the Code
of Ordinances of the Village of Corrales.

2. The repeal of Ordinance No. 277 as provided herein shall not be construed to revive any ordinance or
resolution, or any portion thereof, heretofore repealed. *

Roll cali vote on the amendment:

XI. NEW BUSINESS:
6. FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS
Mayor Gasteyer stated that at the next meeting there will be a resolution authorizing the Village to apply
to the New Mexico Finance Authority for funding a bond issue concerning Impact fees. Other agenda
items include:
< A resolution to pursue a transfer of water rights from the Recreation Center to the
Village Complex as recommended by Village Attorney John Appel
“ The Village has a the fully approved Preliminary Engineering Report and we are ready
to proceed to the next step. Discussion on whether we shouid get an Environmental
Impact Report will be on the agenda.
< Examine the guidelines for zone change for Village-owned land, and consider
exempting the Village from these requirements.
< Vivienne Chavez- VanLandingham will ask the Village to help sponsor the Sandoval
County Queen contest at the Corrales Top Form Arena
The Co-op road improvement project list will be presented and discussed in an effort to get more public
input. It will be on the March 13 Council agenda for discussion and approval.
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Village Attomey stated that there needs to be a closed session at the next Council meeting to discuss
two items; (1) the status of the proceedings before the State Engineer on the application of the New
Mexico Utilities (2) Mr. Appel is requesting guidance on the litigation concerning Beal Bank.

Councilor Rivera suggested consideration of a Resolution adjusting the speed limit on Paseo Cesar
Chavez.

7. Discussion and consideration of Resolution 07-013 a resolution to direct the Village
Administrator, utilizing the professional services of the Village Engineer as necessary, to
select a wastewater treatment system for the Corrales Recreation Center and pursue the
necessary permits and approvals for its installation

Village Engineer Steve Grollman presented an overview of ATUs being used in New Mexico, advantages
and disadvantages. There are system spikes that are weather related. The information provided by
NMED on performance is rather scarce. If an ATU is installed NMED would issue a revised permit to the
one now in effect. An ATU for the Recreation Center would be a “break even” soiution. The cost would
stay about the same as what is currently being done. With an ATU there would be an initial cost of
installation and ongoing maintenance by a certified operator.

Mr. Grollman said that an ATU project could be completed for the $110,000 granted to the Village by the
2006 legislature for wastewater treatment. However, if monitoring wells are required there might be
additional cost at $3,000 per well.

Discussion concerning the water table, the amount of usable water produced for irrigation and whether
installation would be in line with the current system ensued. Mayor Gasteyer asked whether the language
in the state appropriation would allow the Village to use the money for another wastewater project
besides the Recreation Center? Councilor Fahey expressed his preference to use availabie funds to
continue the steps such as an environmental assessment, to qualify for the EPA grant. Councilor Gerhart
suggested that this item be tabled for the next meeting to be discussed along with the PER and related
subjects. In response to Councilor Gerhart’s inquiry, Mr. Grollman said that he could produce a cost
estimate for membrane bioreactive treatment in the Corrales Road core by the next meeting.

Councilor Gerhart moved to table this item till the next Council Meeting, seconded by Councilor Rivera.
All voted Aye; the motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

8. Approval of Service Agreement for Professional Services Instructor Michael Webb and
the Village of Corrales Parks and Recreation Department
Mayor Gasteyer summarized the qualifications of Michael Webb. There would be a 70/30 split of the
registration fees for the classes provided by Mr. Webb.

Councilor Rivera moved to approve Service Agreement for Professional Services Instructor Michael
Webb, seconded by Councilor Fahey. All voted Aye; the motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

9. Discussion and consideration of animal services contract with Petroglyph Animal
Hospital, P.C., (Dr. Michael Melloy, DVM)

Mayor Gasteyer stated that the agreement with Dr. Melloy will provide euthanasia services for the
Village. Councilor Gonzales stated that this agreement came about due to the concern of Corrales
residents that going to the City of Albuquerque would mean having to abide by their restrictive animal
ordinance. The contract with Dr. Melloy will address the concerns of how the village will proceed when
animals are not claimed and become property of the Village. Councilor Gonzales also provided a
summary of animal adoptions by individuals and organizations during the May 2006 — January 2007
period.

Councilor Gonzales moved to accept this agreement for professional services for animal housing and
veterinary services for small animals with Dr. Michaei Melloy, seconded by Councilor Gerhart.

Councilor Gonzales moved to amend the agreement with language deleted or added appearing in
shaded text:
In Section Two;

2. Obligations of the Village: The Village shall be responsible for the following during the term of
this Agreement:

A.  The Village shall be responsible for transporting to the Contractor’s offices any Surplus Small
Animals that will be housed, will receive veterinary services, or will receive any other services under this
Agreement. The Village’s animal control officer or animal services officer shall notify Contractor in
advance before transporting any animal in need of urgent medical care d for triage
purposes.

Section 3 A and B;
3. Obligations of the Contractor: Contractor shall perform the following services in a competent
and professional manner, as herein set forth:

A. Contractor will provide housing for up to fourteen (14) calendar days for Surplus Small
Animals brought to Contractor by the Village. Contractor may provide housing for a
Ionger period for certain animals, upon the spemﬁc concurre
Village’s animal control officer or animal services officer,

B.  Contractor, upon the request or approval of the Village’s animal control officer or animal services
officer, will provide emergency first aid and support, medical care and other veterinary services as

appropriate and necessary for the safety, health, comfort, and well-being of the Surplus Small Animals.
Contractor’s veterinarians and staff will consult with the animal control officer or animal services offi
regarding the medical condition, prognosis, and potential care or disposal of Surplus Small Animals.

Section 4
4. Compensation. It is the intent of the parties that, to the maximum extent reasonably possible,

Contractor shall provide services pursuant to this Agreement as a public service, at no cost to the Village.
Notwithstanding the foregoing, however, Contractor may upon prior authorization invoice the Village of
Corrales for specific services in an amount not to exceed the following discounted charges for certain
basw serv1ces 3

Vote on the amendment All voted Aye; the motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

Vote on the main motion as amended. All voted Aye; the motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

10. Discussion and consideration of Resolution 07-010, a resolution to reestablish a
Revenue Advisory Committee to review and assess revenue sources for the municipal
government

Bob Borman stated that he was unsure as to what the second “whereas” statement meant. He
requested that the words “through no fault of its own,” be stricken from the resolution. He restated that
the appointment of a committee should not be done at the same meeting that the committee is created.

Councilor Fahey moved to approve Resolution 07-010, a resolution to reestablish a Revenue Advisory
Committee to review and assess revenue sources for the municipal government , seconded by
Councilor Rivera.

Councilor Fahey moved to amend to strike the words “through no fault of its own,” on the second
Whereas, seconded by Councilor Gerhart.
