12 Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order at 7:0 0 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance. All councilor

27 Councilor Gonzales stated that under the Councilor's Forum, line 81, the last two sentences should be
28 changed to read `What is needed to help keep pedestrians safe is to change the signs to read "No
29 Passing on Right "with a notation of the Village ordinance and the amount of the fine."

Gerhart. All voted Aye; the motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

Mayor Gasteyer announced that U.S. Representative Tom Udall will hold a Town Hall meeting at 5pm on
Friday March 16 at the Village's Council Chambers.
Other announcements by the Mayor:

* The co-op road list will be posted on the Village website as soon as it is available

* On March 13th at 6pm there will be a Public meeting as part of the application for Community
Development Block Grant for comprehensive planning; public input is requested

* The Mayor also gave this legislative update: SB71 0 contains capital outlays from last year's
session which were vetoed; they have been reintroduced this year. The funds would go
for the Loma Larga project, fire suppression, information technology, conservation
easements and Casa San Ysidro. On this year's request it appears that the Corrales
legislators have filed for full funding for Loma Larga, the skate park, the police department
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55 and trails and some of that sought for wastewater, Access A, the fire department and
56 residential roads; a;; these funds would be dependent upon the Governor's signature.

58 V. COMMUNICATIONS
2. Village Administrator's Report

WO Administrator Nora Scherzinger added a verbal well monitoring update to her report. She spoke to Bill
61 Biava from Assaigai Labs; 120 residents signed up to have their wells tested;there are some residents
62 that have not responded to the agreement or have not signed the agreement. A summary report will be
63 completed after 30 March by Assaigai Labs.

65 The planned fence around La Entrada Park is being re-evaluated. Different options are being looked at
66 addressing safety and long term maintenance and to keep in compliance with Village ordinances.
67
68 VI. COUNCILORS FORUM: This section is for information purposes only, not for discussion and
69 debate, to Inform the Governing Body of an issuel concern that would not be addressed on the
70 agenda during the business session.

71 Councilor Fahey stated that he was concerned about the amount of solid waste that is starting to
72 accumulate in the Village. The issue needs to be addressed; he requested this item be on the next
73 agenda.
74
75 VII. CORRALESOS FORUM: This section is for information purposes only, not for discussion and
76 debate, to inform the Governing Body of an Issue or concern that would not be addressed on the
77 agenda during the business session. There is a 3-minute time limit, unless approved by the Presiding
78 Officer.

79 Harold Seslar stated that he was glad that a car count was being done on Loma Larga. He also stated
80 that he has endured the "finger salute" from bicyclists. He thought that the Police department was not
81 enforcing traffic laws for bicyclists.
82
83 Gerard Gagliano urged the Council to explore all alternatives to the sewer line in addressing wastewater

problems.
85
86 Glenn Young stated that if Corrales interconnects with the City of Albuquerque sewer system, the
87 Albuquerque Bernalillo County Water Utility Authority would be able to condemn water rights in the
88 Village of Corrales. This is something that it has done in the past.
89
90 Al Knight updated the Council on the Scenic Byway restroom grant. There are a total of 13 applications
91 submitted; the review process is underway.
92

93 Sandi Gold thanked the Corrales Police Department for its response with the bicycle incident on Loma
94 Larga.

98 Councilor Gonzales moved to approve the Consent Agenda reports fron1 the Commissions, and
99 Department Head Personnel, seconded by Councilor Fahey.

S8 X. OLD BUSINESS:
W09 5. Discussion of the feasibility of Membrane BioReactor wastewater treatment for the

110 Corrales commercial core area; discussion of whether to proceed with a Request for
111 Proposals to prepare an Environmental Impact Document as part of the process to qualify
112 for the EPA Grant Award XP 98689901-1; and, discussion of availability of funds to pursue
113 tasks associated with these undertakings. I



114 Steve Grollman stated that the approved PER was based on a Village Council RFP requested in 2002.
115 Mr. Groilman submitted to the Governing Body an overview of different scenarios for the Village sewage
116 treatment options attached.
117

S8 Councilor Gerhart pointed out that with a Special Assessment District, the beneficiary must receive more
W19 value than the costs of participation and asked if this would work with a MBA system? Grollman

120 responded that an SAD might not be appropriate for this more expensive treatment method.
121
122 Councilor Fahey inquired about use of Middle Rio Grande Conservancy property for a treatment site or
123 discharge of water? Grollman responded that assuming MRGCD didn't object a permit would also be
124 needed from the New Mexico Environment Department.
125
126 Councilor Fahey then asked if excess water might be injected into the acquifer? Grollman said that this
127 has not yet been permitted by NMED. He added that in the cost estimates acquisition of acreage had
128 been priced at $200,000 an acre.
129
130 Councilor Fahey wondered about the costs listed for operations and maintenance? Grollman said that
131 the costs assumed either a level 3 or 4 operator on staff or contracted out services.
132
133 Councilor Gonzales was concerned whether property owners realistically can recoup their connection
134 costs.
135
136 Councilor Gerhart noted that the MBA report assumed hookups from Meadowlark to Cabezon along
137 Corrales Road. Grollman acknowledged that and added that service to the Priestley Coroval
138 neighborhood in the alternative would involve about the same costs.
139
140 The Mayor stated that to expedite discussion, the Engineer would not be asked to respond to the public's
141 questions until all comment had been received.
42

S3 Glenn Young was concerned about errors in the Preliminary Engineering Report but Councilor Fahey
144 raised a point of order that this was not relevant to the topic being discussed. Mr. Young then asked if lift
145 pumps are needed with the MBA alternative?
146
147 Crispin Kinney stated that the engineers presentation and subsequent questions had addresses his
148 concerns.
149
150 Bob Borman asked where the Village was in the process with NMED if the MBA is accepted by the
151 Governing Body? Does it mean another Public Meeting?
152
153 Susan Weiss urged the Council to include the MBR in an amended PER and have the Environmental
154 Impact Document address all the options.
155
156 Pat Clauser urged the Council to allow the public to participate and share in the research process.
157
158 Harold Seslar was concerned about adequate and sustained flow in a sewer line serving only the
159 commercial core.? He asked Mr. Groliman to research the POD systems in use at Pueblo los Cerros.
160
161 Mick Harper stated that we are operating without any knowledge of water quality and suggested that the
162 voluntary study be augmented by information from property transfers. He stated that he has not seen any
163 long term results about the MBA system. He advocated proceeding with an Environmental Impact
164 Document.
165
66 Discussion among the Governing Body ensued. Councilor Gerhart was concerned that the Council was

not given enough options in the regimen of preparing a PER for NMED review. Councilor Gerhart stated
168 that the Council needs to get more information from other professionals on the MBR alternative and
169 reported that the Town of Bernalillo was able to simplify its system a year after receiving a finalized PER.
170
171 Councilor Fahey asked Mr. Grollman several questions posed in the course of public testimony:
172 Were there any "old numbers" in the document that was presented to the Governing Body?
