56 4 Legislative update: projects approved are $400k to finish Loma Larga, $200k for emergency
57 Access A, $1 50k for the skate park; other projects that wore funded $1 00k for police
58 communications, $105k trails and sate routes, $275 residential roads and $658k for Casa San
59 Ysidro. Reintroduced this year in SB71 0 were some items that were vetoed last year; funds for
60 Loma Larga, Casa San Ysidro and tire tank may be available. All these items can be line item
61 vetoed by the Governor.

64 2. Village Administrators Report

65 Nora Scherzinger introduced Mark Sanchez, Executive Director from the Albuquerque Bernalillo County
66 Water Utility Authority.
67 Mr. Sanchez stated that the water authority is ready to accept and assist Corrales if the Village decides
68 to connect to its sewer system and treatment facility. Mr. Sanchez stated that one misperception is that
69 Corrales would be giving return flow credits to the Authority. The only return flow credits are for public
70 water systems and by an agreement ABCWUA may provide return flow credits to the Village; return flow
71 credits are not available to private owners with domestic well permits.
72
73 Councilor Fahey asked about condemnation of water rights by the City of Albuquerque.
74 Mr. Sanchez stated that the water authority is not the City of Albuquerque; the water authority has never
75 condemned water rights and is not in the market to do so. Mr. Sanchez also stated that they have a
76 program to assist low income families.
77
78 Mayor Gasteyer asked if there are other jurisdictions where the water authority is providing just waste
79 water services? Mr. Sanchez answered yes, Paradise Hills, Sandia Heights to name two.
80
81 Nora Scherzinger continued her report with an update on the stop signs at Loma Larga and Camino Arco
82 Iris and Cabezon. Ms. Scherzinger asked the Village Engineer to do a report which she submitted to the
83 Governing Body. The report summarized what needs to be done by the Public Works and Planning and
84 Zoning departments.

96 Harold Seslar stated that at the first sewer meeting at the Old Church Dr. Rose was asked what time
97 frame the village residents had to hook up to any water system. Dr. Rose answered 5 years. Mr. Seslar
98 also stated that his question about water flow in the sewer pipes was never answered. He also stated
99 that if anybody is going to profit from a sewer pipe down Corrales Road, they should recuse themselves
100 from voting
101
102 Glenn Young stated that for tonight's meeting there was no agenda on the Internet nor was there a public
103 packet. The block grant meeting at 6 o'clock was given very short notice. A citizen went to Village Hall
104 and asked for a copy of the notice and was refused said notice. He asked what happened to open
105 government? He stated that we need to do better.
106
107 Dave Beauchesne submitted documentation from 1999 requesting paving of Valle Vista Road. He
108 requested that this road be considered for paving.

110 Kent Weichert requested paving of El Rey Road. The road is constantly being washed out.

132 Mayor Gasteyer stated that this ordinance was discussed at the last Council meeting. Suggestions were
133 made concerning how we would arrange the operative clause.

135 Councilor Fahey moved to approve to publish and post Ordinance No. 07-02, an Ordinance amending
136 Ordinance 06-02 enacted May 23, 2006, Chapter 18, Article II, Zoning, of the Land Use Regulations, to
137 specify conditions for the Village of Corrales when requesting a zone change to M, seconded by
138 Councilor Gonzales. All voted Aye; the motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

141 Bob Borman stated that he supported publish and post of this ordinance. He added that he wanted to go
142 "on record" as being in favor in keeping our current ordinance, but what is necessary is to keep an open
143 dialogue between the public and the Governing Body. He asked, "what is the compelling reason for
144 change?"
145
146 Melanie Scholar stated that she feels we need to keep the law we have.
147
148 Glenn Young stated that the Council should be held to a slightly higher bar. The Village is suspect when
149 they exempt themselves from their own ordinances.
150

151 Mick Harper Chairman of the Planning and Zoning Commission, stated that the Village should pass a
152 one time ordinance to grant municipal zoning to every municipally owned piece of property. He also
153 stated that the Village has no business owning any piece of property that is not municipally zoned. At
154 present many citizens do not know if there is municipal property adjacent to their properties. Any
155 individual property M zoned would still have to go through the site development plan process if any
156 development is considered. Mr. Harper suggested that the Village adopt a one time ordinance for Village
157 owned property to be zoned M.
158
159 Councilor Gonzales agreed with Mr. Harper, she would like to know if there is any municipal property in
160 her neighborhood.
161
162 Councilor Gerhart stated that she was concerned with the different understandings of what "to consider"
163 means to different people. The site development plan review requires the resolution of those issues.
164

202 9. Discussion of Co-op Road list and Discussion and consideration of Resolution 07-026, a
203 resolution to participate in the 200712008 Local Government Road co-op program project
204 number SP-3-08909 CN87926
205 Mayor Gasteyer stated that the attached list was complied by the Village Public Works Department. The
206 amount of money received for road improvement is different each year. Mayor also reminded the public
207 that only public roads can be improved, the Village cannot work on any private roads. This funding is a
208 "use or lose" grant so road projects must sometimes be shifted in priority in order to use all the funds.
209
210 Lane Kirkpatrick stated that he lives on El Rey Drive; it is a dirt road that goes towards Intel. Every year it
211 washes out. It is currently number 7 and he asked for it to be moved up to a higher priority.
212
213 Fred Martinez lives on Camino los Milagros, it is a public road and requested that the road be paved. The
214 dust is enormous.
215

216 Jim Adams stated that he lives on Ashley & Palacio Roads, there are numerous cracks on these roads
217 which need repair.
218
219 Gerald Weiss lives on the eastern part of Dixon Road. The dust is becoming unbearable; it is a very
220 dusty road. He requested that Dixon Road be put on the list.
221
222 Herb Johnson lives on Camino los Milagros, he stated that some folks in the neighborhood have
223 allergies. The dust is unbearable.
224
225 Sunny Birklund stated that Hollywood Boulevard is not on the list. In the winter there have been huge
226 holes in the road. The road needs to have something done to it to make it sale.
227
228 Rate Schmidt lives on Hoflywood, he asked that this one mile long road be added to the list.
