Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order at 7:0 0 PM and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

2. Village Administrators Report
Nora Scherzinger stated that Captain Edmonson resigned to go work for Albuquerque.
Councilor Fahey thanked Ms. Scherzinger and the Finance Department for the work organizing the
packet showing how much money the Village has. The format is readable and easy to understand.
Councilor Rivera asked what the locations of the contaminated dirt to be removed were? Nora stated that
the piles are east of the bridge and on Village owned right of way near Paseo Tomas Montoya..
Councilor Rivera also asked if somebody is being promoted to captain? Ms. Scherzinger stated that may
happen, but it would be at the recommendation of the Mayor and subject to approval by the Governing
Body.

Mayor Gasteyer stated that he was notified by the New Mexico DOT that they have some federal money

for stand-alone engineering safety improvement projects. These are 100 percent federal funded. City

Cyndie

Tidwell submitted a shoulder enhancement proposal in 1999. There was discussion on the status of the

shoulder enhancement project, Village Attorney John Appel noted that since this was not on the Agenda

the Governing Body could not take action, though he suggested that the Administration could submit the
application and at the next council meeting the Governing Body could ratify any action taken.

Councilor Fahey moved to approve Publish and Post of Ordinance 07-04, seconded by Counciior Rivera.

Dick Foote stated that while he supported the motion to publish and post, he would suggest that a
different financing mechanism be considered if it is true that gross receipts revenues are tapped and
consequently impact fees cannot be used to reimburse the general fund.

Councilor Gerhart asked for close review of the revenue projection chart to evaluate whether the flow of
collected fees will remain adequate to support improvements contemplated.

Bob Borman said that earlier calculations assumed the debt issue would be unsecured. If a homebuilding
recession intervenes, the Village’s basic revenue stream could be impacted under this financing scheme.
Other alternatives should be explored.

Village Attorney John Appel stated that impact fees cannot be used to reimburse the General Fund, he
suggested that maybe the loan should be revisited.
Bob Borman stated he was concerned about the gross receipts, and that the loan was too much of a risk.

176 10. Discussion of solid waste removal in the Village of Corrales

177  Discussion of solid waste removal in the Village of Corrales ensued. There needs to be a mechanism for
178  discouraging junkyards. There was concern about the health, safety and welfare of the public with the
179 buildup of solid waste throughout the Village. One suggestion was that wrecking companies be allowed
180 to come out and take junk cars for free.

181 It was suggested that the Village Attorney research the State statues on solid waste and hazardous
182 waste as well as approaches used by other municipalities, Planning and Zoning Administrator Cyndie
183  Tidwell also has information on this subject. An update might be necessary of the Solid Waste (Chapter
184 30) and Nuisance (Chapter 14, Article [V) language in the existing Code of Ordinance.

186 11. Discussion of guidelines for the Parks and Recreation Commission for submitting

187 recommendations to the Governing Body and review of Ordinance No. 377

188 Councilor Rivera pointed out that the Parks and Recreation Commission has permitting approval

189 responsibility for groups of more than 200 seeking to use the public parks. Director Lynn Siverts noted
190 that timing has been a problem with Commission actins sometimes delayed a month until meeting

191 minutes are reviewed and approved. Mayor Gasteyer said that he regretted not having consulted the
192 Commission on the resolution supporting the Sandoval County Queen event at the Rec. Center, he
193 pledged to attend the next commission meeting to discuss improved communications.
