Il. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order at 7:02pm and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

il. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Mayor Gasteyer reminded those present that in New Mexico there is a requirement of a super majority vote
to pass ordinances and resolutions. Since there is one Councilor absent tonight we need an affirmative
vote from all three Councilors present,

Councifor Gonzales moved to approve the Agenda, seconded by Councilor Gerhart. All voted Aye; the
motion carried unanimously, 3-0.

. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

May 15, 2007 Community Input Budget Meeting
Mayor Gasteyer stated that the April 24 and May 8 Council meeting minutes are not ready for approval,
they will be put on the next Council Agenda. The “draft” versions of the minutes are available in the Clerk's
Office.

Councilor Gerhart stated that she received an email from Bob Borman asking for an amendment to the
May 15 Community Input Budget meeting minutes. He asked that the following be inserted under his
comments:

"Bob Borman asked the Governing Body if a $48,000 legislative appropriation
from Senator Komadina, to reimburse the Village for burying the Paseo Cesar
Chavez electric transmission line, was included in the proposed budget?

Borman expressed concern over the possibility of a proposed general fund

budget with expenditures exceeding revenues by an amount ranging from $200, 000
to $250,000 and cautioned against using cash reserves for recurring expenses.
Borman asked the Governing Body to congider increasing the cash reserve set
aside as unavailable for budgeting by an additional 1/12th, for a total of
2/12th or 1/6th of the budgeted expenditures. Borman asked if an analysis had
been done for the proposed $35,000 economic development/MainStreet
appropriation to determine if this would generate a reasonable financial
benefit; Borman stated that $1,346,154 in sales subject to the gross receipts
tax would have to be generated just to break even, based on the Village's
approximately 2.6% GRT."

Councilor Gerhart moved to approve the minutes, seconded by Councilor Fahey. All voted Aye, the motion
carried unanimously, 3-0.



ll. ANNOUNCEMENTS

Mayor Gasteyer announced that June 3, 2007 will be “Crosswalk Awareness Day’, with efforts
concentrated at Romero Rd., Jones Rd., and Via Oreada.

Mayor Gasteyer stated that Councilor Fahey attends the Southern Sandoval County Arroyo and Flood
Control Authority meetings. They are currently cleaning 5,000 cubic yards of sediment out of the Harvey
Jones channel. Councilor Fahey added that they are half way through the cleanup.

Mayor Gasteyer continued with additional comments from SSCAFCA; they approved a memorial to
Dulcelina Curtis and it will be installed near the fire sub-station.

SSCAFCA also donated 500 cubic yards of sediment which will be used at the recreation center site for the
tennis courts and skate park. The Sandoval County Commission also donated the heavy equipment
needed for transporting, impacting and grading the site.

Mayor Gasteyer announced that the discharge permit for the elementary school is up for renewal. More
information is available at the Municipal Office.

The Village clerk will be holding a surplus sale on June 15, 2007 from 10:0 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. ltems
auctioned will include bicycles and jewelry from the Police Department evidence room.

The Village Clerk is sending out a Request for Proposal for general engineering services. The current
contract will end June 30, 2007. The successor’s contract will be termed for two years commencing July 1,
2007.

Administrator Nora Scherzinger called upon the Village Clerk, who then introduced the new Deputy Clerk,
Noelle Garcia.

Ms. Scherzinger also introduced the Deputy Clerk as the Safety Coordinator for the Village, and advised
the Governing Body that Village employees will be fulfilling all the safety training requirements beginning
tomorrow, May 23, 2007. Training will include Emergency Preparedness, Sexual Harassment, CPR,
Blood-borne Pathogens.

Ms. Scherzinger advised that several Village supervisors would be attending a meeting in Bernalillo for
summer student volunteers from the Sandoval County Student Employment for the Summer Program.

Bob Borman thanked Councilor Gerhart for proposing his amendment to the May 15" Budget Meeting
minutes, and he thanked the other councilors for their approval. He did not feel the draft minutes
thoroughly reflected his thoughts.

XI. OLD BUSINESS:
6. THIRD READING:
Discussion and consideration of ordinance 07-03, an ordinance amending the Capital
Improvements Plan for the Far Northwest Sector of the Village of Corrales and certain
adjacent areas, as adopted by Ordinance No. 390, passed and adopted September 14, 2004;
reflecting changes in the status of projects included in the Capital Improvements Plan; and
amending the impact fee charts for commercial and office uses.

