l.  CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

il. APPROVAL OF AGENDA
Councilor Gonzales moved to approve the agenda, seconded by Councilor Gerhart. All voted Aye;
the motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

lil. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

April 10, 2007 Council Meeting

Councilor Fahey noted that during the well monitoring discussion he had asked questions
concerning coliform contamination to Mr. Biava. His response was non committal.

Mayor Gasteyer suggested that Councilor Fahey's questions be inserted at line 83 of the April 10
Council meeting.

Councilor Gonzales moved to approve the minutes as amended, seconded by Councilor Fahey. All
voted Aye; the motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

IV. ANNOUNCEMENTS

On Friday, Aprit 27" at 9:00 a.m. a work study on the budget is scheduled.

The Art Studio Tour starts the first weekend in May, the 5" and 6". There will be
approximately 60 artist involved.

There will be a public meeting to receive public input on the budget on May 15" at 7pm.
All interested parties are welcome to attend.

Landmark Tree Day will be Sunday, May 20™.

On Sunday, May 20™, the Friends of the Library will hold an auction and dinner from 5-8
pm at Village Pizza

On May 22™ at 7:00 p.m. there will be an appeal to the Governing Body regarding a
Planning & Zoning Commission decision to deny a home occupation application for tractor
sales in a residential zone.

The second reading was delayed due to the fact that Planning & Zoning needs to conduct
a review and forwarded its recommendation.

This Saturday, April 28" there will be the Breast Cancer Ride.

The Rebuilding Sandoval County Charity is doing a roofing project at a Corrales residence.
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* In the recently concluded regular session of the legislature, the Senate, at the urging of
Senator Komadina, passed a memorial which was signed that calls upon the public
education department of the state to conduct a study of the feasibility of transferring
Corrales Elementary School from the Albuguerque public schools to the Rio Rancho public
school system. It was Senate Memorial 69. Copies are available for review at the Village
Offices or to the legislative website.

V. COMMUNICATIONS
2. Village Administrators Report

Nora Scherzinger expressed thanks to the Viliage Clerk, Juan Reyes, for his work on the recording
system and to the Village Fire Chief, Anthony Martinez, for his work and involvement in the
planning and construction of the sub station.

Vl. COUNCILORS FORUM:

Councilor Fahey stated that on Friday, April 20" the Southern Sandoval County Arroyo and Flood
Control Authority meeting was held. The contract for cleaning of sediment from the Harvey Jones
Channel may not start until late July. He reminded SSCAFCA officials that the rains last year
started early in July.

VIl. CONSENT AGENDA:
3. Reports from Boards, Commissions, and Department Head Personnel
Mayor Gasteyer noted that the swimming pool will open on Saturday, May 18™ and that swimming
lesson registration will begin at noon on Saturday, May 5%.

Councilor Genzales announced that National Trails Day is Sunday, June 3™. She indicated that
she thinks the Equestrian Advisory Committee will be conducting the Blue Ribbon Day to
emphasize crosswalk safety in conjunction with this event.

Councilor Gerhart stated that she noticed that the Equestrian Advisory Committee in its report is
looking for a Council liaison. She is wondering if this issue has been resolved yet? Mayor
Gasteyer responded that this issue has not been resolved as of yet.

Councilor Rivera moved to accept the Consent Agenda; Councilor Gerhart seconded. All voted
Aye. The motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

VIil. CORRALENOS FORUM: This section is for information purposes only, not for discussion and
debate, to inform the Governing Body of an issue or concern that would not be addressed on the
agenda during the business session. There is a 3-minute time limit, unless approved by the Presiding
Officer.

Bob Borman discussed the two pubiic meetings addressing trails. He feels that trails and the trail
network in the Village have been a public failure and that more planning is a waste of time.

Pat Clauser stated that many citizens thought that there was going to be a discussion on
wastewater and confirmation of the next step at tonight's meeting. She believes a greater focus
needs to be addressed on both water conservation and wastewater for the entire community.

Gerard Gagliano the thanked Governing Body for moving forward on studying aspects of the
wastewater problem. In addition with reference to waste water, he handed out an article from the
New York Times.

Dick Foote asked for an ordinance to enact water usage restrictions. He feels that there is a need
to conserve water. He would like to see a limit on spraying lawns beween 10 am and 6pm during
the spring and summer months,
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Helen Garcia has lived in the Village of Corrales on Sherrod Court for 25 years. She states that
the Village wants to cut all the trees down in the median of Sherrod Court because of access for
ambulance services. She states that there has never been a problem with ambulances going
down the lane and is asking the Village Administration to reconsider the decision to cut the trees.

Harold Seslar announced that on May 20" the annual Ditch Pony Ride will be held for horses and
riders at the Top Form arena with the Lion’s Club as one of the sponsors.

IX. CONFIRMATION OF PERSONNEL RECOMMENDATION:

Chief Vigil stated that Captain Edmondson has resigned and that Lt. Victor Mangiacapra has taken
over his duties. The Chief recommends his promotion to Captain.

Councilor Genzales moved to promoted Lt. Victor Mangiacapra to Captain; Councilor Fahey
seconded. All voted Aye. The motion carried unanimously, 4-0. Captain Mangiacapra was sworn
in by Chief Vigil. The Captain bars were pinned by his wife, Charlotte.

