11 Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order at 7:00pm and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

13 II. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

15 Mayor Gasteyer suggested that the order be changed for items 14 and 15.

17 Councilor Gonzales moved to approve the Agenda changing item 14 and 15 in order, seconded by

18 Councilor Gerhart. All voted Aye; the motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

26 Mayor Gasteyer asked if there were any changes to the April 24, 2007 Minutes? Councilor Gonzales

27 stated she had a change to lines 169 and 170. The Minutes currently read: "Dick Foote stated there is no

28 greater responsibility of the Governing Body than to provide health and welfare. He sees no reason for

29 having an M zone for Village owned property". Councilor Gonzales stated that it should read "Dick Foote

30 stated there is no greater responsibility of the Governing Body than to provide health and welfare. He sees

31 no reason for not having an M zone for Village owned property". Mayor Gasteyer added that the words

32 "public safety" should be added after the word "provide" in line 169.

33

34 Councilor Gerhart moved to approve the April 24, 2007 Minutes as amended, seconded by Councilor

35 Fahey. All voted Aye, the motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

37 Couricilor Gonzales moved to approve the May 8, 2007 Minutes, seconded by Councilor Rivera. All voted

38 Aye, the motion carried unanimously, 4-0.

46 Mayor Gasteyer announced that delegates from the People's Republic of China were present at the

47 meeting, escorted by State Representative Eric Youngberg, and wished them well in their stay and their

48 own government responsibilities.

50 The Village has been selected for a $15,000 Federal grant for our Safe Routes to School Project.

51 Councilor Gerhart played a central role in spearheading the effort along with Michele Keleher and others at

52 the Corrales Elementary School. Mayor Gasteyer stated that the Village is taking a lead in the State with

53 this activity. Mayor Gasteyer also announced that the Governor had awarded the Village a $25,000 grant

54 for the comprehensive plan preparation.

55

56 Senator Pete Dominici will be joining the Village this year for the 4h1 of July parade, as well as

57 Congressman Tom Udall, Lieutenant Governor Diane Denish and numerous other State and local officials.

58

59 Mayor Gasteyer reminded all that the July 24, 2007 meeting will be starting at 6:00 to hear an appeal on a

60 Planning and Zoning decision.

61

62 Mayor Gasteyer also stated that an appeal must be scheduled on his decision to uphold the action of the

63 Village Administrator terminating the previous Finance Director, Mr. Olay, who was dismissed last winter.

64 A notice is required to Mr. Olay's counsel and the hearing could take several hours, so a meeting on

65 August
7th

was discussed.

73 Administrator Nora Scherzinger thanked and acknowledged the people who were on the selection advisory

74 committee for the recommendation for Engineer. Cynthia Gooch, Crespin Kinney, and Brad Summrall were

75 involved, as well as Juan Reyes, Village Clerk.

77 Councilor Gonzales asked for clarification on item A on the Administrator's Report.

78

83 Councilor Fahey asked for a ribbon cuffing ceremony when the pathway work in front of the Administration

84 building was complete, possibly on Friday, July 6th and the Mayor and Councilors agreed.

86 Councilor Gonzales informed all that the Animal Control department had its first adoption clinic in

87 conjunction with C.A.R.M.A.

93 Mayor Gasteyer commented on the second page of the Planning and Zoning Department report and

94 mentioned that its two year figures are based on calendar years, not fiscal years. The Mayor also

95 commented on the last item on page 3 that says that P&Z will be stepping up on code enforcement of

96 property owners who have excess debris that constitutes fire hazards.

97

98 Councilor Rivera moved to approve the Consent Agenda, seconded by Councilor Fahey. All voted Aye; the

99 motion carried, 4-0.

102 VII. CORRALEfIOS FORUM: This section is for Information purposes only, not for discussion and debate,

104 during the business session. There is a 3-minute time limit, unless approved by the Presiding Officer.

106 Patricia DuBois wanted to address a safety concern. She stated that she is an equestrian, and bike rider,

107 and takes her dogs for walks along the ditches. She said that there are kids on go-carts and 4-wheel

108 ATVs, and families on river bikes. She stated this is a safety hazard because there are no signs to prohibit

109 motor vehicles, and these vehicles do not give right of way to equestrians, and could cause serious



110 accidents. She stated that horses have the right of way always and wants a police officer on horseback or

111 bicycle to patrol the ditches, and would like to see this a future agenda item.

