The structure closest to Corrales Road is in the C zone.

Mick Harper, Planning and Zoning Chairman, stated that the Commission’s recommendation
were done strictly on the zone change request not the site development, which will need to be
approved after the zone change.

Village Attorney John Appel noted that this ordinance as drafted is incorrect. If this ordinance is
adopted without any amendments we would rezone the entire parcel. He suggested an
amendment specifying to rezone the easternmost 350 feet.



Bob Borman stated that this request is not ready for approval. The description is not correct and
the acreage is wrong.

Village Attorney John Appel noted there was a contradiction; at one point it says that it is not
necessary to have the manager working for 30 per week but in another section it says the
manager shall be paid for not less than 30 hours per week. He suggested that this sentence be
deleted from the agreement. (Page 6, last sentence under Partnership Communities)
