46 - Mayor Gasteyer announced that the Governing Body team was victorious in the water fight against the
47 winner bidder from the MainStreet auction and his team. Mayor Gasteyer displayed the trophy awarded to
48 the Governing Body team and thanked Councilor Fahey, his son Seth, Julian Rivera and Mick Harper for
49 their participation.

50 - The Kiwanis Club will be working on the walking path at the Rec Center this weekend.
51 - Wednesday, September 19, the League of Women Voters will be using the Community Center for the
52 first time. Their program is open to the public and will be featuring a water expert who will be talking about

52n water in Sandoval County.

jJP- On Wednesday, September 19 at 9:00 there will be an unveiling of the first of three `Welcome" signs
55 created by Chris Gonzales of the Public Works Department. The sign will be placed at the northernmost
56 point on Corrales Rd. bordering the main canal. Eventually, the other two signs will be placed at
57 Meadowlark and at Cabezon;

85 Councilor Gonzales stated that she enjoyed a Town Hall meeting with the Economics Department from New
86 Mexico State University. She stated that the Corrales Grower's Market sponsored the Athletic Department
87 over the last few years, and part of that project is NMSU's desire to bring more of their colleges into

extension education. She said that Therese and Ed Sari, the master growers at the Corrales Grower's
Market, also attended the meeting and brought up the subject of doddard, which was mentioned in a

grr
previous Council meeting by a concerned citizen. Councilor Gonzales stated that it is not on the noxious

91 weed list which was brought up to the Department of Agriculture. She explained what doddard is and how it
92 spreads and its consequences.

99 Bob Borman stated that since the discussion of the Chavez home occupation appeal's proposed findings
100 and conclusions is not open for discussion to the public, he would like to discuss it in the Corralenos forum.
101 He stated that what was originally posted showed Michael Chavez as the applicant. He said what was
102 posted on the Agenda for the Special meeting on July 24, 2007 also showed Michael Chavez as the
103 applicant. He stated that the findings and conclusions from the appeal hearing shows Rocky Mountain
104 Excavating Inc as being the holder of the home occupation. Mr. Borman said that he is disturbed by the
105 fact that a corporation can do business as a home occupation. He feels that based on the proposed
106 findings and fact up for approval, if it's approved, then any resident in Corrales can "pimp" out their
107 property to any corporation and have the business operating out their house, and it's extremely disturbing.
108
109 Dick Foote stated that the Administrator's report was not in the Agenda packet so the public did not get an
110 opportunity to see it. Administrator Scherzinger supplied Mr. Foote with a copy.

.120 Mayor Gasteyer reminded all that the Resolution for the Safe Routes to school dictated that at there must

121 be at least five team members and that there is some role playing involved by various members of the

122 team: a representative of each partner's school, a parent, a local government representative, a law

123 enforcement representative, a community member, and a public health professional. Dr. Duane Ross is a

la physician; Merel Hancock is very active in Corrales Elementary and in the monthly Wednesday morning

1W `Walk and Ride to School"; Elena Kayak is an advocate of bicycling; Michelle Keleher has done a lot of

126 work in getting the Safe Routes to School grant; Officer Walter Heaton is a law enforcement
127 representative; Nancy Kimball is on the faculty at Corrales Elementary.
128
129 Counselor Gerhart stated that she wanted to put Emily Casadas-Reeves on the team. Nancy Kimball was
130 recommended last summer but Emily asked to be put on. The Mayor stated that he had referred back to

131 the summer recommendation.
132
133 Moe Hickey is the administrator at the Montessori School. The Mayor said that there can be more people
134 added to the team if needed, but the seven recommended would give the team enough to have an
135 organization meeting and then the group would have enough time to participate for the event at Corrales
136 Elementary on October 3. The Mayor stated that he would leave Nancy on the recommendation since it's
137 on the Agenda, but may substitute at the next meeting.

