Minutes

1. Call to Order

At 6:00pm Mayor Gasteyer announced that Animal Control Officer Shoats and Ken Podborny,
District Supervisor Wildlife Services had been delayed so this meeting will be delayed for a few
minutes. He also stated that the agenda would have to be revised until the officer show up.

The meeting commenced without the officers, public Mayor Gasteyer asked for public
comments at this time. Susan Weiss stated that she wanted to wait until Officer Shoats and Ken
Podborny arrived. She also stated that she thought the meeting should not be held without the
principles being present, and asked how the public comments would be presented to the absent
principles? Mayor Gasteyer stated that the Clerk is recording the meeting and will prepare
minutes of this meeting.

Mayor Gasteyer summarized the Annual Coyote Review July 2006 — August 2007 submitted by
Officer Shoats and Officer Frostenson. Mayor Gasteyer stated the animal control officers also
utilize the services of Ken Podborny and veterinarian Dr. Forsyth.

Mayor Gasteyer asked for public comments; there were none at this time.

Mayor Gasteyer called for recess at 6:24pm., waiting for Officer Shoats.
Resumed meeting at 6:29pm. Mayor Gasteyer asked if there were any public comments at this
time?

Sandy (last name unknown) stated that she was concerned more about loose dogs than loose
coyotes. There has been a dog killed recently by another dog, these statistic should be included
in this report.

Susan Weis commented that in regard to “Coyote Incident’ an incident can be nothing more
than a report of someone reporting a coyote crossing Loma Larga. Ms Weis provided some
detail on some coyote incidents through out the past year. She also suggested solutions:

» Close roads during certain times of the year due to coyote activity

e [Establish a coyote patrol
She asked if wildlife services gets paid when he come to help?

Officer Shoats presented the annual statistics; he stated that they get the information from
contact with the citizens of the Village of Corrales. This information is provided to the Public at
the Growers Market, Elementary School (DARE program), Neighborhood Watch program, and
through the annual meeting. He stated that Ken Podborny is not paid. Officer Shoats stated that
they have been documenting all calls and incidents and believes the department has been
doing some good and not killing everything they see. Officer Shoats reviewed the submitted
report.



Mayor Gasteyer asked about coyote habitat and where they are located in Corrales.

Officer Shoats said the coyotes were all over the Village, they have a range of about 5 miles. He
noted that there are several coyote families in the Village.

Mayor asked if would be practical to post sign on where the coyotes are located. Officer Shoats
stated that we could, but he asked how we would control it, when they have a moving range of
five miles.

Discussion ensued on coyote behavior, and methods of controlling their presence in the Village.
Ken Podborny stated that technology to control coyotes at a safe distance does not exist yet.
Ken stated that Rio Rancho and City of Albuquerque are mirroring the Village of Corrales
Coyote Management Plan; they are facing the same problems that the Village has.

Nancy ? stated that she has noticed a decline of coyotes near the Northwest sector due to the
cline of dens in the areas. She asked if the Village can do anything to protect coyotes in
developing areas?

5. Adjournment
Councilor Fahey moved to adjourn, seconded by Councilor Gerhart. All voted Aye. Motion
passed.

Tuesday, October 9, 2007

Met with the Selection Committee for the Recycling Operator position to discuss next steps in the hiring
process.

I have been in contact with DOT in Santa Fe regarding legislative appropriations for which we have not
received Grant Agreements. [ was assured that we should receive them in the next couple of weeks.

This past week there has been lots of catching up, as you can imagine. Lynn is pleased that the jogging
path is done and the sheep are happily eating the weeds. He had a terrific time at the National Conference
in Indianapolis. Nancy has finished the bank reconciliations making it possible to give each Department
supervisor their budget updates.
