136 - Resolution for CHAMP parade which will be held November 18, 2007;
137 - The Chairperson for the Revenue Committee, Dick Foote, told Mayor Gasteyer that the committee
138 will have its report ready for the first Council meeting in November;
139 - Village Attorney John Appel and David Mathews are working on a couple of documents to permit
140 expenditure of budgeted Wine and Quilt Festival;
141 - Councilor Gerhart is working on a Request for Proposal for trails assessment;
142 - Third reading on codification;
143 - The Mayor would like to begin the process of revisiting a Resolution that had to do with limitations
144 on Farmland Preservation acquisitions by appraised value.
145 - The Comprehensive Plan Committee chair requested an extension on their lifespan because they
146 have a lot of materials to review;

148 10. Discussion and consideration of Intergovernmental Cooperative Management
149 Agreement among the City of Albuquerque, Village of Corrales, Sandoval County, and State
150 of New Mexico regarding the Casa San Ysidro historical museum

152 Councilor Fahey stated that he and Michelle Frechette had a telephone conversation with Connor
153 O'Laughlin and went through the history of the Agreement between the Village of Corrales and the City
154 of Albuquerque with regard to support of Casa San Ysidro. Originally, there was a time when there
155 was a suggestion that Albuquerque might move Casa and its items to Albuquerque and an agreement
156 was reached that the Village would contribute to the City's general fund $20,000 per year. It was
157 agreed those funds would not have anything to do with the budget for Casa, it would just be a good
158 faith donation from the Village showing support for Casa San Ysidro. To change that agreement
159 would require negotiations between the municipalities. Approximately three years ago, it was decided
160 to increase the $20,000 to $30,000. Mr. O'Laughlin at the time decided that it would be better for the
161 Village of Corrales if the money were to be placed in a specific fund earmarked for Casa San Ysidro as
162 opposed to being put into the general fund, which would indicate to the City of Albuquerque that the
163 Village would continue to fund at a $30,000 rate. If the Village only funded $20,000, it would not be
164 viewed as a negative because it's in a special fund. The City would like to continue to receive $30,000
165 because the money is earmarked specifically for Casa and is carried over yearly.
166
167 Michelle Frechette stated that expenditures are decided by the director, Cathy Wright, assistant
168 director, Connor O'Laughlin, and the History Curator Deb, and the curator on sight, Nicolasa. She also
169 stated that Mr. O'Laughlin should have the quarterly report to the Village in the next 15 days.
170
171 Councilor Fahey also stated that he was concerned about the wording of the agreement where it
172 appears that all of the money funded goes into Fund 225. Village Attorney Appel clarified that all the
173 money does go into 225, then is transferred out as needed. Councilor Fahey is concerned that the
174 Village will be locked in for $30,000 every year. Michelle Frechette said that she thought that all the
175 money goes to 225 and then $20,000 is pulled out and put into the general fund, and that information
176 will probably be included in the quarterly report. She stated that the reason it's structured that way is
177 to give the Village more flexibility.

178



179 Councilor Gonzales asked if the Village would pay quarterly? Michelle Frechette stated that is correct.
180 So upon approval the Village would have last quarter to pay and then this quarter when the invoice is
181 received. Village Attorney John Appel stated that since the fiscal year started July 1, then Village is at
182 this point required to pay half of the total funds.

183
184 Mayor Gasteyer asked Michelle Frechette if she has seen a budget for $195,000 for operational
185 expenses as stated toward the beginning of the Agreement? The Village is asked to commit to a
186 $30,000 contribution to a $195,000 expenditure budget. Councilor Fahey stated that he asked that
187 questions, and was told that the $20,000 the Village contributes goes into the City's general fund and

188 has nothing to do with the budget at Casa San Ysidro. It is simply $20,000 that the Village gives
189 Albuquerque strictly for the benefit of keeping Casa here. Michelle Frechette stated that the $195,000
190 is more of a figurative number that the City commits to funding Casa San Ysidro. Other parties come
191 and go from the equation. The Village is providing reimbursement toward the overall budget of Casa
192 San Ysidro as a fixed sum in a quarterly payment. She explained that the City basically funds Casa,
193 and the Village reimburses them $20,000. The additional $10,000 is held in the special fund for later in

194 the fiscal year. If Albuquerque sees that it is behind on the budget for improvements for Casa, then the
195 $10,000 is used. The $195,000 is tied into the overall budget.
196
197 Councilor Fahey stated that based on what he was told by Connor O'Laughlin, he would be inclined to
198 cut that part out. His understanding was that Albuquerque puts in $165,000 and the Village puts in
199 $30,000 and the budget process goes forward in Albuquerque. $20,000 goes into the General Fund,
200 but it's not really labeled as Casa money.
201
202 Michelle Frechette stated that Connor O'Laughlin is really providing an advantage to the Village
203 because Albuquerque administration is really only expecting $20,000 and is not making a lot of noise
204 about the additional $10,000. The contribution is really coming through to Albuquerque as $20,000.
205
206 Village Attorney John Appel stated that the Village needs to be careful not to mix the City's operating
207 fund, 110, with a separate $10,000 from the Village of Corrales that is not going into the operation and
208 maintenance general fund but is being set aside for specific Casa items which may include $8,000 in
209 capital improvements as opposed to operating budget. He stated that he is concerned that we are
210 citing a $195,000 operations and maintenance budget in the agreement when it says on the

211 spreadsheets that the actual operations and maintenance budget is $165,000.
212
213 Discussion ensued about how the $30,000 is allocated and how the Village's contribution to the City
214 plays into it.
215
216 Michelle Frechette asked if it's possible to pass an intergovernmental agreement without a projected

217 budget? She also stated that the $195,000 budget number in the agreement at present has been the
218 same number for the last five years.
219
220 Mr. Appel stated that the Agreement really needs to have "real" numbers, not hypothetical numbers
221 from two or three years ago.
222
223 Councilor Rivera asked if the Village of Corrales could have an exhibit to the Agreement that
224 delineates the Village's contribution?
225
226 Mr. Appel stated that there is not a need for a separate exhibit, but it would be appropriate if the
227 $20,000 is a continuing annual contribution toward operations and maintenance, and that the $10,000

228 be set aside for special projects. That condition should be part of the Agreement.
229
230 Michelle Frechette said that she would need to ask Connor O'Laughlin if he would have trouble selling
231 that to City administration.
232
233 John Appel stated again that their numbers need to reflect reality.
234
235 Administrator Scherzinger said that if there is no showing of the contribution of $20,000 or $30,000,
236 then it's so easy for someone to take the money and do whatever they want with it, and there is no
237 paper trail or documentation.
