He stated that according to the
95 Village Administrator's report, the Planning and Zoning Department will not accept phone calls or queries in
96 the afternoons so that they may have more efficient use of their time. He asked the Governing Body to
97 convey to the Village staff that if they are aware that they will not be open for public query in the afternoon,
98 they should spend their mornings preparing for the public to come in the afternoon to find public
99 information.

119 Discussion and consideration Ordinance 07-015 an ordinance relating to Village laws, adopting and
120 ordaining a new Code of Ordinances for the Village of Corrales, New Mexico; providing for the
121 repeal of certain ordinances not included therein, with certain exceptions; providing a penalty for
122 violation of this ordinance and the code
123
124 Mayor Gasteyer suggested adding the word "continues" to line 39 after the words "regulation or order".
125 Village Attorney John Appel also suggested adding the word "of' on line 38 after the words "of the Village
126 or".
127
128 Motion: Move to approve Ordinance 07-015 an ordinance relating to Village laws, adopting and ordaining
129 a new Code of Ordinances for the Village of Corrales, Moved by Councilor Gonzales, Seconded by
130 Councilor Fahey.
131
132 Discussion ensued on different requests from Village personnel for corrections to the proposed
133 codification. Village Attorney John Appel stated that substantive changes to the text would have to be
134 approved by an ordinance amendment. Mr. Appel also stated that with regard to page 1-4, the
135 understanding of Village staff is that the provision in the code is not legal under statute. Mr. Appel stated
136 that deleting that section would constitute a substantive change and he will do the legal research on it.
137
138 Bob Borman stated that on page 18-10, the lot width requirement diagram is chopped off at the top and
139 some of the parentheses below Li, L3 and L4 are missing. Village Attorney Appel stated that is a simple
140 editorial error and does not require action by the Council.

142 Attorney Appel suggested some changes:
143
144 Section i-6C 1 should read "be deposited"

145 6-I should read "class ayes"
146 14-27-11 third line, period was omitted and should be reinserted
147 16-78 second line, should read "damages which may be caused"
148 16-83-1 should read `Whenever" not "when ever"
149 There are numerous instances in chapter 18 of italicized words appearing in the body of the ordinance
150 language. Attorney Appel suggested that Village Clerk Juan Reyes be permitted to fix the italicized words.
151 Section 18-3321 there is an extra parenthesis that should be deleted.
152
153 Changes that could be considered substantive:
154
155 In Chapter 18, some of the cross references are incorrect. In 18-4E2, at two points, refers to the
156 requirement of this section 18-40E1. This should be deleted.
157
158 Also, in the title of that section, it says it originally says "Streets, Sidewalks and Other Public Places" and
159 the word "Public" was omitted.
160
161 Motion: to amend by adding:

162 * on line 38 the word "or after the words "Village or" and on line 39 add the word "continues" after
163 the words "regulation or order"; the line will read " resolution of the Village or of such rule,
164 regulation or order continues shall constitute a separate offense."

165 * Correct spelling of the word "buildings" in Section 18-86 b2.

166 * Correct spelling in Index 24- it should read Volunteer Fire Department and Vehicles delete
167 Vegetation

168 * on page 18-44 Section 18-79 c make correction by replacing the words "at his option" with "at the
169 subdivider's option"

170 * Diagram in 1840 that was chopped off be inserted in full

171 * and to make all the recommended submitted in wilting changes by the Village Attorney.

183 Discussion of Ordinance 07-016 an ordinance amending Section 18-37 "C Neighborhood
184 commercial and service zone" of the Village's Code of Ordinances, being section 8-1-13 of
185 Ordinance No. 192, passed and adopted November 13, 1989, as subsequently amended, and also
186 amending section 18-81 "design standards" of the code of ordinances, being section 5 of
187 Ordinance No. 63, passed and adopted January13, 1976, as subsequently amended; allowing for a
188 requirement for trail connections, and the construction of trails in the subdivision ordinances; and
189 providing for pedestrian pathways as a apart of landscaping requirements in the" C neighborhood
190 commercial and service zone"
191
192 Bob Borman expressed concerns with what he considers to be serious pitfalls. He gave an example of the
193 requirement that pedestrian pathways connect a front door to parking lot area, which he states is already
194 required by the Americans with Disabilities Act. By including this in the Ordinance, he believes the Village
195 is setting itself up because diminished landscaping will occur because developers will take credit for what
196 they are already required to do. He believes that definitions need to be improved. He stated that with
197 regard to subsections under 18-81, it seems to be very vague, arbitrary and capricious. The phrase `may
198 require" in proposed Sec. 18-81 a4 provides to much discretion.
199
200 Mayor Gasteyer stated that Councilor Gerhart, with the help of the Village Engineer, provided a new
201 drawing. Councilor Gerhart also stated that the Village Attorney had drafted corrections, and will have
202 them in the packet for the third reading.

203
204 8. Discussion and consideration of Intergovernmental Cooperative Management Agreement
205 among the City of Albuquerque, Village of Corrales, Sandoval County, and State of New Mexico
206 regarding the Casa San Ysidro historical museum
207
208 Michelle Frechette, the Village's representative to the Casa Advisory Board, stated that Connor O'Laughlin
209 gave his blessing for the changes specified at the last Council Meeting, and they have been inserted in the
210 new Agreement.
211
212 Mayor Gasteyer stated that the changes to the Agreement clarify that $20,000 of the Village contribution is
213 for operations and maintenance and the remaining $10,000 shall be for other uses benefiting the Museum,
214 and the $195,000 budget figure was deleted.
215
216 Motion: moved to approve the Intergovernmental Cooperative Management Agreement among the City of
217 Albuquerque, Village of Corrales, Sandoval County, and State of New Mexico regarding the Casa San
218 Ysidro historical museum, Action: Approve, Moved by Councilor Fahey, Seconded by Councilor
219 Gonzales.

220
221 Bob Borman stated that he was confused by Page 3, item B of the Agreement, and asked if all $30,000 of
222 the Village's contribution goes to Fund 225. Village Attorney stated that his understanding is that all of the
223 Village's contribution does indeed go to Fund 225, and then the City of Albuquerque transfers $20,000 out
224 which goes into the City's general fund which is used for general operation of Casa San Ysidro.
225
226 Councilor Fahey stated that $20,000 is part of the original agreement and the $10,000 is "extra" money that
227 the Village has had the last couple of years that we have put in primarily for capital improvements for Casa,
228 and is not a fixed number that we have to give every year.
