IV. ANNOUNCEMENTS

- Mayor Gasteyer urged all to return their mail ballot on the question of whether or not Central New
Mexico Community College can expand its taxing district to include northern Rio Rancho;

Christmas de Cabailos Parade will be this Sunday, November 18, 2007 forming at the Rancho de
Corrales parking lot and proceeding to the Recreation Center. Donations of toys is one of the purposes of
55 the parade for children in need.

56 - Thereis afine arts craft exhibit Friday through Sunday at the Old Church;

57 - Saturday, December 1% is the Starlight Parade and Casa San Ysidro will be open that evening as well:
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- There is a “Cleanup Day” scheduled. There should be a flyer in the Road Runner bills for the month.
Public Works Director Tony Tafoya has been working with County officials, and they will provide large
containers that can be filled with old mattresses, old appliances, yard waste, recyclable items, shrub
cuttings, shredded paper, any appliances without Freon.

- The blacktop for the tennis courts should be complete, however the final surfacing cannot be put on if

, the temperature at night goes below 50 degrees, so that won't be completed until the spring. The nets and
poles will be installed soon. Administrator Scherzinger stated that the lines for the tennis court will be

added soon.

-  Work on the Skate Park is very close to being started. Administrator Scherzinger provided Village
Attorney John Appel with the contract for the Skate Park.

- Village Clerk Juan Reyes advised all that the candidate filing date for the March 2008 Municipal
Eiection is January 8, 2008 between 8:00 am and 5:00 pm, and the write in candidate filing date is January
22, 2008. He aiso stated that those are the ONLY dates that a candidate can file for office.

- Councilor Gonzales stated that the Grower's Market will be operating a Winter Market on December 2,
2007. ltis an enclosed market and there should be a lot of vendors.

- Mayor Gasteyer reminded all that there will be a luncheon with three legislators invited on Thursday,
November 15.

V. COMMUNICATIONS
2. Village Administrators Report

Village Administrator Nora Scherzinger stated that with regard to paragraph e in her report, because the
road leading from the trail and the trail itself is all private easement, therefore, grant of an easement to the
Village would require approval of multiple holders, so she will not be bringing a grant of easement for
approval. With regard to paragraph e, she reiterated how hard the Village staff worked to assemble
information while the Auditors were in the office. There is an informal audit exit meeting scheduled for
November 26 with the Administrator and Mayor. Regarding paragraph h, she stated that she had
submitted to the New Mexico Environmental Department the plans for the well and the two storage water
tanks. We received back 2 % pages of changes. That has been turned over to Steve Grollman and is
presently being reviewed by the Fire Chief, and then the request for prior approval will be resubmitted.

a. Souder Miller update

Jerry May of Souder Miller Associates distributed a letter report reviewing the 2007 Preliminary Engineering
Report (PER)} and the MBR peer evaluation reports. He stated that he will be present at the December 11,
2007 regular Council Meeting. He highlighted the letter report review and comments. He stated that more
will be addressed in the finat report.

Scott McKitrick stated that the hydrogeological study is ongoing and the purpose is to define existing
conditions of the aquifer underlying the Village of Corrales and the susceptibility of that aquifer. There is no
indication of an impermeable layer underlying Corrales.

VI. CORRALENOS FORUM: This section is for information purposes only, not for discussion and debate,
to inform the Governing Body of an issue or concern that would not be addressed on the agenda during the
business session.

Chris Allen stated that the weekend before Halloween, she was on the acequia and witnessed an
altercation between two people in which one person shoved the other into the ditch filled with water. She
called the police, and clearly identified herself as being at the intersection of Ranchitos and Coronado
Road in the Village of Corrales. The dispatcher told her that Coronado and Ranchitos don't intersect, and
it was soon discovered that the dispatcher was in Bernalilio County. By the time the misunderstanding was
straightened out and the call was correctly routed to Rio Rancho, the perpetrator had run off and the other
person was agitated and also took off. By the time Corrales Police Department arrived, both parties were



gone. She is puzzled why her E911 cell phone call got routed to Bernalillo County instead of directly to Rio
Rancho.

She also stated that at MainStreet's Bureau of Business and Economic Research meeting the prior week,
there was a question raised about Los Ranchos and its gross receipts. The purpose of the question was to
try to draw a comparison between two municipalities that are adjacent to a large metropolitan area but still

7 struggling to retain their rural character. In August the Village received $142,451 in gross receipts; of that,

25% came from construction, and 14% came from the retail sector. In August, Los Ranchos received
$188,259 in GRT, and only 18% came from construction, while 22% came from the retail sector. Under
accommodation and food, Los Ranchos received $26,000 whereas Corrales received $5,000.

