Administrator's Report

Tuesday, December 11, 2007

a. Attended the Municipal League Winter Conference. As mentioned at the Revenue Committee

Work Study, I went to a session about `Local Building Code and Inspection Issues'. Subjects

of different Building Codes statewide, the lack of available inspectors, and HB 219, called "the

all or nothing law" to go into effect July 1, 2009 were the primary topics of conversation.

b. Art in Public Places. Lisa De St. Croix will be in the Village to install her little painting in the

Council Chambers Thursday, December 14.

c. Met with Steve Grollman and the Mayor to discuss the acquisition of properties to complete

"Road A" in the Far Northwest Sector. Steve has informed all of those property owners who

will be affected of the Village's intention to acquire land and to pave the road. Steve's next

step is to go to P & Z to get approval for the latest iteration of the road. Once the approval is

obtained the Village will do appraisals and purchase the land.

d. The COOP road work is completed. The repairs to the culvert on Perea Rd. should be

completed by the end of this week. I applied for $126,000 reimbursement from NMDOT

November
7th
DOT regulations say that a municipality may apply for reimbursement as soon

as a contract is let. After much investigation, I have discovered that a check was indeed cut

for the Village the
15th

of November, but mailed to the wrong address. The Village post office

sent the check back to Santa Fe where it has sat. A quick trip to Santa Fe and the

reimbursement was in our possession.

e. The encroachment on Sherrod Court is complete. Public Works still needs to remove a tree and

do some clean up.

f. The Village has a `carryover' Grant from the New Mexico Department of Tourism for

$5,025.90. This is the same monies that the Village received in 2005 or 2004. We have asked

for extensions which we have received but continues to deal with poor communication between

the Department and our ability to spend and document the expenditure. Two information

"panels" have now been ordered by Planning and Zoning. We should receive the panels in the

next couple of weeks, send an invoice to Santa Fe, and close the grant.

g. The Mayor and I met with Jack Westman. He initiated the meeting to tell the Village about his

dealings with the Gonzales family and to discuss his plans for use of the property, residential

and commercial.

h. The Mayor and I met with Debbie Bauman. We discussed a MOA with the Department for the

construction phase of a culvert project, the need for a traffic study if the Village is interested in

changing a speed limit on 448, the possibility of a signage evaluation for 448, and next steps

regarding a traffic study for 528 in anticipation of "Access A".

i. To date Jon has received 72 requests for well monitoring. 5 or 6 are new requests. I have

asked him to contact Assagai Labs and to begin the second phase of the Well Monitoring

Project.

ORDINANCE NO. 07-018

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 2-56, "ELECTION;

TERMS" OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE VILLAGE,

BEING A PORTION OF ORDINANCE NO. 1, PASSED AND

ADOPTED SEPTEMBER 17, 1971; PROVIDING THAT THE

GOVERNING BODY OF THE VILLAGE SHALL CONSIST OF

SIX 6 COUNCILORS ELECTED AT LARGE; CALLING A

SPECIAL ELECTION TO DETERMINE WHETHER THE

INCREASE TO SIX 6 COUNCILORS SHALL BE APPROVED.

15 WHEREAS, Section 3-12-2D, NMSA 1978, provides that the governing body of a

16 municipality having a mayor-council form of government shall consist of the mayor and

17 not less than four or more than ten councilors or trustees; and

18

19 WHEREAS, the Village Council, the Governing Body "Governing Body" of the

20 Village of Corrales the "Village", as constituted upon the incorporation of the Village in

21 1971, consists of the mayor and four councilors who are elected at large; and

22

23 WHEREAS, the size and population of the Village and the complexity of issues faced by

24 the Governing Body have increased significantly since the incorporation of the Village;

25 and

26

27 WHEREAS, additional councilors could lessen the probability of encountering the

28 super-majority requirements of Section 3-12-2E, NMSA 1978, in situations where

29 members of the Governing Body are unavailable due to absence, incapacity, disability or

30 death; and

31

32 WHEREAS, increasing the membership of the Governing Body to include six 6

33 councilors may provide better representation of Village citizens on the Governing Body,

34 thereby enhancing the effectiveness of the Governing Body in addressing issues of

35 concern to the Village and its citizens.

36

37 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the

38 Village of Corrales, New Mexico, that:

39

40 1. Section 2-56 "Election; terms" of the Code of Ordinances of the Village of

41 Corrales shall be amended to read as follows:

42

43 The legislative branch of the village shall consist of a Governing

44 Body of `jj few councilors to be elected at large for staggered terms of

45 four years, with terms of one-half of the councilors expiring at the end of

46 one two-year period and the terms of the other councilors expiring at the

47 end of the following two-year period.

49 2. A special election shall be called and held on March 4, 2008, in

50 conjunction with the regular municipal election to be held on that date, to determine the

51 question whether to approve or disapprove the change in the number of councilors as

52 provided herein.

53

54 3. The foregoing amendment of Section 2-56 shall be effective if, and only

55 if, it is approved by a majority of those voting in the special election.

