. Prepared materials for reimbursements for:

e engineering work on Angel Hill,

¢ the drainage/culvert work along the interior drain,

o the Engineering Contract to do the planning and design of Phase V of Loma Larga,

¢ and the engineering/surveying in anticipation of the completion of Road “A”--Don
Julio.

. It always feels good to get those requests in the mail, but I no longer hold the hope or
expectation that we will receive the money “in a two week turn around” per DFA. We did
receive a $990.00 reimbursement for the installation of the shelter at the horse arena. That
was from a 2003 appropriation. We still have not received the $17,500 for the second Animal
Contro] Unit. Our first submittal for that money was sent in January of 2007, then again in
June of 2007 and a reminder during my meeting with Barbara Romero last December.

. Finished the packets for our legislators and the binders for the Governing Body. Friday I took
Senator Komadina and Representative Youngberg their materials at their residences.
Wednesday the Mayor and Councilor Fahey drove to Santa Fe to deliver Jane’s and John’s to

their offices.

. Steve Grollman updated a mylar of Ben Vaughn’s and the Village property at the top of
Angel Hill. I had a paper copy made at Academy Repographics, which Mr. Vaughn
reviewed. He has requested a couple of changes to the mylar, which Steve is making. It1s
important that the Village and Mr. Vaughn are in agreement before we contact the utility
companies for signatures.

. 1 contacted Thaddeus Lucero, Bernalillo County Manager, regarding the removal of the
north/south stop signs on Loma Larga at Loma Larga and Cabezon. Thaddeus, in an e-mail
with the Deputy Manager for Public Works, wrote that the Village needs to do a ‘Warrant
Study’ (I have written Steve Groliman a task order to do one). They felt we could do what the
Village thinks is best (obviously pending the results of the Warrant Study), but requested that
the Village notify the County prior to the removal so that they could put up the appropriate
signage on West Cabezon, warning the Skyview Acres residents of the impending change.

I met with the Mayor, John Appel, Lynn Siverts and members of Corrales Rec. Inc. to discuss
a RFP for the Skate Park. We discussed a timeline. The Village will advertise the RFP next
week with a deadline for proposals the middle of February. I will make a recommendation to
the Mayor in time for the first Council Meeting in March. Then it is off to the races. So
many people have been so patient.

. Along the same lines, Lynn tells me the nets and temporary lines/markings for the tennis court
should go in in two weeks. He said that he has heard several comments regarding the “black”
asphalt. The colored surface can not be put on until the lowest day/night temperatures is 50
degrees. That will be a spring project.

Ninety-three (93) inspections and twenty-eight (28) site visits were conducted. Most of
the field inspections and/or visits were related to current building permits; others were
related to Code Enforcement. Photographs related to code enforcement were taken.

HOME OCCUPATION PERMITS.
At the November P&Z Commission meeting two (2) home occupation requests
were approved on the Consent Agenda; three (3) requests were approved by
individual motion; no requests were denied.

VARIANCE REQUEST.
There was no request for a variance at this meeting.
ZONE MAP AMENDMENT. There was none.

SITE DEVELOPMENT PLAN APPROVAL. SDP-07-08.
Lee Gamelsky Architects, P.C., agents for the City of Albuquerque, Albuquerque
Museum, requested a Site Development Plan approval for the Casa San Ysidro
House Museum located at 973 Old Church Road. The purpose of the request is to
provide a new Visitor Center and offices, and to add site, landscaping, and
pedestrian improvements to the facility. The request was postponed to the
January meeting to allow the application to furnish requested information about
the septic system permit (NMED) and the grading and drainage plan, roadway
design, MRGCD license to cross the Main Canal, Fire Chief review of plans re
emergency response, and a request for a Variance for a 5-year construction plan.
(See report for January 2008.)

SUBDIVISIONS.
SUB-07-06 Summary Plat.

Terra Land Surveys, agents for the property owners, Shaw and McBride,
requested a Summary Plat/Lot-Line Adjustment for properties located at 729 and
835 Camino de la Tierra. The purpose of the Summary Plat is to accommodate
the location of an existing block wall. The Summary Plat was approved with the
conditions that the plat shows the septic field and tank locations, and lot lines and
information associated with the lots to the south. The surveyor, Chris Medina,
amended the plat as requested; it was filed with the County Clerk.

NEW BUSINESS.

The Commission discussed the state statute mandating that local jurisdictions
make accommodation for accessory kitchens in single family residential zones.
They will request a joint work study session with the Council. There has been no
challenge to the statute {to my knowledge); it is not known if a bill modifying or
nullifying the statute will be introduced in the upcoming session, or if the
Governor will put it on his “call.” Staff receives inquiries several times a month
regarding this new law; some action will need to be taken by the Council.

P&Z DEPT. ACTIVITIES.

Code Enforcement.

A criminal citation filed in the Municipal Court in April has been re-
scheduled for February 2008. The defendant agreed to remedy the
violation within 90 days of November court date; staff agreed to the time
extension to allow for construction and removal of obstructions.

A case involving accumulation of solid waste and dismantled and/or
moperable vehicles, as well as a non-permitted (illegal) liquid waste
disposal system, 1s in the process of being remedtated. The property
owner agreed to a three-phase clean up process with guidance from staff.
The property is expected to be clean by end of January. The illegal liquid
waste system was immediately dismantled; there is no longer any
discharge onto the ground. The property owner is seeking to have power
restored to the existing home.

A case opened a year ago remains unremediated. Staff is working with
NMED to determine course of action. Property owner has not installed a
permitted liquid waste system, as required, nor has he removed disallowed
additional home on property.

2. Grants Administration. Staff is working with MR COG senior planner, Joe

Quintana, to gather documentation requested by the Committee. The draft
contract with the COG approved by the Council; staff is preparing a copy for
appropriate signatures.

Scenic Byway Grant — Farmland Preservation, Staff has contracted with a
firm to fabricate two interpretive signs; graphic design and text are in process.
When the interpretive panels have been installed, the grant will be closed out —
prior to Dec. 31, 2007. Digital media has been transmitted to Canada; the panels
will be shipped within 2 or 3 weeks.
