Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm and led the Pledge of Allegiance

Mayor Gasteyer stated that the minutes of the two Special Council Meetings are not yet available for
consideration or approval.

1. January 22, 2008 Council Meeting

Councilor Gonzales asked if there was an answer to the question on the last line of page three? Councilor
Fahey answered that the answer was yes; Councilor Gonzales asked that the confirmation of the question

be inserted in the minutes. She also asked for clarification on a statement by Jerry May in the minutes
regarding the "big pipe" recommendation of the earlier study for the purpose of "building" or preparing a
rate schedule. Councilor Gonzales also stated that she would like some indication in the minutes that
Souder Miller agreed with her that the central core has been a long term densely populated area and
aquifer contamination is likely in such circumstances. She also stated that the corrections on the map on
the south end were to needed to show that Sky View Acres is not a part of the Village.

IV. ANNOUNCEMENTS
- On Wednesday, February 13, 2008, at 7:00 pm, there will be a Candidate's Forum in the Council
Chambers with the candidates for Council and Judge, as well as a discussion of the referendum item that
will be on the ballot about whether or not to enlarge the Council to six Councilors. Pauline Eisentstadt will
moderate the forum;



- Wednesday, February 13, 2008 is the first day for early voting by machine in the Village Clerks office

and will continue until February 29, 2008 at 5:00 pm. Early voting hours are from 8:00 am - 5:00 pm;

- Municipal Election Day is March 4, 2008. Mayor Gasteyer reminded all that the municipal election

polling places differ from those used in the last County-run general election, but will be similar to the June

primary and fall election, this year. The polling places for the municipal election will be as follows: Precinct

13 will be at the Old Church, Precincts 53 and 54 at the Main Fire Station, and Precincts ii, 12, and 57 will

vote at the Recreation Center on Jones Road;
- February jgIh, 2008 will be the appeal hearing from the Site Plan denial from the Planning and Zoning

Commission of the Ruiz plan for office development at the far south end side of the Village. Mayor

Gasteyer reminded the Councilors that all must abide by the ex-parte contact limitations in terms of talking

to people about that pending case. There are extensive records of at least three Planning and Zoning

Commission meetings on the subject. Mayor Gasteyer stated that he would restrict new testimony to the

parties who live within 300 feet and the applicant, attorney, or other professionals;
- There have been two appeals filed on the Planning and Zoning Commission's approval of the Casa

San Ysidro site plan. The appeals will be heard on Marchl8lu at 7:00 p.m;
- On February 26, 2008 at 6:00 pm, there will be an appeal hearing on the Planning and Zoning
Commission's denial of the final plat for the resurvey of Grace Lane brought by Daniel Dunn;

- The names of all the Governing Body appear on a plaque prepared by the Southern Sandoval County

Arroyo and Flood Control Authority. On March 21, SSCAFCA will have a noon time ceremony at the new

dam it has constructed near the sports plex in Rio Rancho. All the Governing Body is invited;

- The Bosque Advisory Commission has a regularly scheduled meeting on Thursday, February 14, and
in coordination with Sandra Brown, Commission Chair, the meeting will be an opportunity for citizens who

are very alarmed about the way the Core of Engineers has conducted it's fire load thinning and jetty jack
removal project. Also, the fact that the MRGCD is going to resume maintenance on the Riverside

Drain on the south end of the bosque will be discussed. The meeting will be at 7:00 pm and will be held in

the Council Chambers;
- There was a horse incident in the south end of the Village that involved a horse being confiscated at
the judgment of the Corrales Police Dept. while animal control and a veterinarian could inspect the horse.
No charges were filed, but the Village has received considerable inquiries about the incident, including

some from national animal rights organizations saying that they would focus media attention on the
Village's failure to prosecute;
- In the Capital Outlays Bill, which the Governor will sign or reject tomorrow, the Village has three items:

$575,000 to complete Loma Larga; $30,000 for fire suppression; and $40,000 for a records center. In a bill

that is waiting action on the house floor, there is a $10,000 for Corrales "to clean, deodorize and sanitize

commercial and residential refuse containers";
- There will be a Corrales Horse and Mute People meeting on Friday, February 15. It will be a
combination of their annual meeting and candidate's forum at the Recreation Center at 7:00 pm.

V. COMMUNICATIONS

2. Village Administrators Report

Village Administrator Nora Scherzinger elaborated on the number 2 item on her report, the meetings
between her, Finance Officer Nancy Arnold and all the department heads. She stated that a draft budget

will be presented to Mayor Gasteyer within the next two weeks. The first Budget meeting would occur

around April 25, 2008, and the second Budget meeting would occur on May .161h which would give the
finance department enough time to bring the budget to the May 27th meeting for approval, and meet the
State's preliminary budget submittal deadline.

Councilor Gonzales asked what is the cost for one fire suppression tank and how much money does the

Village currently have for these tanks? Administrator Scherzinger answered that the cost for each is

$150,000 depending on the size of the tanks and that the current funding is about $300,000.

