An appeal by Daniel Dunn to the Governing Body of the Village of Corrales will be continued
on 6 March 2008 of a decision of the Village of Corrales Planning and Zoning Commission,
January 16, 2008, denying approval of SUB-06-06. Final Plat - Correcting the location of the
south property, Tract 55, Parcel C1A, C1B, and C2, Land of Grace Gonzales Estate.

1. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order. Councilors, Jim Fahey, Bonnie Gonzales, and Sayre
Gerhart are present. This is a continuation of an appeal by Daniel Dunn.

Councilor Fahey moved to start the proceedings, second by Councilor Sayre Gerhart. Motion carried
by unanimous vote.

Mayor Gasteyer stated that on February 26 the Governing Body took testimony. Brady Hayes is
representing the Dunn’s. In the motion to continue the Village Engineer was given instruction to
investigate the lot line discrepancy on the sub division plat. Mayor Gasteyer recognized Steve
Grollman.

Steve Grollman, Village Engineer, reviewed the drawings that he was asked to investigate. He also
reviewed the history of the different plats that have been submitted. He stated that it is apparent that
the goal was to change the south boundary. They are changing the south boundary of the three
parcels. Mr. Grollman asked the surveyor Doug Smith what they used as the determining factor in
what got changed? Mr. Smith provided the 2002 plat changing the south boundary to match the north
boundary of the Pedroncelli property.

The parties and witnesses presented testimony. The Governing Body asked questions of the parties
and witnesses; Clifford Pedroncelli, Ted Owens, Sharon Holland, Brad Hayes, Daniel Dunn.

Councilor Fahey moved to go into Executive Session for consideration of the Governing Body's
decision in an administrative adjudicatory proceeding in accordance with Section 10.15-1(H) 3,
second by Councilor Gonzales. Motion carried by unanimous vote.

Into Executive Session at 8:20PM

Councilor Fahey moved to come back into open session, second by Councilor Gonzales. Motion
carried by unanimous vote. Back in Session at 8:46pm.

There was no discussion of items except for the items specifically stated that Council would go into
closed session.

Councilor Gerhart moved to reverse the Planning and Zoning decision and approve the Final Plat
SUB-06-06. Final Plat — Correcting the location of the south property, Tract 55, Parcel C1A, C1B, and
C2, Landg of Grace Gonzales Estate. Councilor Fahey seconded.



Councilor Gerhart stated that it is the Village's responsibility to provide remedy and clear title to the
property owners that have been clouded by this property problem. This is only one step of many to
resolve issues with the plats and surveys. The actions of the Councilor will not restrict the actions of
the Board of Surveyors.

1. CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm. Tonight's meeting is two appeals from
the January 16, 2008 Planning and Zoning Commission decision to approval a site development
plan and grant a variance both regarding Casa San Ysidro.

Mayor Gasteyer stated that Dr. Sutter and the City of Albuguerque have reached an agreement;
Planning and Zoning Chairman Mick Harper reviewed the Casa San Ysidro site development
plan which was approved by a 5 to 1 vote with Pat Clauser recusing herself.

David Campbell stated that the City has agreed to drop the high north wall to 14 feet and other
slight modifications. As long the modifications are accepted by the Village Council the Sutters
have agreed to drop the appeal. Architect Lee Gamelsky presented new drawings of the wall
and building and briefly clarified the proposed changes.

Councilor Fahey moved to approve the modification of the Site Development Plan as presented
by Lee Gamelsky, second by Councilor Gerhart.

Roll call vote: Councilor Clauser- Aye, Councilor Gonzales- Aye, Councilor Fahey- Aye,
Councilor Gerhart- Aye. Motion passed 4-0.

Mayor Gasteyer recognized Paul Stokes.
Mr Stokes requested the following medifications and requested that members of the
neighborhood be allowed to present their concerns. Mayor Gasteyer agreed as long as the
members were part of the affected party. The modifications requested are:

* An agreement between the Museum and Casa for a joint parking lot

o Further reduction in height of building and reduction of the floor plan

* An operating agreement (between the City and Village of Corrales)

+ Move the location of the road on the north side to the south side of the property
Testimony was presented by community members on each of the different requested
modifications.

Lee Gamelsky presented rebuttal to the requested modifications.

Mayor Gasteyer requested a break at 9:09pm
Resumed meeting at 9:17pm.

Michele Frechette (as the Village representative to Casa San Ysidro) read a statement into the
record supporting the site development plan.



There were closing arguments by Laura Stokes, Bill, Emmington and Paul Stokes.

Councilor Gonzales moved to go into Executive Session for consideration of the Governing
Body's decision in an administrative adjudicatory proceeding in accordance with Section 10.15-
1(H) 3, second by Councilor Fahey. Motion carried by unanimous vote.

Into Executive Session at 9:41PM

Councilor Gerhart moved to come back into open session, second by Councilor Gonzales.
Motion carried by unanimous vote. Back in Session at 10:11pm.

There was no discussion of items except for the items specifically stated that Council would go
into closed session.

Councilor Gerhart moved to affirm the Planning and Zoning Commission decision with four (4)
conditions:
1. number of parking spaces shall be 45
2. during the next year, the city will negotiate in good faith with the Village to develop a
setoff binding policies agreeable to both the City and the Village with regard to any use
of Casa San Ysidro for special events
3. 72 months beginning tonight
4. City shall install the gate on north side of property before commencing construction
Councilor Fahey seconded.

Isacsoft, our vendor for the
library software, is preparing a bid to purchase a server designed with a Limot operating system
that will run much more efficiently than the Microsoft platform currently in use.
