69 Mayor Gasteyer suggested that in the fifth paragraph where it reads: "Mayor Gasteyer recognized
70 Paul Stokes. Mr. Stokes requested the following modifications and requested members of the
71 neighborhood...", the names "Bill Emmington", "Arnie Lerner" and `Tom Waldren" should be
72 inserted in parenthesis.

74 Councilor Clauser stated that in the first modification requested by Mr. Stokes, the word "Casa"
75 should be replaced with "the Village", to read: "An agreement between the Museum and the Village
76 for a loint parking lot". She also stated that in the last modification requested, it should include the
77 words "the south side of Heritage Field." Councilor Clauser also pointed out a typo on page two
78 that says "setoff' and should read "set or, and she corrected a sentence regarding 72 months for
79 the variance.

89 Mayor Gasteyer announced the following:

91 - Lyle Losack passed away Monday, March 24. He is a member of the well known family in
92 the Village, and ran for Mayor in the 2006 election. He was a lifelong resident of the Village, with
93 exception to the time he served in the U.S. Navy. Mayor Gasteyer and the Council offered their
94 condolences.
95 - On Friday, March 28, the District 8 meeting of the NM Municipal League will be held in Rio
96 Pancho at the Hilton Inn at 10:30;

97 - The meeting for newly elected officials will be held on Saturday, March 29 at 8:00 at the
98 Marriott in Albuquerque.
99 - On Wednesday, April 2, at 7:00 pm there will be an orientation for the Planning and Zoning
100 Commission, put on by Village Administrator Nora Scherzinger, Planning and Zoning Administrator
101 Cyndie Tidwell, and Village Attorney John Appel

102 - On Wednesday, April 2, local author Mel Eisendstadt will have a reading at the Corrales
103 Library. He has published several mysteries;
104 - On Friday, April 4 at 9:00 am, there will be a workstudy with Jerry May and Dr. Richard
105 Rose continuing the efforts to find ways to finance some of the recommendations on wastewater;
106 - On Saturday, April 5, and Sunday, April 6, the Kiwanis Club is doing their annual activity
107 day, and they are working on the walking track that they put around the westerly fields at the Rec

108 Center.



109 - On Wednesday, April 16, there will be a regular Planning and Zoning Commission meeting.

110 Because of two items on the Agenda of interest to many, the meeting will be held at the Old

111 Church rather than the Council Chambers to accommodate more people.
112 - The next meeting of the Governing Body will be on Tuesday, April 8;
113 - On Friday, April 18, the Village Administration would like to present the budget to the
114 Governing Body in a work study.
115 - On Saturday, April 26 and Sunday, April 27, the Historical Society will be mudding on the

116 Old Church;
117 - On Sunday, April 27, there will be a silent auction to benefit the Corrales Library at Village

118 Pizza. It will conducted by the Friends of the Library;
119 - Mayor Gasteyer will be out of town beginning April 24;
120 - There will only be one meeting of the Governing Body in July. It will be held on July 22;

121 - In the newspaper story regarding the August Special Election, it was stated that two new

122 Councilors will be "appointed". The correct wording is "elected";

123 - Business Week Magazine named Corrales the most expensive Suburb in the State of New

124 Mexico;
125 - At the first meeting of the Board of Directors on the Mid-Region Council of Governments,
126 there was a report on air quality, and the Federal EPA has lowered the standard of parts per billion

127 of ozone in the air, and Albuquerque just barely passed the standard at the last measurement. It

128 was predicted that if there is a string of hot days in the summer, Albuquerque would flunk. The

129 consequences are loss of federal highway monies. Current air quality is only applied to Bernalillo

130 County and the City of Albuquerque. A strong suggestion was made that air quality controls and
131 enforcement should be approached as a region wide effort and Southern Sandoval County will
132 need to comply with the tests that are being imposed by the Federal EPA and adopt fuel emission,

133 fireplace burning and other restrictions.

135 V. COMMUNICATIONS
136 2. Village Administrator's Report

137
138 Village Administrator Nora Scherzinger added to her written report that she has submitted three

139 different reimbursement requests for a second animal control mobile unit for $17,500. It was finally

140 received last Friday.
141
142 She also noted that there have been several resignations of Village staff in the past week and a
143 half. It is important to note that one of those resignations was that of the Building Inspector, which

144 has meant that PTh Tidwell has had to make some adjustments to make sure that inspections

145 continue and that contractors and builders are not held up in getting their Certificates of

146 Occupancy. PZA Tidwell has been in contact with Frank Ladd with CID in Santa Fe, and he has
147 been very willing to help the Village with the projects that have already received building permits.

