66 Councilor Fahey asked what was happening with the trail planning contract? The Mayor has

67 reviewed and signed, and it is now on it's way back to RTI. Councilor Fahey also asked if the next

68 steps in the removal of the Cabezon stop signs is just clearing the line of site and then taking the
69 signs down? Administrator Scherzinger added that the utility box also needs to be removed, and
70 there are some signs that have been ordered that need to arrive, but after that, it will be all done.

78 on our water resources and drought in New Mexico was discussed.

81 VII. CORRALEFIOS FORUM: This section is for information purposes only, not for discussion and
82 debate, to inform the Governing Body of an issue or concern that would not be addressed on the
83 agenda during the business session.

86 Gerard Gagliano discussed the Souder Miller and Associates report and the effect of water and
87 drought and what it means to our future. There is a monetary value to water, and water rights
88 need to be asserted.
89

91
91 Scott Kominiak brought up that the focus as been on the collection of water and the treatment of
92 water, but not on the value of water. He asked the Governing Body to provide some clarity for the
93 future direction of the project. There needs to be a clear plan that everybody in the Village
94 understands. The Governing Body still must evaluate the NMED and Souder Miller
95 recommendations before proceeding to a final plan, including the top two treatment alternatives for
96 the commercial area.
97
98 Charles lncessio discussed the districting to begin on May 13. He hopes the process with be an

99 open and public process so that everyone in the Village has the opportunity to review everything in

100 an open forum. He urged the Governing Body to involve the citizens in the process.

104 3. Reports from Boards, Commissions, and Department Head Personnel
105
106 Councilor Clauser asked the Fire Chief about the work with the MRGCD on fire plan in the Bosque.

107 Chief said that one CWPP Community Wildfire Protection Plan is complete and the second is
108 near to being finished, and the final versions will be out for publication. It does include Corrales as



109 an area risk. With the plan in place, the Fire Department will hopefully be able to utilize some
110 grants to help with public education and wildfire education. Councilor Clauser also asked if

111 Councilor Gerhart is working on a habitat plan? Councilor Gerhart stated that it is her
112 understanding that the Bosque Advisory is working on a habitat management plan. Mayor asked
113 Councilor Fahey if the effort should be made a little bit more interdisciplinary with establishment of
114 an Ad Hoc Committee? Councilor Fahey answered that it was discussed at the Bosque Advisory
115 Commission meeting.
116
117 Councilor Fahey asked Chief Martinez why Romero Road was locked? Chief Martinez answered
118 that the Bosque Advisory Commission had voted to advise him and the administration to lock it as
119 there has been an increase in activity at the site. For example, evidence of fires being burned,
120 shelters and swings being constructed, and smoking. It will be locked on a day to day basis based
121 on the fire alerts.

122
123 Mayor Gasteyer asked Chief Martinez to explain what the procedure is when he is asked to aid in
124 other fires, for example, the recent Manzano fires? Chief Martinez stated that the Corrales Fire
125 Department is part of a resource mobilization plan for New Mexico and some of the firefighters are
126 trained in wild land fires. There was some assistance requested in the beginning stages of the
127 Manzano fires, but he made the determination that his department could not go at that time
128 because the Village was at risk.

161 Discussion and consideration of Ordinance 08-004, an ordinance amending Section 34-42 of

162 the Code of Ordinances of the Village of Corrales; amending Ordinance No. 06-05, adopted
163 May 23, 2006, amending Ordinance No.310, adopted February 24, 1998, as amended by



164 Ordinance No. 04-386, adopted July 27, 2004, and amending the Northwest Sector Plan as
165 adopted by Ordinance No. 243 adopted July 28, 1993, as amended by Ordinance No. 06-05,
166 adopted May 23, 2006; providing that the speed limit on Loma Larga Road from Carey Road
167 to Camino Todos los Santos Road shall be thirty 30 miles per hour to take effect upon
168 completion and approval of Phase V of the Loma Larga Road improvement project.
169

170 Mayor Gasteyer reviewed the changes that need to be made to the preamble: the phrase "and

171 amending the Northwest Sector Plan as adopted by Ordinance No. 243 adopted July 28, 1993"

172 should be deleted; and "Todos los Santos Road" shall be changed to "Camino Todos los Santos";

173 and "Carey Road" should be changed to Cabezon Road.

