103 Village Administrator Nora Scherzinger invited Jim Kruger from the Quilt and Wine Fair to
104 discuss his report. Mr. Kruger presented the Village Governing Body and Administration with the

105 first poster for the Quilt and Wine Fair. Mr. Kruger stated that he felt the Fair was successful in

106 many ways, and roughly 1,200 people attended.
107



108 Mayor Gasteyer asked if on reflection, the right time of year was chosen to have the fair? Mr.
109 Kruger answered yes, and survey information from volunteers indicated the time of year was

110 adequate.
111

112 Mayor Gasteyer said that in looking at the profit and loss statements, the Fair seems to have
113 done well. He asked if Mr. Kruger thought the Fair would need financial assistance from the
114 Village for next year's event? Mr. Kruger answered that there was some revenue left from last
115 year that could be used, and he won't know for sure what funds the event will require from the

116 Village until the committee gets further into the planning of it. Mayor asked if there was
117 inventory left that could be used for next year? Mr. Kruger stated that there were quite a bit of
118 wine glasses left.

120 Councilor Clauser asked if the admission price would be reconsidered? Mr. Kruger answered

121 that it would be looked at, but feels that the admission price is on the lower end compared to
122 other wine fairs. Councilor Clauser remarked on the good advertising by word of mouth and
123 drive by's.
124
125 Village Administrator Nora Scherzinger asked Councilor Fahey to add further information
126 regarding the Southern Sandoval County Arroyo and Flood Control Authority. Councilor Fahey
127 stated he and David Stoliker had taken a drive through the Village to look at some problem
128 areas and one of the issues addressed is the west side drainage investigation and management
129 plan, phase 1, that was adopted by SSCAFCA in 1989. David Stoliker wasn't sure that the
130 Village had done everything in the plan. There are areas that need to be addressed and
131 funded, some of which SSCAFCA can do, some of which the Village would have to find funding
132 for.
133
134 Village Administrator Nora Scherzinger referenced the skate park. There has been a change in
135 schedule. The module did not arrive as scheduled but are now scheduled to ship on July 25.
136
137 Village Administrator Nora Scherzinger announced that the building inspector, John Espinoza,
138 resigned, and that there will not be much of a delay in getting a new inspector.

139
140 Councilor Gerhart asked about item C of Administrator Scherzinger's report, the issue of smaller
141 roads and maintenance of private roads. In what type of forum should that be discussed?
142 Village Administrator Nora Scherzinger stated that after talking to Fire Chief Anthony Martinez,
143 she feels that it's a serious concern and thinks it needs to be a Governing Body and Mayor

144 discussion. Mayor Gasteyer suggested it be addressed in the context of a public
145 safety/emergency preparedness work study. Councilor Fahey stated that with the anti-donation
146 restriction, it's a waste of time if the private road owners don't want to agree.
147
148 VII. COUNCILORS FORUM: This section is for information purposes only, not for
149 discussion and debate, to inform the Governing Body of an issue/concern that would
150 not be addressed on the agenda during the business session.

152 Councilor Clauser represented the Village at the Water Resources Board at their July 9, 2008
153 meeting. There was an interesting discussion on water and wastewater and a master plan in
154 Valencia County. They thought they had a solution and Councilor Clauser thought it was an

155 interesting model. Also presented at the Board meeting was the Middle Rio Grande Watershed

156 Restoration action strategy.
157
158 Mayor Gasteyer stated that he sits on the Rio Metro Transit Board, the governing entity for the
159 Rail Runner. At the last meeting, it was agreed to ask each County Commission in the transit
160 district for a ballot question in November for a 1/8 % gross receipts increase to be used for the
161 Rail Runner and mass transit.

168 Bob Borman stated that he attended the Planning and Zoning Commission meeting last week,
169 which included discussion about the current design of the skate park. For the first time, the
170 public got to see the plans, and he saw two serious deficiencies: lack of buffering for residents,
171 and drainage. There are no ponds for run-off. There was no written review provided by the
172 Village Engineer. He asked if something could be done now that it's already started
173 construction? He feels that in terms of maintenance, it could be a serious tax burden.

181 Division may have done so. Councilor Clauser asked if there is a way that new houses could be
182 reported and a homebuildirig database recorded since it's not included on the P&Z reports?

199 7. Discussion and consideration of Ordinance No. 08-006, an ordinance requiring
200 that Advanced Treatment Units be provided for treatment of liquid waste from new
201 building construction in designated areas of the Village of Corrales; defining the areas in
202 which such advanced treatment units shall be required; setting standards for advanced
203 treatment units; providing that no site development plan or building permit for new
204 building construction shall be issued without provision for the required advanced
205 treatment units; providing that no certificate of occupancy shall be issued unless such
206 advanced treatment unit is installed and operational; requiring regular monitoring and
207 reporting for advanced treatment units; providing a penalty for violation.

209 Mayor Gasteyer stated that a letter from Jennifer Ickes of NMED, District Manager, Liquid
210 Waste Division I, was received and distributed. The letter contained suggested changes in the
211 Ordinance under consideration as well as a summary of what NMED does and does not do.

213 Carlos Romero, Director of Environmental Health Division with the Environment Department,
214 introduced himself and other staff present.
