16 I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
17 Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order at 7:05 pm and led the Pledge of Allegiance

21 Mayor Gasteyer stated that with regard to item number 15, the caption should read "Discussion
22 and Consideration to approve Resolution 08-044, a resolution to authorize disbursement of $1,000

23 to the Corrales Grower's Market as requested by the Lodger's Tax Board for the purpose of
24 advertising.

46 Village Attorney John Appel answered that the easiest thing to do would be to combine the two

47 sets of minutes as one.

49 July 31, 2008 Colara Development Appeal Hearing

51 Councilor Gerhart stated that on line 183, the words "vacate existing legal access" should be
52 changed to "landlock" and the whole rest of the sentence should be replaced with "landlock tract
53 B". There also was another motion between the first and third motions, which was that Councilor
54 Fahey moved to uphold the Planning and Zoning decision, but it didn't get a second.

62 IV. ANNOUNCEMENTS

63 - At the Mid-Region Council of Government's award banquet, several local residents were

64 acknowledged and received awards. These residents included Commissioner Donnie
65 Leonard, County Manager Debbie Hays, and Executive Director Mark Sanchez of the
66 Albuquerque Bernalillo County Water Utility Authority;

67 - Mayor Gasteyer thanked Village Administrator Nora Scherzinger and Pauline Eisenstadt for
68 their work on the Candidates Forum;

69 - On Friday, August 15, the New Mexico Horse Council Group will make a presentation.
70 They are interested in having an event at La Entrada Park. They didn't have an opportunity to
71 present their program to the Parks and Rec Commission, and as a result, Mayor Gasteyer
72 gave them an opportunity to present their request to the Village Council at 9:00;
73 - On Friday, August 15, at 9:30, there will be a work study with the Farmland Preservation

74 Commission, which involves real estate negotiations, so it will be a closed *session as
75 permitted by the Open Meetings Act;
76 - Election Day is August 19. 2008. Polls are open from 7:00 am - 7:00 pm. District 2 will
77 vote at the Main Fire Station, and District 4 will vote at the Rec Center;
78 - On Thursday, August 21, John Appel and Village Administrator will give a briefing to the
79 newly elected Councilors. The official swearing in of the new officials will also take place at
80 this time;
81 - A ceremonial swearing in of the newly elected Councilors will take place on Tuesday,
82 August 26 at 6:30 pm
83 - On Friday, August 29 at 9:30 am, there will be a Work Study with NMED Environmental
84 Health Division and other NMED officials. This Work Study will be open to the public, but
85 public participation will not be invited into the discussions;
86 - Monday, September 1 is Labor Day and the Village Offices will be closed;
87 - September 6, 2008 is the Starry Night annual fundraiser for MainStreet;
88 - On September 11, 2008, the consultant working on trails planning would like to have a
89 public meeting, possibly at the Old Church, but there has not been any confirmation;
90 - On October 2, 2008, the Souder Miller people are required to conduct a Public Meeting on

91 wastewater. This is only the targeted date and has not been confirmed;
92 - On October 4, 2008, the Recycling Coordinator will have an expanded recycling day at the
93 center from 8:00 am - 2:00 pm. The Recycling Center will accept items not usually accepted,
94 such as mattresses, old tools, metals, yard waste, tree and shrub cuttings under 4 inches in
95 diameter, appliances, tires with rims, and car batteries. Paints, thinners and household
96 chemicals will not be accepted;
97 - There will be a meeting on September 22 at 9:00 am between SSCAFCA's David Stoliker
98 and Clint Dodge, the Mayor, Councilor Fahey and Village Engineer Steve Grollman;
99 - On September 4, 2005, there will be a neighborhood meeting to discuss drainage on
100 Serano Road;
101 - Several Corrales MainStreet members, the organization, and the Village government
102 received awards at a New Mexico MainStreet event in Raton.

109 3. Village Administrators Report

111 Village Administrator Nora Scherzinger added to her report that there were some setbacks at the

112 skate park, but a representative from Spohn Ranch will come out to meet with her, the Mayor, John
113 Appel, Steve Grollman, and Lynn Siverts.

114
115 Mayor Gasteyer asked Administrator Scherzinger to discuss the co-op agreement monies and
116 asked when monies can be allocated to projects concerning road maintenance? Administrator
117 Scherzinger answered that the projects can't get started until after July 1, so this year the Village is

118 doing the 2008 allocation, and it has to be completed by December of 2008. Mayor Gasteyer
119 added that this year, we have $90,000 of the State's money, but we have to put up another
120 $22,000. Administrator Scherzinger said that the reason we got $140,000 for the 2009 allocation
121 just announced, an additional $50,000, is because the Mayor protested the cutback when
122 announced a year ago. She also said that the actual co-op agreement says that there are two
123 projects. She spoke to Rick Garza and he said not to worry about it because things change.
124 Mayor Gasteyer stated that a year from now, we'll have $90,000 to address residential roads.
125 Councilor Gonzales clarified that the $22,000 match is for this year.
126
127 Councilor Gonzales asked about the compilation of data of businesses and home occupations by
128 the Clerk's office? Administrator Scherzinger answered that there might be a letter sent out to

129 people running home base businesses that don't have the proper licensing letting them know that
130 the Village is aware.
131
132 Councilor Clauser asked if this business database is what MainStreet needs for their business
133 directory?
134

135 Village Administrator answered that for the first time this year, all the business database was
136 entered into MIP, which is accounting software. MainStreet has asked for information that is not
137 included in MIP. MainStreet was provided with all the hardcopies of the business information for
138 their directory. Village Clerk Juan Reyes added that there were some complications because not
139 everyone with a business license wishes to be included on the website or in the directory.
140
141 Councilor Gerhart stated that the MainStreet business directory is largely finished and is just
142 waiting to be printed. Councilor Gonzales explained why people might not want to be listed in the
143 business directory.
144
145 VII. COUNCILORS FORUM: This section is for information purposes only, not for discussion and
146 debate, to inform the Governing Body of an issue! concern that would not be addressed on the
147 agenda during the business session.

