Administrator Scherzinger gave the floor to Planning and Zoning Administrator Cyndie

Tidwell, who introduced the new Building Inspector, Chris Sisneros.

Mayor Gasteyer thanked Administrator Scherzinger and Village Attorney John Appel for
meeting with PERA to discuss PERA retirees on staff at the time of affiliation and their
exemption from membership, thus saving the Village $20,000 in employer contributions

incorrectly bilied.

She stated that
there should be a new site development plan in place for before buffers of any size are

removed.

9. Presentation by UNM officials on plans for the Sandoval County Regional
Medical Center in Rio Rancho and consideration of Resolution No. 08-046, in

support of a ballot question on November 4th assessing a mil levy for the project.

Anthony Masciotra, a representative from the University of New Mexico Medical Group,

presented a power point presentation (attached).
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Mayor Gasteyer asked if the tax levy proposed was the same as the existing one in
Bernalillo County? Mr. Masciotra, answered it is a different mil levy than that in Bernalillo
County and also stated that, a Texas for-profit corporation Legacy will put in 80% and
UNM Medical (a non-profit) will be putting in 20% of the investment. The 4.25 mils for
Sandoval County taxpayers would add approximately $140 per year per $100,000

assessed valuation to property tax bills.

Councilor Fahey asked what part the planned Presbyterian Hospital plays in this? Mr.

Masciotra answered that the mil-levy will support both hospitals.

Councilor Gagliano asked why State funds wouldn’t be requested? By not asking the
State for money, what position does that put Sandoval County in for the operation of the
hospital? Mr. Masciotra stated that monies come from physician-related services.

Because the partnership portion is taxable, funding cannot be received from the State.

Councilor Gagliano asked about the costs that come from the County? Mr. Masciotra
stated that there are State funds that support the UNM facility, and there will funds from

Sandoval County.

Councilor Fahey asked if there is a need for that many beds? Mr. Mascitora answered
that demographically, yes, he believes there is the need; with anticipated population

growth.

Councilor Gonzales asked if there would be educational and nutritional service or the

wwellness program included?
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Mr. Masciotra stated that Legacy is supportive of community/educational services, but

those services haven't been defined.

Councilor Alsobrock asked about the site selection?

Mr. Masciotra answered that the university owns land in that area and will allocate 60

acres.

Councilor Gagliano asked about the bond which will benefit both Presbyterian and UNM
and asked if Presbyterian has the same goal as UNM? Mr. Masciotra said he can’t
speak for Presbyterian but he knows they have expressed an interest to UNM to have

teaching programs.

Councilor Fahey stated that Pres is already building a hospital, so why are they on the
mil ievy? Kim Hedrick from UNM stated that they invited all the hospitals in the
community to share the mil levy. Mr. Masciotra stated that this mil levy focuses more on
operations and maintenance, not just the uninsured or underinsured like the Bernalillo

County mil levy.

Councilor Gerhard asked who oversees the funds? Mr. Masciotra answered that its

Sandoval County Commission.

Nandini Kvehn, a Corrales resident an former hospital administrator believes there
needs to be more clarification and expressed concern with the for-profit status of LLegacy

and expressed concern that UNM chose not to build a hospital with State funds.
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No motion was offered on the proposed resolution and no action was taken.

Councilor Fahey asked if this could be brought up again in order to give the Governing
Body time to do more research? He was concerned that two hospitals were to be

funded.

Councilor Gagliano stated that there needs to be a more cohesive understanding of

what role the two facilities play in the sharing of the money why a UNM facility shouid

not be funded by the State and the appropriations that fund the University.

Councilor Clauser agreed there is the lack of beds in hospitals in Albuguerque.

10. Discussion and approval of a contract with Corrales MainStreet, Inc. for

2008-09, including deliverables.

Jim Kruger, President of Corrales MainStreet, inc., explained the deliverables of the

contract and reminded ali that ast year, the Governing Body entered into a

Memorandum of Agreement to support Corrales MainStreet.

Bob Borman asked how the postage is paid for the MainStreet News?

Dick Foote answered that the Village's permit is used to disburse the newspaper, but

MainStreet pays for postage.

Administrator Scherzinger answered that that MainStreet has been granted permission

to use the permit, and then MainStreet pays for the postage.
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Councilor Gerhart asked about the Village’s portion of conference costs? She also said
she wasn't clear on the deliverables as they are written, such as the following funds for
the BBER and DPAC projects of last year, and asked about the priorities of MainStreet?

She said she would like the deliverables to be worked on a little more.

Jim Covell, Executive Director, stated that MainStreet is a three faceted program:

tourism, entrepreneurship in the Village, and getting Corralefios to shop in the Village.

Councilor Gerhart observed that more emphasis on shopping locally would be welcome.

Councilor Alscbrook stated that he doesn't see a scope of work that he can use to

measure at the end of the contract to determine if the deliverables were met or not.

Councilor Clauser asked for more information about the MainStreet website. Jim Covell

answered that the website is useful for tourism.

Councilor Gonzales asked how people go about getting information on the website
corrected? Mr. Kruger answered that anyone on the MainStreet board can be

contacted.

Mayor Gasteyer stated that the figures in the “Advertising” paragraph of the deliverables

don’t add up.
