101 Village Administrator Nora Scherzinger stated that Jerry May and Susan Hunter of

102 Souder Miller, working on the beginning of the design for the business core collector

103 sewer, were in the Village trying to spot different connector sights and had a map on

104 which they have located the electrical, telephone and gas lines.

105

106 Mayor Gasteyer added that under our contract there is supposed to be a preliminary

107 design scoping meeting with NMED, the Construction Programs Bureau and Souder,



108 Miller. A work study scheduled originally for November 7 was reset for November 14 at

109 9:00 a.m. It was agreed that the subject that morning would be wastewater issues

110 generally and only members of the Governing Body would participate. Then at 7p.m. on

111 Tuesday, November 18, Dr. Richard Rose of NMED and Jerry May of Souder Miller

112 would be invited to join the Council for the scopirig meeting.

114 Councilor Clauser stated that she would like a report from Administrator Scherzinger as

115 soon as she hears from the engineers from Rio Rancho, regarding the Access A and B

116 subjects.

203 Attorney Appel agreed that the map should be attached, and has discussed the matter

204 with the Planning and Zoning Administrator, who stated that she will not have any

205 difficulty making the necessary zone map amendments. The plat that the Mayor

206 presented and that will be attached as the exhibit to the Ordinance is the summary plat

207 of lot line adjustment, lands of Rudy L. Perea, comprising tract 14 A-i MRGCD property

232 Bob Borman expressed concern with the abundance of storm water and lack of drainage

233 on the property and said it is a public safety issue. He urged against the passing of the

234 zone change because of lack of information on the safety issue.
