Corrales Fire Department

Status Report

November 2008

* Chief Martinez meet with Roadrunner waste, in reference to having waste

receptacles installed at Alameda, Cabazon, Andrews and Romero gates. Road

Runner will be placing receptacles at these locations and picking up the trash.

Previously Bosque Commissioners had to pick up the trash and take it to a

dumpster to be disposed. There will be no charge for this service.

* Chief Martinez also worked with Roadrunner waste to have a portable toilet on a

trailer left at the Corrales Road Station. This toilet will be used by the fire

department on extended emergency scenes to provide a rest room for fire

department personnel and others. The toilet can also be use for police extended

emergency scenes and for events such as the fire wood pickup. There will be no

cost for this service.

* Corrales Fire will be participating in the Annual Night with St. Nick and Main

Street Starlight parade. The Fire department will have a bon-fire weather

permitting.

* Conducted a Fire station tour for a Preschool group from Albuquerque on

November 10

* Chief Martinez is chairman of a subcommittee working of increase efficiency of

the dispatch center.

* The Loma Larga tank is completed; the electrical work is almost complete. The

paint is dry and the tank is ready to be sterilized.

* The water tank at the Corrales Road station has been painted and the paint is

curing.

* The Fire department is starting to work on the Holiday food and present drive.

C.H.A.M.P, Concerned Citizens for Corrales, and Kiwanis Club are helping with

food donations this year. Their help is greatly appreciated. All the food and

monetary donations will be used for the local holiday food drive.

* Corrales Elementary and local Boy Scouts will be continuing their tradition of

helping with the food drive.

* The first of two EMS refreshers being taught at the fire station has started. Both

of the courses will be completed by the middle of December.

* The Fire Department helped with fire wood pick up in the Bosque. A second pick

up is scheduled for December 13, 2008

* The Elementary schools fire pumps are operational.
