6. THIRD READING: Discussion of Ordinance 08-01 6, an ordinance providing for the rezoning
from A-i Agricultural and Rural Residential Zone, and C, Neighborhood Commercial Zone,
to M, Municipal, Public and Quasipublic Zone, of three parcels of land located at and

b. Consideration of Resolution 08-057, a Resolution to seek an agreement with the
Albuquerque Bernalillo County Water Utility Authority for the treatment of
wastewater collected by the Village of Corrales

c. Consideration of Resolution 08-058, a Resolution to expand the design for a
wastewater collection system to include previously identified high risk areas

d. Consideration of Resolution 08-059, a Resolution to approve the creation of a
"Corrales Water Quality and Sanitation District' under the supervision of the
Village Administrator responsible for planning, development, and operation of
village-wide strategies and infrastructure relating to wastewater management
using existing funds to perform the necessary remediation of infrastructure prior
to implementation of a septic tank effluent pumping step project; approving the
plan document entitled "plan for a Corrales water quality and sanitation district'
as submitted as the guidelines for the establishment of said district; and
establishing the process for the development and approval by the council of the
Corrales water quality and management plan

e. Consideration of any motions that may be presented in connection with
wastewater management, pursuant to the foregoing discussion, possibly
including but not necessarily limited to the following:

Motion to continue planning and design for a collector wastewater
line for the business core of the Village.

ii. Motion to pursue a water quality management district in the Village.

Hi. Motion for the Village to seek to become a wholesale customer of the
Albuquerque Bernalillo County Water Utility Authority when
connecting a collector wastewater line.

iv. Motion to amend the ongoing design of a collector wastewater line

along Corrales Road to accommodate future collection from one or
more adjacent residential neighborhoods.

57 Mayor Gasteyer recognized Sarah Cobb for her service to the community and stated that the accomplished

58 the Skate Park objective as a long-time member of the Parks and Rec Commission. He presented her with a

59 momenta of thanks and appreciation.

62 Mayor Gasteyer announced the following:

63

64 - New Mexico Magazine has an article about visiting Corrales and a page promoting

65 several shops and restaurants;

66 - There has been wide spread participation in the food drive the Fire Department organizes

67 and there has been a lot of work put into it;

68 - The Village offices will be closed on Thursday for Thanksgiving and the Friday after;

69 - Friday, Saturday and Sunday will be the Holiday Arts Show by the Corrales Society of

70 Artists;

71 - December 6 and 7 is the 20th Annual Fine Crafts Show at the Old Church put on by the

72 Visual Arts Council;

73 - On December 4 is a luncheon for the Governing Body with the new group of state

74 legislators in the Community Center;

75 - On Saturday, December 6 is MainStreefs Stadight Parade;

76 - On Sunday, December 7, the Library staff, board, and volunteers will hold an annual

77 party at Dick and Ginger Foote's house;

78 - On Tuesday, December 9 is the next meeting of the Governing Body and the agenda will

79 include a vote on the wastewater collector line project.

80 - The next regular Council meeting after that will not be until January 7, 2009;

81 - There is a free firewood day on Saturday, December13 at 9:00 am under the supervision

82 of the Bosque Commission and the Fire Department;

83 - The New Mexico Legislature will convene on January 20, 2008. Mayor Gasteyer

84 suggested a wosicstudy with the Governing Body in eady January to discuss what could

85 be accomplished in the Legislature.

86 - There was a malfunction at Rio Ranchos Wastewater Plant #2 which included some

87 wastewater getting down into Los Montoyas Arroyo on November15 or 16; there was also

88 a second spill. Both spills have been investigated by NMED and the federal EPA;

89 - There will be a list circulated to the Governing Body of the names for the Village's

90 seasonal greetings cards, and, as desired, Councilors are invited to request cards for

91 additional distribution;

92 - There will be a winters Growers' Mari<et on December 7 from 10-1.

96 2. Petition from the residents of Mountain Shadow Road objecting to alleged business use of

97 residential property in noncompliance with the zoning ordinance.

99 Mayor Gasteyer explained that there is a warehouse on the property that is housing air conditioners, etc,

100 and the residents of Mountain Shadow Road are concerned about the business activity in their residential



101 area. The Planning and Zoning Department is working to find out who the owners are, and the Clerks office

102 has confirmed that there is no Business License for the property.

104 Attorney Appel advised against discussion on the petition because it could affect property ghts and the

105 owner was not present. He suggested that the Governing Body only accept the petition.

118 Councilor Clauser stated that she met with Councilor Steve Shaw from Rio Rancho about Access A and she

119 will continue to meet with him to discuss the plan for that intersection. He was not interested in having traffic

120 come from the Industrial Loop in Rio Rancho to the south side of Don Julio Road in Corrales.

