“very helpful in helping the Committee work through this. He said that the Ordinance would designate the

Commitige as a Comm:ssnon and, gaing through the Ordinances that set up the other commissions, he
came acrss a provision goveming the. Library Board entitled ‘Rules” which says the Board “may adopt, and
from time ta time amend, rules and procedures for its operation”. He thought that should also be applicable
to the Farmlanq_(:omms_ssnon He proposed that in Section 15 {3)b, regarding the financial interest of
Commissioners, ratherthan wording it as a disqualification from serving, he thought it would be better to
word it to prevent people voting or deliberating on things they might have a financial interest in. He
questioned the need for Section 15-6 (c), Meetings, which talks at iength about recommendations. Mr.
Kirkby also stated that Section 15-7 (d), which talks about management of Village farmlands, there should
be language inserted similar to that appearing in 15-7 (c) (3) where it talks about creating “educational
strategies”, etc. In Section 15-7 (d) (3}, a technical correction should be made to add the words “as
members of the selection committee’(since the Village Administrator and Clerk participate in the
procurement selection committees).

Councilor Gonzales stated that the other subject discussed in the mast recent meeting of the current
Farmiand Committee was to add an Section 15-7 (d} (5}, calling for development of a yearly Management
Plan for Village owned farmland property.
