87 findings from th audit for fiscal year .2007-08: expenditures that exceeded what was budgeted and spending for

88 items listed in the BARS Budget Adjustment Resolution prior to approval by the Department of Finance Mayor

89 Gasteyer commented on the BARs issue by stating that each department head needs to keep track of their budgeted

90 amounts and request adjustments in a timely way Ms Gordon stated that it had come to her attention that the

91 Department of Finance and Administration was telling their municipalities that as of June 30 they would have 30

92 days to get all adjustment requests in and finalize their budgets which conflicted with what Patillo and Browns audit

93 purpose. Mayor Gasteyer asked Ms. Gordon about the State Auditor's requirement that a Certified Public

94 Accountant make the GAAP entries. Ms. Gordon stated that the requirement is still in place, but the Village fulfilled

95 that requirement by hiring Azadeh Mehrnoosh as a contractor to make those entries.
