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Mayor Gasteyer stated that by his notes, there were several areas of the Ordinance as presented for Third Reading that
might invited amendments: density; minimum acreage; the age recited in the definition and separate definitions for

assisted living.

Bob Borman opposed adoption of Ordinance 09-003, He stated that it is not an appropriate legislative process. He
stated that this process needs to be something that the Village can live with over the long time. It's not currently listed as
a use by review, which would be a more appropriate ordinance. He also expressed concern with the density, which he
believes to be out of line with the rest of the Village. He thinks the changes to M-zone that would aitow the grouping to

permissive uses by review could be salvageable. There are 'twe |tems that are mlssmg NMED septic and Office of State

Engineer well. That needs to be reinserted because th part of the reqmrements. He urged the Goveming Body to

deny the approval of Ordinance 09-003.

Paul Chavez stated that n‘ fhe Ordmance is approved it w&H forever |mpact the V‘Tfage, especially commercially. He
stated that the contrary to Davfd Dronet’s statements, the water will be Impacted greatly, as well as the sewer, septic,

and espec;aily tha trafﬁc

David Drcmet stated that aﬁef severat duscussrons and two work studles the M zone still is the best way to move forward.

He stated ﬂwat Ordmance 09- 003 addresses good senior living care, which is a concemn for many people.

It changes the Village in a way that can't be
unchanged. In the Comprehensive Plan Survey, nobody in the Village asked to see a high density senior living facility.
She also said that many seniors in the Village would be unable to afford this facility anyway. Overall, scale is a big
concem for her. Fagilties such as the one proposed are often found in urban settings, and in a small Village like

Corrales, the one proposed has too much density. She expressed concern with water consumption, and traffic impact.

Councilor Gagliano stated that tonight's request is more about the zoning-matﬁ'{water and traffic, which can be dealt by

the Planning and Zoning Commission.

Councilor Gerhart stated that she looked at the floating zo Jn Madise;f'-ConnectiElm What is being proposed gives the

Village more control because of the required Specnai Permh.