Mayor Gasteyer suggested that the Governing Body hear the testimony from Bob Borman and Gary Parker
before making a decision whether or not to postpone voting due to the absence of Councilor Rivera.

Bob Borman advised the council that if they do decide to postpone on voting, under 5.8.35 of the Impact
Fees Act, the Governing Body must make a decision within 30 days of the public hearing. He also advised
that under 5-8-33-B #5, from the Impact Fees Act, any member of the public has the right to appear at the
hearing and present evidence for or against the update. He supports the reduction of the commercial
impact fees, but feels the figures are arbitrary and capricious. He said that since the fees come from the
Institute of Traffic Engineers (ITE) trip calculations, the reductions should be based on those same ITE
provisions. He provided the Clerk with a document as evidence from an ordinance from the City of
Woodenville, Washington. He is urging the Council to consider those types of reductions. Bob Borman
also was concemed that he could not find the comments from the Capital Improvements Advisory
Committee (CIAC). He advised the Governing Body that they are required to be in the public packet.

Gary Parker stated that the whether or not the figures are arbitrary is left to the Governing Body to decide.
He said the Capital Improvements Advisory Committee looked at other communities to see how much they
are charging for impact fees. They found that retailers collect the most GRT for the Village, but also
generate the most traffic, therefore they need the largest reduction. Smaller categories do not generate as
much GRT. Mr. Parker had not seen the document Bob Borman provided to the Clerk, and felt that for the
amount of traffic generated by retail stores in smaller areas, the ordinance from Washington State may not
work for the Village. He suggested relying on the Village Attorney as to the legality of the entire process.

Mayor Gasteyer asked Mr. Parker about the minutes for the CIAC meetings. Mr. Parker said they were
provided to the Village, but he will provide them again. They will be available by the next meeting.

Councilor Gonzaies moved to table until the next meeting. No second was heard and the motion did not
carry.

Councilor Fahey moved to approve ordinance 07-03, seconded by Councilor Gerhart.
Roll call vote on the motion: Councilor Fahey — Aye, Councilor Gerhart — Aye, Councilor Gonzales — Aye.
Motion carried unanimously 3-0.



7. THIRD READING:
Discussion and consideration of Ordinance 07-06, an ordinance to restore to Section 18-30
of the Land Use Regulations, Code Ordinances, Village of Corrales, language requiring
distribution, prior to property transfers, of the Zoning Ordinance and disclosure of
permissive uses in each zone for the purpose, among others, of advising purchasers of the
right to maintain livestock and to farm.

Mayor Gasteyer noted that the Equestrian Advisory Committee submitted a letter urging the Governing
Body to approve the ordinance change, and a letter was also received from Paul Dearth from Pine Ridge
Arabians. He also mentioned the Planning and Zoning Commission recommended approval with a 3-1
vote.

Bob Borman says that he supports the ability to keep and undertake agricultural and livestock operations,
but feels that the zoning ordinance is not the right venue for a disclosure requirement. Mr. Borman
believes it's a “feel good” disclosure and does not belong in the ordinances, and he asked the Governing

Body to not approve.

Councilor Fahey asked who is going to enforce this ordinance, how is it going to be enforced, what are the
penalties, and how will notification be proven?

Councilor Gonzales moved to table until the next meeting, June 12, seconded by Councilor Gerhart. The
Mayor stated that a motion to table did not require a super majority for approval. Roli call vote on the
motion: Councilor Fahey — No, Councilor Gonzales ~ Aye, Councilor Gerhart — Aye. Motion carried with a

2-1 vate.

8. SECOND READING:
Discussion of Ordinance 07-07,an ordinance providing for the re-zoning of the Main Fire
Station site, 4920 Corrales Road, from C-neighborhood commercial zone, to M-municipal
public and quaizipublic zone, of a certain parcel of land located in the Viliage of Corrales, lot
“A”, redivision of tracts 9A1 and 9A2, Village of Corrales, M.R.G.C.D. Map 18, Sandoval

County, New Mexico.
Mayor Gasteyer reminded everybody that this is a discussion.

Bob Borman mentioned that the Zone Map amendment document is identified as C-1 to M, and should be
amended to “C to M". He also mentioned that the landscaping status language is ambiguous and should
be clarified. He says he supports the zone change.

Mayor Gasteyer mentioned that the lobbyist contract expires at the end of May. The first meeting in June
will address this subject.

The third readings for Ordinances 07-07 and 07-06 will also be on a future agenda.