Chief Vigil stated that Michael Shelby has worked with the Corrales Police department for years
and is recommending him for the position of Detective Sergeant.

Councilor Gonzales moved to promote Mike Shelby to Detective Sergeant; Councilor Rivera
seconded. All voted Aye. The motion carried unanimously, 4-0. Detective Sergeant Shelby was
sworn in by Chief Vigil.

Chief Vigil introduced Matthew McConnell and recommended him for a new position as Corrales
Police Officer.

Councilor Gonzales moved to appoint Matthew McConnell to the position of Corrales Police
Officer; Councilor Gerhart seconded. All voted Aye. The motion carried unanimously, 4-0. Officer
Matthew McConnell was sworn in by Chief Vigil.

X. CONFIRMATION OF APPOINTMENTS
5. Ted Modica for Corrales Senior Advisory Board

Councilor Gerhart moved to approve the appointment of Ted Modica to the Senior Advisory Board;
Councilor Rivera seconded. All voted Aye. The motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

Xl. OLD BUSINESS:
6. THIRD READING:
Discussion and consideration of Ordinance No. 07-02, an Ordinance amending
Ordinance 06-02 enacted May 23, 2006, Chapter 18, Article II, Zoning, of the Land Use
Regulations, to specify conditions for the Village of Corrales when requesting a zone
change to M (municipal, public and quasipublic zone)

Councilor Fahey moved to approve Ordinance no. 07-02, an Ordinance amending Ordinace 06-02
enacted May 23, 2006, Chapter 18, Article I, Zoning, of the Land Use Regulations, to specify
conditions for the Village of Corrales when requesting a zone change to M; Councilor Rivera
seconded.

Glenn Young stated that this does nothing to improve the quality of life in the Village, which should
be the purpose of an ordinance.

Bob Borman asked what the compelling reason is to change the status quo? The Village must
satisfy the same conditions and follow the same procedures as its citizens applying for zone
changes.
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Dick Foote stated there is no greater responsibility of the Governing Body than to provide health
and welfare. He sees no reason for having an M zone for Village owned property. He urges the
Council to pass the Ordinance.

In response to a question, Administrator Scherzinger said that Salce Park and the Sand Dunes are
other Village-owned propetrties where M zoning would be sought. Planning and Zoning
Administrator Cyndie Tidwell, answering a question from Councilor Fahey, said shortening the list
of factors for zoning when the Village was applicant would save significant engineering costs.
Councilor Gerhart noted that unlike other applicants, the Village doesn't necessarily contemplate a
particular use when applying for a zone change.

Mayer Gasteyer said that concerns about access, drainage, and other suitability factors would be
met in the Site Plan Review Process even though they are no longer addressed at the time of
zone change under this ordinance revision.

Roll call vote on the motion: Councilor Fahey — Aye, Councilor Gerhart - Aye, Councilor Gonzales
— Aye, Councilor Rivera ~ Aye; the Ordinance was adopted 4-0.

7. THIRD READING:
Discussion and consideration of Ordinance 07-04, authorizing the execution and
delivery of a loan agreement and intercept agreement by and among the Village of
Corrales, New Mexico (the “Village™) and the New Mexico Finance Authority,
evidencing a special, limited obligation of the Village to pay a principal amount not to
exceed $1,100,000 together with interest and administrative fees thereon, for the
purpose of defraying the cost of acquiring, constructing, equipping and improving
roads, bikeways, trails and public safety facilities within the Village and funding of a
loan agreement reserve account; providing for the payment of the principal of,
administrative fees, and interest due under the loan agreement from the distributions
of state-shared gross receipts tax revenues received by the Village from the New
Mexico Department of Taxation and Revenue pursuant to section 7-1-6.4 NMSA 1978
and from impact fees imposed by the Village in the Far
Northwest Sector of the Village; approving the form of and other details concerning
the loan agreement and intercept agreement and determining the exact terms of the
loan agreement and Intercept Agreement; ratifying actions heretofore taken;
repealing all action inconsistent with this ordinance; and authorizing the taking of
other actions in connection with the execution and delivery of the loan agreement
and Intercept Agreement

Council Fahey moved to approve Ordinance 07-04 authorizing the execution and delivery of a loan
agreement and intercept agreement by and among the Village of Corrales, etc.; Councilor
Gonzales seconded.

Bob Borman said that an unsecured borrowing, with developers paying higher interest costs, was
preferable to the credit mechanism in proposed Ordinance 07-04, which exposes taxpayers by
potentially tapping gross receipts tax revenues of the Village.

Councilor Gonzales is hopeful that this funding wiil be utilized to construct trails along public rights
of way in the Far Northwest Sector.

Roll call vote: Councilor Fahey — Aye, Councilor Gerhart — Aye, Councilor Gonzales — Aye,
Councilor Rivera — Aye. The Ordinance was adopted, 4-0.

Discussion of Ordinance 07-05, an Ordinance to change from A-1, agricultural and
rural residential zone, to M, municipal, public and quasipublic zone, the property
situates between the southerly right of way of Loma Larga and the northerly
boundary of the Corrales Main Canal more specifically described as a portion of