113 Bob Borman addressed the trails network in the Village, and stated that it's a very serious deficiency and

114 believes the Village "talks the talk" but does not "walk the walk". He believes the Village Administration and

115 Council is sending the wrong message about the trails network, and that prolonging the situation will only

116 make it harder to fix.

129 6. THIRD READING:

130 Discussion of Ordinance 07-08, an ordinance amending sections 18-29 "definitions'1

131 and 18-30 "general regulations" of the Village's Code of Ordinances, being Sections 8-1-5

132 and 8-1-6 of Ordinance No. 192, passed and adopted November 13, 1989, as subsequently

133 amended, and also amending Sections 18-77 "definitions," 18-80 "suitability of land,"

134 and 18-81 "design standards" of the Code of Ordinances, being sections 2,4, and 5

135 of Ordinance no.63, passed and adopted January 13, 1976, as subsequently amended;

136 requiring street pull-offs for certain roadways; setting standards for gates on

137 driveways and private roads; and requiring a showing of adequate right-of-way for access to

138 subdivisions.

139

140 Councilor Gerhart moved to approve Ordinance 07-08, seconded by Councilor Gonzales.

142 Bob Borman asked for the Council to read the list of definitions for the amendment to be proposed. He

143 also asked that the amendment be adopted. He stated that the attachment was amended to read

144 "attachment B" and noticed that the sketch has been changed and it is different from that which was

145 published and posted, and that the original publish and post was correct and should be changed back to its



146 original form. He said with the amendment and the original sketch, he supports the adoption of Ordinance

147 07-08.

148

149 Councilor Gonzales stated that this is for new subdivisions, but asked what happens when property owners

150 are adding to existing structures? She also asked about existing pull-oHs?

151

152 Councilor Gerhart stated that in item 2 of the body of the Ordinance, section 18-30 applies when someone

153 is coming in for a development review permit, and leaves the requirement for a pull off to the discretion of

154 the Planning and Zoning Administrator. She also informed all of the discussions with Fire Chief Martinez

155 regarding the pull-off requirements of the firefighters and vehicles to properly and effectively do their job.

156

157 Councilor Gerhart proposed an amendment adding definitions for the words `roadway', `street', `subdivide',

158 `subdivision' and `lot', replacing the existing language and substituting the language as written in the

159 Zoning Ordinance, and also proposed that the graphic of attachment B be cleaned up between posting and

160 tonight; seconded by Councilor Fahey. Roll call on amendment: Councilor Rivera - Aye; Councilor

161 Gonzales - Aye; Councilor Gerhart - Aye; Councilor Fahey - Aye. The amendment carried unanimously

162 4-0.

163

164 Roll call on motion as amended: Councilor Fahey - Aye; Councilor Gerhart - Aye; Councilor Gonzales -

165 Aye; Councilor Rivera - Aye. The motion as amended carried unanimously 4-0.

168 7. THIRD READING:

169 Discussion of Ordinance 07-010, an ordinance amending section 18-79 "general procedures"

170 and section 18-86 "preliminary plat' of the Village's Code of Ordinances, relating to the

171 planning and platting of subdivisions, being Sections 3 and 8 of Ordinance No. 63, passed

172 and adopted January 13, 1976, and as subsequently amended; amending procedures

173 related to preliminary plat submission and approval; providing for expiration of

174 preliminary plat approval after one year; providing that, prior to expiration of

175 the preliminary plat, applicant may rely on standards applicable at time of its approval.

176

177

178 Mayor Gasteyer informed all that the Chairman of the Planning and Zoning Commission was present, and

179 had submitted recommendations of approval from the P&Z Commission of both Ordinances 07-08 and 07-

180 010. He stated that there was just one change suggested from the Commission, and that was changing

181 the number of sets of drawings from 12 to 13.

182

183 Councilor Gerhart moved to approve Ordinance 07-010, seconded by Councilor Rivera.



184

185 Bob Borman agreed with the number of sets of drawings to be turned in, and also stated that he supports

186 adoption of Ordinance 07-010. He feels that the Ordinance should provide a signature block on the

187 preliminary plat that reflects the sunsetting provision. He feels that it is not the Village's responsibility for

188 putting the language on the plat, but the applicant's, and if not added, the applicant is creating a problem for

189 himself.