147 Discussion and consideration of Ordinance 07-013 an ordinance providing for the re-zoning
i from A-i Agricultural Residential to C Commercial of the easternmost 350 feet of that

iS parcel of land located at 3777 Corrales Road, Corrales, New Mexico, Tract 137-B2A1A1,
150 Kruhm Subdivision, Village of Corrales, Middle Rio Grande Conservancy District Map No. 18,
151 Sandoval County, New Mexico comprising 1.100 acre
152
153 Joe Deprez stated that he talked to Tony Abe of the Department of Transportation about the concern that
154 Bob Borman had at the last discussion about the driveway going in on the southern side, and he said that
155 Mr. Abo liked it there belier and said that if there was a problem, he could re-look at it.
156

157 Village Attorney Appel stated that there is a new document that was submitted that lays out the legal
158 description and that should be the document to be attached to the ordinance. He stated that there is a
159 reference to an attached map and description and he recommends that the attached map be only the area
160 that's being rezoned, as submitted by Mr. Deprez.
161
162 Bob Borman said that he believes the proper way for zone changes in the Corrales Road commercial area
163 is that they do need to have driveway access as defined by the Zoning Ordinance. He said that in both
164 the Comprehensive Plan and the Zoning Ordinance, it is stated that there should and shall be driveway
165 access from Corrales Road, and under the definitions, Joaquin Way is a street, not a driveway.
166
167 Dick Foote stated that at the last meeting on August 28th,

he raised the point that if the property in question
168 was all the way up to Corrales Road and it encompassed the driveway that was going to go back to the
169 property on the west, Joaquin Way, and that was the entrance to the parking area for the commercial
170 property, that they effectively would have direct access to Corrales Road. He feels that the name of the
171 access is irrelevant. By his estimation, based on the documents, it clearly shows that the eastern 350 feet
1'2 of that property is all going to be in the commercial zone, including the driveway access. If they call that
1 driveway "Joaquin Way" then that's fine; it's directly off Corrales Road. Mr. Foote also said that at the last

17r meeting, he stated he is the chair for the Revenue Advisory Committee and one of the things the
175 committee is looking at is how will they protect the revenue stream for the Village in the future. One of the
176 ways is maintaining the Corrales Road commercial core for generating gross receipts tax. He urged the
177 Council to approve the zone change.
178



179 Councilor Gerhart brought to the attention of everyone that the applicant provided a letter from the
iSO Department of Transportation, whiGh is a driveway permit. She stated that the Department of
181 Transportation clearly does not see Joaquin Way as a side street, and that one of the problems with the
182 zoning ordinance is that the intent has never been that when you have properties along Corrales Road and
183 they get set far back and not developed at the front, they can't be zoned in the C-Zone. She stated that

ta she will support this zone change, but wants to make the Governing Body aware that this situation is
iS exactly the "backdoo that Corrales has been dealing with for some time. It is an issue that could be
186 resolved in number of different ways and is a thorn in the side of the Planning and Zoning Commissioners.

188 Councilor Gonzales stated that regarding the concern of the driveway been seeing as a side Street, that
189 just because someone has a driveway quite away back from their road, it doesn't make their driveway any
190 less their personal property. The property in question is clearly on Corrales Road, and just because the
191 driveway takes you back does not change the address.
192
193 Mayor Gasteyer commented that one of the problems on Corrales Road is that it has very narrow tracts of
194 land and frontages, and if we had to have separate entrances as well as driveways on commercial
195 properties, then there are just more problems to be added to a very substandard state highway as it is right
196 now. The Mayor stated that he would hate to see two entrances be forced.
197
198 Attorney John Appel stated that Mr. Foote and the Council expressed his opinion very well, and he would
199 have a great difficulty defending a denial of the zone change on the basis that in order to have access from
200 Corrales Road, it had to have some sort of separate driveway, separate and apart from the one that
201 already exists.
202
203 Motion: Move to amend Ordinance 07-013 to include the legal description and the map presented as the
204 attachment and description noted in the first paragraph, Moved by Councilor Gonzales, Seconded by
205 Councilor Fahey.
206 Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote summary: Yes = 4.
207 Yes: Councilor Fahey, Councilor Gerhart, Councilor Gonzales, Councilor Rivera.

Village Attorney John Appel suggested that for consistency and clarity, that in the Ordinance where it says
`tomprising of 1.10 acre", which is actually the area of the entire parcel, should be changed to read as the
legal description does "0.5927 acres more or less".

229 on the administration to formally put someone in that position, with Council confirmation, if that's
230 what they choose to do. What was approved was a new position in the Village which would be
231 filled only if the position previously occupied by Jon Swedenburg, Planning and Zoning Assistant,

was vacant, and vice versa. The administration may choose to propose Jon Swedenburg for the
Planner position, and that he is very qualified. It is a formality that the administration must do;