Bob Borman stated that Resolution 2004-14, which was repealed by Resolution 07-063 did two things: it
limited the use of the general obligation bond fund proceeds to no more than 50% of the value of the
conservation easement, and it required that those selling conservation easements donate at least 15% of
the value of that conservation easement as part of a local match. There was no copy of Resolution 2004-
14 included in the public packet for the November 23, 2007 Council Meeting, and no mention of the 15%
donation provision and no discussion by the Governing Body, and no public questions or public input
allowed. There was no sign-up available, and the Governing Body did not allow him to be heard. And yet
by a 4-0 vote, Resolution 2004-14 was repealed by Resolution 07-063. Where did the unanimous voice
come from with no discussion from the Governing Body? Was there discussion in a rolling quorum, or was
there an abuse of executive session? He stated that this is very serious matter and the public shouid have
been permitted to speak on this topic.

Discussion and consideration of Ordinance 07-016 an ordinance amending Section 18-37 “C
Neighborhood commercial and service zone” of the Village’s Code of Ordinances, being section 8-
1-13 of Ordinance No. 192, passed and adopted November 13, 1989, as subsequently amended, and
also amending section 18-81 “design standards” of the code of ordinances, being section 5 of
Ordinance No. 63, passed and adopted January 13, 1976, as subsequently amended; allowing for a
requirement for trail connections, and the construction of trails in the subdivision ordinances; and
providing for pedestrian pathways as a part of landscaping requirements in the C-Neighborhood,
commercial and service zone.

Bob Borman stated that he supports the concept but not the language and urged the Council not to
approve the Ordinance. Specifically, he does not believe the Ordinance needs to state that there should
be a pedestrian pathway to the front door or other main access of the building to the parking area because
it's already required through ADA requirements. The Ordinance should just be addressing a pathway for a
future Village project. He’s also concerned about the credits being given towards landscaping. The
landscaping requirement could be eaten up in sidewalks and pathways. Do we want businesses to provide
zero landscaping? There needs to be a minimum amount of landscaping. Right now, the Ordinance is
proposing to only require ten foot trails for forty foot right-of-way, which creates a disincentive in the
subdivision process for developers providing adequate right-of-way.



78 Councilor Gerhart stated that the corrections from Attorney John Appel should be in the Council packets
79 - and that that language shouid be what is being looked at tonight. Councilor Gerhart stated under section 4
80  for trails, after the line that was stricken, she added the words “or ditch banks”. Village Attorney John

31  Appel stated that is reasonable.

Councilor Gerhart stated that with regard to Mr. Borman’s concern of the disincentive for 40 foot road,
84  uniess a collector road is being built, there is no requirement for a 40 foot road. With regard to the

85  minimum amount of landscaping, she does not have the answer to that. And regarding the ADA

86  requirement to the front door, she thinks it is correct that the ADA requires it, but it does not require that
87  someone passing by on this pathway be able to get to the door. She suggested adding a phrase

88  “exclusive of ADA requirements” to the Ordinance. She also stated that she does not believe the 15%
89 landscaping has a major effect given the way things have been developed in the last few years.

91 Village Attorney John Appel stated that if the phrase “exclusive of ADA requirements” is inserted, a
G2  situation is created in which a landscape architect must first provide an ADA accessible pathway of some
93  sort and then addition, a separate pedestrian pathway. He believes the more efficient approach is that the
94  pedestrian pathways be ADA accessible as required by ADA, as currently written in the Ordinance.

96  Councilor Gerhart stated that attachment “C” includes poly-pavement. In talking with Linda Fahey of
97  MainStreet, Inc. and the Village Engineer, Steve Groliman, it's not holding up, and should be excluded as
98  acceptable materials.

00  Councilor Gonzales asked for clarification on the required border in the pathway pavement section
01  drawings.

02

03  Councilor Gerhart stated that asphalt and concrete don’t need the required border.

05  Councilor Gonzales stated that she’s still having some trouble understanding the replacement of off-street
parking. Discussion ensued about what the ten percent landscaping requirement is comprised of.

_ nder state statute is that if two additional councilors were elected, the first Councilor would not be added
32 ™ until March of 2010 and the second Councilor would not be added until March 2012,

34 Village Attorney John Appel stated that he read the state statute, and Mr. Borman's interpretation of the
35  statute is not correct when taken as a whole. Should the people of Corrales determine that the number of
36  Councilors should be increased, as of that moment, there exists vacancies of the Council, which can be