56

57 COMPILING CLAUSE: The amendment made by Paragraph 1 of this Ordinance shall

58 be incorporated in and compiled as a part of the Code of Ordinances of the Village of

59 Corrales, if and only if it is approved by a majority of those voting in the special election

60 called for March 4, 2008, as provided herein.

8 AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND SECTION 1-6, GENERAL PENALTY

9 FOR CODE VIOLATIONS, PASSED AND ADOPTED MARCH 10, 1992, AND

10 SUBSEQUENTLY AMENDED, OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES, TO DELETE A

11 TRAFFIC SAFETY FEE NO LONGER REQURED OF MUNICIPAL COURTS AND

12 TO SPECIFY CERTAIN PURPOSES FOR WHICH COLLECTED FEES ARE USED.

13

14

15 WHEREAS, the traffic safety fee presently provided for in Section 1.6 of the Code of Ordinances

16 "Code" of the Village is no longer required or authorized by statute; and

17

18 WHEREAS, the statutory purpose for which the corrections fees may be used have been expanded to

19 include expenses related to detention of juveniles; and

20

21 WHEREAS, section 1.6 of the Code should be amended to reflect present statutory authorizations and

22 practices.

23

24 NOW, THEREFORE, Section 1.6 of the Code of Ordinances of the Village of Corrales is amended to

25 read as follows:

26

27

28 Section 1-6. General penalty for code violations.

29

30 a Maximum penalty. Wherever in this Code, or any ordinance or resolution of the village, or rule,

31 regulation or order promulgated by an officer or agency of the village under authority duly vested in him

32 or it, an act is prohibited or is declared unlawful or an offense or a misdemeanor, unless a lesser

33 maximum penalty or a specific penalty is established by ordinance for the particular offense, the

34 maximum penalty for such violation shall be as follows:

35

36 1 Except for those violations of ordinances described in subsections a2 and a3 of this section,

37 a fine of not more than $500.00 or imprisonment for not more than 90 days, or both;

38

39 2 For violations of an ordinance prohibiting driving a motor vehicle while under the influence of

40 intoxicating Liquor or drugs, a fine of not more than $999.00 or imprisonment for not more than

41 179 days, or both; and

42

43 3 For violations of an industrial user wastewater pretreatment ordinance as required by the United

44 States Environmental Protection Agency; a fine of not more than $999.00 a day for each

45 violation.

46

47 b Mandatoryfees collected upon conviction. In addition to any fine or imprisonment described in

48 subsection a of this section, there is imposed upon any person convicted of violating any municipal

49 ordinance the penalty for which carries a potential jail term or any ordinance relating to the operation of a

50 motor vehicle the following mandatory fees:

51

52 I A corrections fee of twenty dollars $20.00;



53

54 2 A judicial education fee of two dollars $2.00; and

55

56 3 A court automation fee of $6.00.

60 As used in this section, "convicted" means the defendant has been found guilty of a criminal charge by

6]. the Municipal Judge, either after trial, a plea of guilty or a plea of nob contendere, or has elected to pay a

62 penalty assessment in lieu of trial.

63

64 c Disposition and use offees collected. The disposition and use of fees collected under subsection

65 b of this section shall be as follows:

66

67 I All corrections fees collected shall be deposited in a special corrections fund in the municipal

68 treasury and shall be used only for municipal jailer or juvenile detention officer training; for

69 construction planning, construction, operation and maintenance of a municipal jail orjuvenile

70 detention facility; for paying the costs of housing municipal prisoners in a county jail or other

71 detention facility or housing juveniles in a detention facility; for complying with match or

72 contribution requirements for the receipt of federal funds relating to jails orjuvenile detention

73 facilities; for providing inpatient treatment or other substance abuse programs in conjunction with

74 or as an alternative to jail sentencing; for defraying the cost of transporting prisoners to jails or

75 juveniles to juvellile detention facilities; or for providing electronic monitoring system.

76

77 2 All judicial education fees collected shall be remitted monthly to the state treasurer for credit to

78 the judicial education fund and shall be used for the education and training, including production

79 of bench books and other written materials, of municipal judges and other municipal court

80 personnel.

81

82 3 All court automation fees collected shall be remitted monthly to the state treasurer for credit to

83 the municipal court automation fund and shall be used for the purchase and maintenance of court

84 automation systems in the municipal courts. The court automation systems shall have the

85 capability of providing, on a timely basis, electronic records in a format specified by the judicial

86 information system council.

93 d The village may credit the interest collected from fees deposited in special funds pursuant to

94 subsection c of this section to the village's general fund.

98 Severability clause. Should any section, paragraph, clause or provision of this ordinance, for any reason,

99 be held to be invalid or unenforceable, the invalidity and unenforceability of such section, paragraph,

100 clause or provision shall not affect any of the remaining provisions of this ordinance and each section,

101 subsection, sentence, clause, word, or phrase thereof irrespective of anyone or more sections, subsection,

102 sentences, clauses, words, or phrases being declared unconstitutional or otherwise invalid.

04 COMPILING CLAUSE: The amendment made by this Ordinance shall be incorporated in and compiled

105 as a part of the Code of Ordinances of the Village of Corrales.

107 Effective date and publication. This ordinance shall become effective and be in full force and effect from

108 and after its passage, publication and posting, according to law.