Santa Ma Pueblo presentation regarding wild turkeys

Administrator Scherzinger introduced Glen Harper, the Range and Wildlife Division Manager at the Pueblo

of Santa Ana Natural Resources. He introduced the Governor for the Pueblo, Ulysses Leon.

Mr. Harper discussed a collaborative restoration of Merriam's wild turkey project on the reservation
involving the Pueblo of Santa Ana, the National Wild Turkey Federation, New Mexico Department of Game



and Fish, and the US Fish and Wildlife Service. He presented a slide show in his discussion. He stated
that the reason for restoration of is because wfld turkeys have significant value to pueblo culture and it
meets the pueblos holistic approach to ecosystem restoration. The turkeys are being restored along the

Rio Grande and Rio Jemez. Mr. Harper presented a slide show to all regarding the restoration effort which
includes trapping and monitoring turkeys. He estimated that 18 to 20 turkeys from the Pueblo have come
into the Village. At the conclusion, Mr. Harper asked the Village to direct its animal control officers to
remove feral, hybrid turkeys found in the Village and the Corrales Bosque. Mayor Gasteyer mentioned
limitations on patrol activities in the Bosque and limited municipal resources for turkey control.

Susan Weiss stated that she was very interested to hear about the turkey experiment, and that the feral
and hybrid Corrales turkeys are very appreciated and does not like the idea of Animal Control trapping the
turkeys that have been living in Corrales. The pure strain can be preserved on Pueblo land while the
Corrales turkeys run around the way they have been. She also asked what Animal Control would be
expected to do when collecting the turkeys?

Bob Borman stated that the Planning and Zoning stan accepted a summary plat application in violation of
Village Ordinances. Mr. Borman stated that he pointed out the mistake to the Planning and Zoning staff
and instead of stopping the process, it was decided to hear preliminary and final plat in one P&Z hearing
without the required 15 day preliminary plat application prior to the meeting, without the required 15 day
notice, and without required materials, including the actual plat of the property to be provided prior to the
meeting.

5. Third Reading:

Discussion and consideration of Ordinance No. 07-020, Motion: Move to approve Ordinance 07-020
an Ordinance amending section 8-26, "Definitions", and Section 8-27, "adoption of Corrales
building code; amendments; penalties" of the Code of Ordinances of the Village of Corrales, being
sections 10 11 through 10 1 4 of ordinance no. 67, adopted August 10, 1976, as amended; adopting
by reference the 2003 New Mexico historic earthen buildings code; incorporating the 2003 New
Mexico Historic Earthen Buildings Code into the Corrales Building Code.

Village Attorney John Appel said this Ordinance adopts the 2003 NM Historic Earthen Buildings code and
it's amendments, but on January 1, 2008, the State adopted a new code, the 2006 Building Code. In so
doing, it repealed the earlier version in its entirety. He suggested adoption of the current Ordinance as



presented, then later adopting the 2006 building code, which will have a few changes unrelated to the
earthen building sections of interest tonight.

Councilor Gerhart stated that she asked Planning and Zoning Administrator Cynthia Tidwell to review the
Ordinance with the Building Inspector. Ms. Tidwell suggested changing the "rolling definition" of a historic
earthen building as 25 years or older and instead defining a historic earthen building as being built before
1983.

Attorney Appel stated that he doesn't have any strong feelings about the rolling or fixed date, but had a
concern about the provision saying the building had to be constructed in significant part including one
exterior wall from earthen materials. He feels that is too restrictive as some people might have added a
bedroom or two.

Councilor Gonzales stated that she felt the rolling definition of a historic earthen building should be
included because there are some buildings being built right now that might one day have historic
significance.

Councilor Gerhart suggested leaving the Ordinance as is.

6. Second Reading:
Discussion of Ordinance No. 08-002, an ordinance to impose a ¼ of 1% increase in Municipal Gross
Receipts Tax in the Village of Corrales, the proceeds to be directed to public safety purposes and
subject to approval by referendum of voters in the Village of Corrales

Mayor Gasteyer reminded all that even if the gross receipts tax was raised, the Village would still be lower
than its neighbors.

Councilor Fahey asked if it was appropriate to make amendments or changes to the Ordinance at this
second reading? He stated that he wants to delete Section 4, dedicating the funds to "public safety"
because trying to track that would be an administrative headache.

Attorney Appel stated that typically, amendments are done at the third reading. Because this version has
already been approved by the State Taxation and Revenue Department, deleting section 4 at this point
would require resubmission to them.

Councilor Gonzales stated that increasing funds to public safety should be done through the budgeting
process.

Attorney Appel stated that if the proposal to delete Section 4 is approved at the next Council meeting, he
doesn't see any problems with Taxation and Revenue because the Village would then be in line with
Taxation and Revenue's alternative form 01 suggested ordinance.

7. Accept the Wastewater System Peer Review Report dated February, 2008 from Souder, Miller
and Associates

Mayor Gasteyer stated that from his understanding, accepting the Wastewater System Peer Review
Report does not bind the Village to any course of action or recommendation, but does make it possible for