148 What to do with new building permits is still unclear. An advertisement for a new Building Inspector

149 will be in the Sunday paper.
150
151 Administrator Scherzinger reviewed her report with the Governing Body.
152

157 Councilor Clauser stated that she attended the MRGCD meeting the previous night where the topic
158 of water coming down the river was discussed. It was also mentioned in the MRGCD meeting that
159 Mr. Domzralski will be the contact for anything planned in the Village. An advisory group was

160 suggested.
161

162 Mayor Gasteyer stated that he spoke with Steve Henry and Ben Rodefer from the Village, and

163 suggested that since some of what they are interested in has to do with management of MRGCD, it



164 might not be appropriate to have the Bosque Advisory Commission as the Village link, but rather, a
165 ratepayers Committee.

166
167 Councilor Gonzales stated that there was a person riding a dirt bike in the Bosque Reserve
168 recently, and the Fire Department and Police Department worked together to apprehend and
169 remove the rider.
170

176 Chris Harlow stated that Sherrod Court has not been brought up to compliance as directed by the
177 Governing Body in November 2006. Mr. Harlow stated that he fulfilled his obligation, and has
178 made several attempts to address the Governing Body regarding this issue, and would like a letter
179 from the Village outlining its plans and targeted completion dates with regards to Sherrod Court.
180
181 Bob Borman stated with regarding the Souder Miller study, government should be the last resort,
182 not the first option. The private sector should be allowed to solve the problem first, because
183 wastewater is a private property issue.
184

188 Councilor Fahey made a correction to the Bicycle Pedestrian Advisory Commission minutes.
189
190 Mayor Gasteyer invited Parks and Rec Director Lynn Siverts to the podium. Mr. Siverts addressed
191 the need for a fee for use of the tennis courts. He suggested locking the courts, and then charging
192 a $12 annual fee for patrons who would be issued a key for when the Rec office is closed. He
193 expressed concern about kids causing damage to the open courts. He hopes that the minimal fee
194 will give citizens a sense of ownership of the courts.
195
196 Library Director Carla Spencer discussed a project headed by Jim Wright of the Kiwanis Club
197 making a connection with a library in Mexico where the Kiwanis could make donations of books
198 and enhance the library.

227 6. Approval of Findings and Conclusions, and Decision of the Governing Body in the matter
228 of appeals by Dr. Reuben and Lisa Sutter and Paul and Laura Stokes to the approval
229 January 18, 2008 by the Planning and Zoning Commission of a Site Development Plan and
230 Variance requested by the City of Albuquerque for the Casa San Ysidro Museum
231
232
233 Village Attorney John Appel stated that the changes to the Findings and Conclusions that were
234 requested are reflected in the document printed on cream colored paper. He reviewed the
235 changes submitted to him by counsel for the City of Albuquerque:
236
237 -Paragraph A3,at the top of page 3, the request is that where it reads "a large collection of Hispanic
238 artifacts and architectural items" it be revised to read "a large collection of Hispanic and Native
239 American artifacts and architectural items";
240 -Page 5, paragraph A18, in the first sentence referring to an agreed settlement regarding the
241 Suffer's appeal, the words "and withdrawal" be added;
242 -Paragraph A19, same change as above;

243 Also in paragraph A19 add;
244 -"letter dated March 12, 2008 from David Campbell, Counsel to Lisa and Dr. Sutter to Juan
245 Reyes, Village of Corrales Clerk, and in".;
246 -Paragraph A28 on page seven, where it reads "the Village is a cooperating party with the City in
247 the funding and operation of the Casa", should be changed to "the Village is a cooperating party
248 with the City in the funding and marketing of the Casa".
249 -Paragraph 64, Page 8, Conclusions of Law, where the settlement with the Suffers is referred to,
250 the word "and withdrawal" be inserted;
251 -A new paragraph B5, be inserted to read "The Suffer appeal is withdrawn." Inserting that
252 paragraph would result in the renumbering of the following paragraphs.
253 -In paragraph 611, page 9, where the word "management" should be changed to "marketing";
254 -Paragraph B14, the phrase "development period" be changed to "construction period"

255 -Paragraph E, the City requested that the paragraph be re-written to read "Construction pursuant to
256 the amended site development plan shall be permitted for a period of seventy-two 72 months
257 commencing on March 18, 2008 and terminating on March 18, 2014."
258
259 Attorney Appel recommended that with regard to the City's proposed chages, the Council may
260 wish to accept them except for the following:

261
262 -Paragraph A19 should be amended to read `The conditions of the settlement and withdrawal
263 between the Suffers and the City are reflected in a later dated March 12, 2008 from David Cambell,
264 Counsel to the Suffers, to Juan Reyes, Village of Corrales Clerk...."
265 -New paragraph 615, where the word "development" was requested to change to "construction",
266 that change should not be adopted.
267 -Paragraph E should not be amended, but remain as in the orginal.
268
269 Paul Stokes requested in paragraph A21, the word "necessarily" be removed.
270
271 Motion: Move to approve the Findings and Conclusions, and Decision of the Governing Body in

272 the matter of the appeals to the Governing Body of the Village of Corrales from the decision of the
273 Planning and Zoning Commission approving a Site Development Plan and Variance for Casa San