174

175 Also, in the fourth recital, `Todos los Santos Road" should be "Camino Todos los Santos".

185 7. FUTURE AGENDA ITEMS
186 4. Brian Sanderoff will do a first presentation of the preliminary options for districting into six
187 districts on May 13°'
188 + Members of the public will have the opportunity to make suggestions for budget items for
189 next fiscal year, which begins on July 1, 2008. Councilor Gonzales clarified that there is a
190 copy of the budget for members in the public to view in the Village Office.
191 + The second year of the well monitoring activity is completed and there is a general report
192 from Assagai Laboratories;
193 + There will be some new hires for several employment positions in the Village; Building
194 Inspector, Court Clerk, and two Police Officers;
195 4. Someone from the PERA Public Employee Retirement Association staff will brief the
196 Governing Body and explain the implications in making Village employees eligible for their
197 services;
198 + The independent auditors used last year do not wish for an extension, so an RFP might be
199 drafted for a new auditor.
200 4. A possible discussion on a cleanup on the Boards and Commissions section of the
201 Ordinances and whether or not the Village has all the boards and commissions needed in
202 conjunction with the Comprehensive Plan;
203 + A possible continuation discussion on wastewater.

206 8. Discussion and possible consideration of instruction to the Village Attorney regarding
207 preparation of two ordinances as recommended by the Souder, Miller & Associates
208 Wastewater System Peer Review Report, February, 2008 regarding : 1 requiring "the sale
209 or transfer of property with an existing conventional septic tank system in any Village
210 Sector to include replacement with an ATU prior to the new owner taking possession"; and

211 2 not allowing "the installation of a conventional septic tank system for replacement, new
212 construction, or development - an ATU would be required."
213 Mayor Gasteyer read aloud questions for discussion and consideration.
214
215 Greg Foltz is the public policy chair for the Greater Albuquerque Association of Realtors and the
216 Commercial Association of Realtors. The primary concern of the group relates to the affordability
217 for existing residents wishing to sell. If the ATU installation is required upon sale, then it puts a
218 hardship if the market price of the home cannot absorb the cost. Another concern is applying



219 such a requiring for transfer when there is no exchange of funds, such as among family members,
220 which will cause a huge financial hardship.
221

222 Cathy Olson is also from the Greater Albuquerque Association of Realtors. She believes that this
223 issue should be taken into consideration very cautiously.
224

225 Mayor Gasteyer asked if the Association have any kind of guidance in a situation where water
226 quality is a concern as well as the steps that communities take to protect ground water?
227

228 Ms. Olson answered, yes, there are studies being done at the National Association of Realtors,
229 and there is money available for water studies in New Mexico. Every realtor in New Mexico is very
230 concerned about water as well as septic issues. It is a large concern due to the tremendous
231 growth in New Mexico. A buyer's disclosure statement is provided to buyers and sellers regarding
232 care for septics and wells.
233

234 Greg Foltz followed up on Mayor Gasteyer's question by volunteering to check with the National
235 Association and also the Association at the state level, which is an issues and advocacy group.
236

237 Councilor Gerhart stated that NMED has been requiring that septic tanks be inspected and
238 replaced if they are not functioning properly. She asked the realtors what their experience has
239 been with this in Corrales. Are they finding failed systems or are they passing generally?
240

241 Lynn Martinez, a realtor, answered that the State is requiring people to have a permit, and if one
242 can't find it, the septic company will come out and pump the septic and certifies it or not. If one
243 cannot find their septic permit, and the State can't find it either, then paperwork must be filled out
244 along with a survey that determines the lot they need to look at. She explained the $800-$1 000 fee
245 that must be submitted with paperwork, and she also explained the process that one must go
246 through to get their septic certified.
247

248 Village Clerk Juan Reyes reminded all that the complete Souder Miller report is on the Corrales
249 website, along with the audio files from the public meetings Souder Miller held.
250

251 Al Knight stated read a letter from Jack Malrich, the head of the New Mexico Hornebuilder's
252 Association, regarding the cost of ATU's. Mr. Knight gave the letter to the Village Administrator to
253 copy and distribute. It indicated installation costs of $20,000 to $25,000 per unit; suitability primarily
254 for shallow water tables homesites, though not necessarily in uphill locations with deep wells; and
255 yearly maintenance costs and requirements.
256

257 Councilor Fahey clarified Dr. Richard Rose's response when asked if NMED would help the Village
258 in compliance if an ordinance was passed requiring ATU's. Dr. Rose had responded that it was
259 not NMED's requirement, therefore it would not police that, and it would be up to the Village to take
260 care of it. Mayor Gasteyer stated that was his recollection as well, though NMED imposes
261 requirements of its own, such as the 34 acre minimum for septic tank-drainfield systems.
262

263 Al Knight stated that the Village cannot go to ATU's based on manufacturers promises and tests,
264 and a lot of ATU's have failed because people don't know how to use them and/or the companies
265 that put them in have gone out of business.

266

267 Suanne Derr stated the Village really needs to be cautious regarding ATU's.
268
269 Crispin Kinney suggested that the term "ATS" be used and its correct title, Advanced Treatment
270 Systems. In industry practice ATU refers to systems with aeration components. He also stated that
271 regardless of whether the Governing Body decides to pass the Ordinance or not, State regulations
272 will still be in effect. If someone voluntarily puts in an Advanced Treatment Unit, the State does not
273 require any monitoring.