149 Councilor Fahey stated that during this campaign, comments have been made relating to water
150 credits and water banks that are very confusing. Councilor Fahey called the Office of the State
151 Engineer and spoke with Vincent Chavez and Jess Ward in Albuquerque, and they both are totally

152 unfamiliar with the term "water credits". They thought he was talking about return flow credits,
153 which in order to obtain, one must have water rights and a permit. One would have to demonstrate
154 how they would make the river whole to get return flow credits. Therefore, all flows of water, in and
155 out, would have to be metered and documented. There is no banking of return flow credits for
156 future use and there was no water bank in the State of New Mexico where you can put water for
157 future use. The MRGCD does have a water bank that was formed in 1995, and the water bank for
158 the MRGCD uses urbanized, formerly irrigated rural parcels that the District has the right to irrigate.
159 It matches parcels that have been abandoned or no longer irrigated with rural parcels that are in
160 need of irrigation. So the water is leased. It is not banked. In the State of New Mexico, there is no
161 water bank where you can put water aside for future use.
162

163 Councilor Clauser stated she has received calls from people that live on upper Meadowlark Lane.
164 They are concerned about the amount of litter they get and they questioned whether or not the



165 Village has signs that could be put up. She stated that she has been monitoring the area, and has
166 found that there are about 12 families that spend a lot of time picking up the trash. They would like
167 some relief with signs that forbid littering and perhaps some kind of Village arrangement.
168 Councilor Fahey stated that there are volunteers that pick up trash on Corrales Road. Councilor
169 Clauser believes that the upper Meadowlark area has considerably more trash.
170
171 Councilor Gerhart stated that she attended a board meeting at the MRGCD on July 28. She
172 reported that regarding the Ditches with Trails Program, MRGCD is not going to continue that
173 program. They didn't want to accept the recommendations in the report, but they do want to
174 partner with communities on using trails on the ditches and want applications from the community
175 to come directly to the Board for partnering on any sort of trails planning using the ditch banks.
176
177 Councilor Gonzales discussed nuisance laws. She was approached by a couple who have been
178 bothered by an incessantly barking dog and is now pursuing the mailer in court. The nuisance law
179 does not just have to do with pellets and old cars, but the peace and well being of citizens being
180 disturbed. Councilor Gonzales stated that the couple appreciates the work that the Chief of Police
181 and Animal Control has done to help them get into Court to bring it before the Judge, but they are
182 very saddened that they have had to be put into that position to bring legal action against their
183 neighbors.

184
185 Police Chief Vigil stated that he his officers had gotten a call about barking dogs. After police
186 asked the homeowner to calm her dogs down, she called the Chief and said that it is not the job of
187 the Police Department and that Village policy needs to be changed so that callers complaining of
188 nuisance barking can be told that the Village is "country" and they must "learn to live with it". Chief
189 Vigil assured everyone that his officers will respond to nuisance barking dog calls.
190
191 Councilor Gerhart reminded all that school is open again. She requested from all that drivers be
192 aware of the kids walking and also the construction that is going on at the school. Police Chief
193 Vigil stated that he will have three officers in the area.
194
195

201 Kathryn Mulqueen asked what she needs to do raise the speed limit on her street, Camino de Ia
202 Tierra, from 15 mph to 25 mph. Mayor Gasteyer answered that usually there is no response from
203 the Governing Body during the Corralenos forum, but asked for her phone number and stated he
204 would call or email her in the morning.
205
206 Bob Borman stated that with regard to the swearing in of the new Councilors, the Village should
207 take another look at the five day statutory requirement which should not include weekends;
208 therefore, the swearing in could take place on August 26. He also stated that there are items
209 under new business not available for public comment, particularly, item 13, the approval of the pay
210 schedule. He urged the Council to look at the Planning and Zoning Department positions carefully.
211 He also commented on item 14, and feels that it's a serious impact on the budget. Regarding
212 items 17 and 18, there is a possibility there are some typographical errors. He feels that he should
213 be granted an opportunity to speak about items 13, 14, 17 and 18 and asked the Governing Body
214 to recognize him when the time comes.

260 Bob Borman stated that he sent an email to the Governing Body and Village Attorney with

261 proposed language, as he feels that the language in Section 2-57 is inconsistent with the language

262 in 2-59. He urged the Governing Body to incorporate his proposed changes.

267 Motion: Move to amend lines 59-66 to: "Each member of the Governing Body shall be a qualified

270 elected or appointed during his or her term of office, he or she shall be deemed to have vacated
271 his or her office upon the adoption by the Governing Body a resolution declaring such a vacancy to
272 exist"., Action: Amend, Moved by Councilor Fahey, Seconded by Councilor Gerhart.