122 Mayor Gasteyer stated that the presentation to the legislators about Access A may need to be fine tuned

123 because the money has never been put under contract other than the work done by Steve Groliman, and

124 they'll want to know how far along the Village is. Counciior C1auser stated that impact fees also contribute

125 to the funding.

141 Road Runner Waste Service for donating its containers and collection services.

143 Mayor Gasteyer asked Chief Martinez about his work in removing the squatters in the Bosque. Chief

144 Martinez explained that there were squatters found in the Bosque recently and he, members of the Bosque

145 Commission and department volunteers dismanfled a few squatters camps and also removed jetty-jack

146 cables. He stated that there will be a close watch to ensure that squatters will not make residence in the

147 Bosque. He requested that citizens of the Village who see anything to report to the Fire Department.

149 Mayor Gasteyer commented on the Library report and the College Night that the Library held recenfly.

151 Councilor Gagliano asked Planning and Zoning Administrator Cyndie Tidwell if there was a problem

152 producing the side by side data for previous years and this year? PZA Tidwell stated that was an

153 oversight and she will provide the data to the Council.

182 Patdcia Nickerson stated that she is in possession of a signed survey and plat summary and submitted

183 them to the Deputy Clerk.

185 Bob Borman expressed concem that Exhibit A was not included in the packet, and also the record before

186 the Planning and Zoning Commission recommendation was not provided to the Council for review. He also

187 stated there are some deficiencies in the application for the zone change.

194 - Farmland Preservation ordinance for publish and post. Councilor Gonzales indicated that

195 this may not be ready until the first meeting in January;

196 - Third reading of Ordinance 08-016;

197 - Discussion and vote on wastewater collection line in the business core and other motions

198 regarding wastewater in the Village; the Mayor suggested that Councilors prepare their

199 motions in time for the packet production and said they were invited to consult with the

200 Village Attorney as needed for drafting assistance;

205 9. DIscussion of solid waste services for the Village of Corrales and review of a Request for

206 Proposal for franchiser to provide those services after May 1,2009.

207

208 Councilor Gonzales asked about item number 10 of the RFP and stated that ifs very vague. Mayor

209 Gasteyer stated that it's deliberately open-ended because the Village is not aware of what companies can or

210 are willing to do. Village Attorney John Appel added that the intent was to find out what opUons are

211 available. Councilor Fahey stated this could be an opportunity for companies to come up with a menu of

212 services and to explain what is possible for them to do. Councilor Gonzales stated that she would ftc to

213 see more effort put into recycling. She wants to see the Village support the existing Recycling Center more

214 and feels that people in the Village hke the solid waster collection services that they currenfly have.

215

216 Lee Dante of Road Runner Waste asked to speak on this topic, but Attorney Appel stated that if Mr. Dante is

217 planning on speaking about the REP and also responding to the RFP, then it would not be appropriate.

218

219 Councilor Gaghano stated that the REP seems to be an unintended consequence of a conversation about
220 expanding recycling. Councilor Fahey stated that his understanding is that the current contract would

221 continue unless a decision was made by December31 and that the REP came about because there were

222 quesUons about pick-up frequency and recycling, and that there was an understanding that those questions

223 could only be answered by an RFP. The scope of services cannot just be changed in a contract and if they

224 are, then the legal thing to do is to go through the REP process.

225

226 Councilor Clauser agreed that Roadrunner is doing a good lob.
227

228 Councilor Gonzales stated that the Village is trying to fix something that is not broken. The Recycling Center

229 is performing well and she would like to see more effort put into educating the public about what's already

230 going on.

231

232 Attorney Appel stated that if the Governing Body decides that they don't want to proceed with the RFP, then

233 the current contract can be renewed. Mayor Gasteyer reminded all that he had sent a letter to Roadrunner

234 Waste Service notifying them that there would be a Request for Proposals.

235

236 Discussion ensued about whether or not to continue with the REP and what opflons the Village has to

237 promote recycling in Corrales.

238

239 Attorney Appel asked Mr. Dante whether if the letter the Mayor had sent was withdrawn, Roadrunner would

240 continue services under the present contract?

241

242 Mr. Dante answered yes, and stated that the rates will stay firm through the end of 2009.

243

244 Councilor Gonzales requested that a decision item be place on the December 9, 2008 agenda.

247 10. Discussion and consideration of Resolution 08-056 to raise the speed limit on Camino de Ia

248 Tierra to 25 miles per hour and authotize replacement of associated signage.

249

250 Marie Schaefer objected to raising the speed limit on Camino de Ia Tierra. She stated that raising the speed

251 limit would not give her the opportunity to walk on the road, and there are often children on the road playing