190

191 Councilor Fahey moved to amend line 37, changing 12 sets to 13, seconded by Councilor Gonzales. Roll

192 call on amendment: Councilor Rivera - Aye; Councilor Gonzales - Aye; Councilor Gerhart - Aye; Councilor

193 Fahey - Aye. The amendment carried unanimously 4-0.

194

195 Roll call on motion to approve Ordinance 07-010 as amended: Councilor Gerhart - Aye; Councilor Rivera-

196 Aye; Councilor Gonzales - Aye; Councilor Fahey - Aye. The motion carried unanimously 4-0.

199 8. THIRD READING:

200 Discussion of Ordinance 07-011, an ordinance amending section 18-88 "summary

201 procedure" of the Village's Code of Ordinances, relating to a summary procedure

202 for the planning and platting of subdivisions, being Section 10 of Ordinance No. 63,

203 passed and adopted January 13, 1976, and as subsequently amended; providing

204 an alternate summary procedure for the planing of a subdivision that does not increase the

205 total number of previously planed lots.

206

207 Councilor Gonzales asked if the Village would do the recording at the County?

208

209 Councilor Gerhart replied yes, and Village Attorney John Appel stated that it is the responsibility of the

210 Village to record in Sandoval County, at the expense of the applicant.

211

212 Councilor Gerhart moved to approve Ordinance 07-011, seconded by Councilor Gonzales.

213

214 Bob Berman stated that if Ordinance 07-08 had not been amended to include definitions, a lot of this

215 Ordinance would not make sense. He supports the adoption of Ordinance 07-011 as written.

216

217 Roll call on motion to approve Ordinance 07-011: Councilor Rivera - Aye; Councilor Gonzales- Aye;

218 Councilor Gerhart - Aye; Councilor Fahey - Aye. The motion carried unanimously 4-0

220 9. THIRD READING:



221 Discussion of Ordinance 07-01 2, an ordinance amending sections 18-77 "definitions" and

222 18-79 "General Procedures" of the Village's Code of Ordinances, relating to the planning

223 and platting of subdivisions, being Sections 2 and 3 of Ordinance No. 63, passed and

224 adopted January 13, 1976, and as subsequently amended; providing for legal notice of

225 hearings on proposed sketch plans and plats; amending procedures related to sketch plan

226 formerly sketch plat review and approval; amending procedures for recording of final

227 plats; and making other amendments.

228

229 Councilor Gerhart moved to approve Ordinance 07-01 2, seconded by Councilor Fahey.

230

231 Mayor Gasteyer stated that the Planning and Zoning Commission had recommended the adoption of this

232 Ordinance.

233

234 Bob Sorman stated that on line 145, the word "with" should be changed to "within" and asked that it be

235 amended. He also stated that the Ordinance should make clear that not only will the applicant be

236 responsible for paying the recording in Sandoval County fees, but also the cost of making two copies of the

237 recorded plat that the Village will keep on file. He stated that the copying fees can exceed the cost of

238 recording. He doesn't feel that taxpayers should have to cover the copying fees. He also stated that the fee

239 schedule should also include the copying costs. He says that with the changes on line 145, and the

240 addition of including copying cost requirements by applicants, he supports Ordinance 07-011.

241

242 Planning and Zoning Administrator Cyndie Tidwell stated that she wanted to clarify the cost of recordation

243 is $25 per sheet, and $4.00 for copies. Typically, applicants or their representatives are invoiced $29.00.

244 If a subdivision plat is two or three sheets, they pay that fee. Copying will not exceed the cost of

245 recordation. Invoicing takes place after the recording and copying, and P&Z does not see the purpose of

246 retaining two copies at the Village office, but will if required.

247

248 Councilor Fahey asked about lines 138-139, referring to Bernalillo and Sandoval Counties, and since there

249 is no part of Corrales in Bernalillo County, the entire sentence could be omifted. Village Attorney John

250 Appel agreed with Councilor Fahey and with Sob Borman regarding the typo on line 145.

251

252 Councilor Fahey moved to amend Ordinance 07-01 2, deleting line 138 that begins with "any" and ends with

253 "3-20-6" on line 141, and change the word on line 145 after "recordation" to "within", seconded by Councilor

254 Gerhart.

255

256 Village Attorney John Appel suggested a further amendment changing the number of required drawings

257 from 12 to 13 on lines 69 and 114.
