DEPT. ACTIVITIES. This listing of department activity reflects the work of the
Administrator, the Assistant, and the Building Inspector. The items reported are
intended to provide a summary of the usual tasks undertaken in the daily routine
conduct of business in the department. Staff will further refine the reporting format
in future months to better indicate the number of walk-in visitors, telephone calls,
meetings, and email communication.

OFFICE ACTIVITY:
PZA CALLS Total—66
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PZA EMAIL REC’D. Total—approximately 229. Note: some may be internal
office communication.

PZAA CALLS Total--80
PZAA EMAIL RED’D. Total--25

CODE ENFORCEMENT. The general area of the enforcement action is shown.
There are complaints received almost daily, some of which are resolved just by clearing
up the regulations and understanding of what is permitted. We refine documentation of
all calls and the nature of the complaints as we record and track cases. Many of the
complaint calls are by nature private disputes; we do not involve the Village in these
types of conflicts.

Planning and Zoning Administrator

1. Two cases involving “race tracks” constructed on residential properties have
involved staff in sending letters delincating noise and dust nuisance violations,
as well as illegal use of land notices. Neighbors have complained in both
situations, stating the noise is intolerable (it goes on for hours) and the dust is
aggravating health conditions. UPDATE 2: Both situations have abated. One
case has been cited into court; hearing is scheduled for May. Staff is alert for
new infractions. The Village Attorey is revising the nuisance ordinance for
consideration by the governing body to reflect this new type of neighborhood
problem.

2. Lighting in residential and commercial zones is an on-going problen.
Business owners have been advised to shield light fixtures appropriately.
Staff has been discussing situations (2) in the northwest area of the Village
and one (1) in the south end. UPDATE: Neighbors have agreed to discuss the
1ssues and seek an amicable solution to the situations. Staff will follow up to
ensure mitigation (shielding) has taken place. A non-residential development
has been asked to shield wallpack fixtures per complaints from neighbors.

3. Report of accumulation of solid waste and grading without a permit was
received by staff. Photographs have been provided by neighbors; staff has
contacted property owner and advised that clean up is required immediately.
UPDATE: Neighbors brought this matter to the attention of the governing
body; staff has communicated with the property owner and with the person
who is bringing all the solid waste to the property. UPDATE 2: There has
been some clean up activity, and removal of a couple of vehicles. The person
using the property has been advised that the time period allowed for
completion of the required remediation is coming to an end; continued failure
shall result in a citation into municipal court,

4. Report of “gray or black” water being discharged into open field was
received. Staff contacted NMED to initiate investigation. UPDATE 2: Staff
has not received information back from NMED on this matter. Photographs
were emailed to NMED staff; follow up will take place to ensure the situation
was addressed.
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5. Complaints about semi-trailer rigs coming to residential properties, for repair
and/or parking have been received. Staff will be generating street-by-street
listings of home occupation permits to validate whether or not a permit exists
for such use of the premises, or if the activity is non-permitted. Appropriate
action will be taken.

Spoke with tenants that are operating business and informed them they were
in violation and what applications, permits, and deadlines they needed to meet
in order to come into compliance. Spoke with property owner, out of state,
and informed him of the complaint and asked for help in controlling the
situation. He was more that willing to assist and help his tenants comply.
UPDATE: No more complaints have been filed and business is no longer in
operation at the residence on Camino de la Tierra.

7. Report of a Camper trailer that is blocking the sight for traffic on W. Ella. A
neighbor claims that is has been parked for 9 days in the public ROW. Sent an
officer out to see if traffic was being obstructed. He advised that there was no
trailer on any part of W. Ella in the public ROW. Received several more
complammts. UPDATE: Regular visits by police and staff, trailer has not
returned.

WALK INS-PZAA. Met with several walk-in’s requesting general information (Bus.
Reg., Home Occupations applications, request for Records and complaints) and those
who came in to submit applications.

MEETINGS (PZAA): Accompanied PZA and Building Inspector on meetings held
with applicants needing updates and information and weekly meetings with local
volunteer to help complete Subdivision list.

TRAINING: PZA, PZAA, and Building Inspector attended Safety Training-- 4 hrs.

Architectural Review Task Force

Meeting Minutes, 17 November 2008

The Task Force met at 7PM in the Administration Building conference room. Ed Boles, Mary
Davis, Ron Reder, and Tom Waldron were present.

Mr. Reder presented a draft Zone Map of the Village he obtained from MRCOG. Ms. Davis
presented a map of the Historic District. The group discussed the areas in the Village that fall
under the scope of the Task Force enabling resolution; those areas zoned C, O, H, and M and, by
extension, the Corrales Road Commercial Area (CRCA) and Neighborhood Commercial Office
District (NCOD).

Ms. Davis presented an Agenda, which is attached to these minutes. Ms. Davis asked whether
the group had reviewed the materials from the prior committee. Only Mr. Waldron had done his
homework. Ms. Davis asked the group whether they should try to build on the proposed
ordinance changes from the prior committee or “start from scratch?”” Mr. Reder opined that the
group should come to agreement about and enumerate the things we are trying to preserve and
from what we are trying to preserve them before moving on to proposing ordinances. He
presented a preliminary outline of a report for the Task Force, which is attached to these minutes.

The group continued the discussion of “context” from the previous meeting, where that word
was defined to mean the attributes of Corrales that make it unique and give the Village its
character. Previously the discussion was on what these elements are and what can and cannot be
changed without losing that context.

The things previously mentioned were:

Cutting elm trees.

— Corrales was a farming community. No good farmer would let weeds use valuable water.
—  We should cotrect/avoid style errors, such as Cerelink.

+ Keep the scale of buildings small.

+ The CRCA is defined by the two-lane, winding Corrales Road.

At this meeting the following things were mentioned:
+ Walking Corrales Road you see surprises that fit in.
+ The size of a building relative to the space around it.
Current building trend to produce buildings with high parapets to hide equipment on top.
Avoid having same/similar designs nearby {(example: on 4™ Street at the North end of Los
Ranchos).
+ For Corrales an East-West building orientation is more historic than orientation
perpendicular to Corrales Road.
+ The things we value seem intangible and aren’t/can’t be regulated.
+  After WWII we got ranch houses and small shopping areas. Then we started thinking,
*“This is too suburban!™ That led to the pueblo and territorial revival styles.
+ The long, narrow, E-W lot is a good thing for us. It limits the bulk of new buildings.

i

One question that arose and needs to be addressed was, “How should we handle businesses that
need big buildings?”



Mr. Reder noted that Municipal zoning can occur anywhere in the Village and asked how we can
determine the context for such a situation? One way is to consider the nearby buildings. Another
is to hmit Municipal zoning to certain areas of the Village.

The group started to form a list of common building characteristics that need to be controlled.
These were:

The building should be near Corrales Road and not retreat from it.

Roof style (flat and pitched are currently found).

Building size (relatively small and similar to surrounding buildings).

Building set-backs (This varies on different reaches of Corrales Road. We may have to
define different set-backs for different places.)

* Trees, walls, and landscaping should not hide a building.

Mr. Boles suggested we require parking be at the back or sides of commercial property unless
the land was too narrow to permit it.

Regarding the problem of two story high facades, it was expressed that the current ordinance
should be tightened to prohibit it. The second story would have to be set back from the first.

The group decided to do an architectural walk, meeting on Friday, 2| November at 2PM at the
Village Plaza north of the Fire Station.

The next regular meeting of the Task Force will be on 17 December 2008 at 7PM in the
Administration Building conference room, it that is available. Ms. Davis will arrange for the
room and posting the meeting announcement.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:07PM.

Meeting Minutes, 14 January 2009

The Task Force meeting convened at 7:09PM in the Administration Building conference room.
Ed Boles, Mary Davis, Ron Reder, and Tom Waldron were present. Ms. Joan Findley-Perls was
absent.

Ms. Davis presented an Agenda, which is attached to these minutes.

Agenda item L.A. - Election of chair, secretary
It was moved, seconded, and approved that Ms. Davis will be the chair of the Task Force. It was
moved, seconded, and approved that Mr. Reder will be the secretary of the Task Force.

Discussion

There was a brief discussion about posting meeting notices. The Village Staff can no longer post
meeting notices for committees due to the large number of committees. While there were seven
places listed where notices could be posted, Ms. Davis said it is not necessary to post the notice
at all of them. She pointed out it would be less work to post the notices if the Task Force
established a regular meeting time and place. The group agreed to meet on the second
Wednesday of the month in the Administration Building conference room. Ms. Davis will
confirm that the room is available.

Agenda item LB. - Review of Commercial Area Survey

There was a discussion about the observations made during the Commercial Area Walk held on
21 November 2008. Mr. Reder presented some notes he made during the walk, which are
attached to these minutes. The group discussed whether a “context”, that describes the
architectural attributes of an area, can be created by measuring certain attributes of the existing
buildings in the area, such as materials, spaces around the building and between buildings, form,
etc. There was some discussion about how to preserve mountain views on the east side of
Corrales Road. Building set-back was discussed. Mr. Reder noted that fixed set-back
requirements for all areas do not seem feasible. They may succeed within the Commercial Area,
but could easily be wrong for a Municipal property that could be placed anywhere in the Village.
There was a brief discussion about the exemption from the M zoning requirements accorded to
the Village in the ordinances. Mr. Boles noted that perhaps the Municipal zone designation
should be abandoned in favor of several new zone categories for each of the possible uses.

Agenda item L.C.1 - Overall goal

Ms. Davis asked the group what are the goals of the Task Force. Mr. Reder referred to Village
Resolution (8-034, that created the Task Force. According to the resolution, the Task Force is to
advise the Governing Body about changes to the Village ordinances 18-45(b), 18-35, 18-36, 18-
37, and 18-38 in aid of conserving the Village character.
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Agenda item 1.C.2 - New Construction

There was a lengthy discussion of how we might craft ordinances for new construction. Mr.
Waldron presented four subjects he had committed to paper. They are attached to these minutes.
He pointed out that Corrales Mainstreet and the previous Task Force had generated documents
that provided their conclusions. He suggested that perhaps we should just try to implement them.

He mentioned that there has been a strong sub-text not to harm the tax base of the Village while
trying to protect the Village character. He questioned whether we should try to address this in
our efforts? It was the general consensus that we should leave the question of balancing the
economic impact of suggested ordinance changes to the Village Council.

Mr. Waldron went on to ask how we might craft ordinances to allow for harmonious “newer”
buildings and not lock in mediocrity. During the ensuing discussion Ms. Davis and Mr. Boles
mentioned some of the “newer” buildings they found to be harmonious. These were the Village
Administration buildings, the “pink adobe” at West Ella, and the Wells Farpo Bank.

Mr. Waldron pointed out that there is a common thread to the older buildings in the Village
center, they are adobe and they are small. He felt that the Village should not be looking over the
shoulder of a resident and telting him what to do. He opined that the rules should only apply to
larger butldings. Perhaps if the building was less than 1500 square-feet, there should be no rules.

In some ways what is needed is like a restrictive covenant in a sub-division. One approach may
be “form based zoning”. In Albuquerque there are rules that require larger buildings to “step
down” in height the portions of the building that are close to residences. Mr. Boles said he would
bring some examples to the next meeting,.

There was also a discussion about trying to prevent “bad” buildings. Territorial Plaza was
discussed as an example of this. It was noted that a rule based on architectural context would be
difficult to apply because of the large open field next door. If we do try to create context-based
rules, we may need to identify situations in which a “default context” should be used because of
the lack of neighboring structures. This led to a realization that there may be many situations,
some outside of the Commercial Area, where context would be difficult to determine. This seems
to weaken the whole idea of a context based approach.

In discussing the question of what makes a building compatible, the point was made that, in most
cases, we were trying to be compatible with houses. Therefore, new office buildings should look

more like houses. Mr. Boles said that architecture, site planning, and village character all need to
be balanced in creating a harmonious structure. Ms. Davis allowed that trees and bushes are also

characteristic of Corrales.

Agenda item L.C.2 and 4 - Demolition and Historic Buildings

Ms. Davis said there aren’t too many historic buildings. She named several buildings that are on
the State Historic Register: the Old Church,the Gonzales House (4499 Corrales Rd.), the
Martinez House (4607 Corrales Rd.) and Perea Hall (also 4607 - just behind and attached to
Martinez House). Other possibly eligible buildings are the Teofilo Perea House (4829 Corrales
Rd. - 1st south of Rancho de Corrales), Prized Possessions (4534 Corrales Rd.), the old
schoolhouse (4602}, the Candido Gonzales House (now sleep center, opposite growers market)
and El Portal (4686 Corrales Rd.). Mr. Boles said the Village might need a new chunk of money
to identify the buildings and provide incentives to maintain them.
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Agenda item IL.A - Possible procedures
Ms. Davis suggested dividing up the sections of the Village ordinances between the
members of the committee. Mr. Reder suggested that everyone should read 18-45(b) Site
development plan approval, and then we could divide up the four sections for the H, O,
C, and M zones. The group did not make firm assignments to the Task Force members.
Mr. Reder agreed to forward an electronic copy of Chapter 18 of the ordinances, Land
Use, to the members.

Village of Corrales Architectural Review Task Force

(in no particular order)

1. Both the "Corrales Village Center Design Guidelines" (Corrales Mainstreet Inc., 2001) and the
"Commercial Core Area Draft Architectural Guidelines" (Corrales Architectural Guidelines
Review Task Force, 2006) present sound ideas of how new development can be integrated into
the existing historic areas. Should our concern be with how to codify and implement these
guidelines?

2. The resolution creating the Task Force refers to "...the importance of retaining the historic
traditional and unique character of the Village...”. Our discussions (and current Village policy)
have also been concerned with maintaining or increasing commercial uses and tax receipts. Are
these two concerns at odds and if so, how can we balance them?

3. It seems that architectural restrictions in historic areas often serve to ameliorate the negative
effects of new development, slowing down the loss of an area's traditional character. Is it
possible to write regulations that encourage new "contributing” buildings? Could contemporary
architecture add to the ambience of the Village center?

4. The older buildings in the Village center are an eclectic mix of architecture styles. The
common thread is that they are adobe and they are small. How can this be reconciled with the
current practice of constructing larger frame buildings?

Mr. Reder: We can look at the recommendations from previous committee to see what they
thought. But I question why they wanted a separate Architectural Review Committee in addition
to the P&Z Commission?

Ms. Davis: Because people said to the PZA, please read and comment about this proposed
building in the historic district. The PZA wasn’t comfortable evaluating buildings in historic
context, for example the Hanselman pottery building. Sayre Gerhart and Ms. Davis were used as
sounding boards. They reviewed the Hanselman plan and made suggestions. They also reviewed
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the house at Mission Valley and Old Church (SW corner). This was always on an ad-hoc basis.
There needs to be something beyond what is in the existing zoning codes, which are style based.
There is not enough to control; for example the Hardy building (Territorial Plaza). There has to
be a set of regulations that keeps buildings from being too big, etc. P&Z can’t deal with
architectural stuff because they are not experts.

Mr. Reder, why does it take an expert?

Ms. Davis: It needs several people with experience. Architects vary with regard to sensitivity to
contextual issues. Therefore, a group is needed. Is it possible to get the expertise on P&Z?

Mr. Waldron: regarding massing, will the previous committee’s language really help for a 10,000
sg-foot building?

Ms. Davis: how big are some of these buildings in Corrales?
Ms. Findley-Perls: Perhaps the committee should make recommendations to P&Z.
Ms. Davis: Yes, but how do you bring that into the process so it doesn’t take longer?

Mr. Reder: The committee could report to P&Z, but P&Z, needs ordinances on which to base
their decisions.

Mr. Waldron: The approach should be to use less stick and more carrot. We should allow
administrative approval if possible, based on size perhaps and/or the use of adobe.

Ms. Davis: The PZA can check off a lot of these. Why do they need to go before the P&Z
Commission?

Ms. Findley-Perls: There is a check list.

Mr. Reder: Here is how it really works. There are check lists that say how many copies of the
drawings are required, that the zone designations of adjacent properties must be shown, the
drawings must have north arrows on them, etc. However, the P&Z Commission spends a lot of
time finding that all these details aren’t correct. The PZA either isn’t or isn’t able to get the
applicants to correct these basic requirements.

Ms. Davis: It could be a recommendation from us that PZA does the boilerplate. It should go to
P&Z with notes about the architectural stuff that is in the application and what is not in the
application. The PZA should identify the problems.

Ms. Findley-Perls: PZA needs to be audited for time efficiency.

Ms. Davis, we need to get back to what regulations and process would best preserve village
character. Read down the list under Agenda A. Demolition; do they have to offer to sell it before
demolition? We have one conclusion: residential scale.

Ms. Findley-Perls: I agree.
Mr. Waldron: I agree.

There was a general discussion that having new commercial construction look residential isn’t
appropriate. Do they have to look like houses?

Ms. Findley-Perls: But residential is Corrales. Perhaps it should be residential scale?
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Mr. Waldron: You lose character when a building tries to look like something else.

Ms. Findley-Perls: Part of the character is the long lots. We could build that into the zoning
ordinances.

Ms. Davis: Territorial Plaza could have been placed perpendicular to Corrales Road. The Village
plaza followed all of the guidelines in Corrales Mainstreet.

Ms. Findley-Perls: it would be better if it weren’t so tall.

There was a general discussion of establishing a height limit of 15 feet at the front and then
stepping the building back to go up to 26 feet.

Mr. Waldron: I agree with residential scale, but perhaps it should be called something else.
Mr. Reder: 1 agree.

Ms. Findley-Perls: but then we need to define that term “traditional scale.”

Mr. Waldron: This shouldn’t limit the total sq-feet.

Mr. Reder: I agree. It is more that the front visuals try to keep a more traditional scale and the
rest of the square-footage is in the rear.

Mr. Waldron: ['m afraid that breaking up buildings might mask creating a building that is “too
big.”

Ms. Davis, what is too big?

Mr. Waldron: Struggling, used the metaphor of stripes making you look taller. Perhaps
“traditional scale” can’t make a 10,000 sq-foot building look OK. Instead it will look weird.

Ms. Davis: We need to write what characteristics we are trying to b\preserve.
Ms. Findley-Perls: and what we aren’t?

Ms. Davis: It’s better to be positive. Mercado de Maya gets away with it because of the portal.
It’s low and it was built in sections.

Ms. Findley-Perls: Think it would be better if there were no parking in front.
Ms. Findley-Perls, we need to define the character of Corrales.
Ms. Davis: This is an action item for next meeting.

Mr. Reder: The Comprehensive Plan is being modified. There should be some basis for our
architectural preservation in the Comprehensive Plan. We should consider recommending the
Councilors add something to the Plan.

IV. Agenda item B, DISCUSSION OF DEVELOPMENT
REVIEW PROCESS

Ms. Davis: Is the Site Development Plan (SDP) process adequate for our needs? It seems Section
18-45 doesn’t contain anything regarding architecture.
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Mr. Reder: You need to look at the zone section plus 18-45. For example no SDP is required for
permissive use in H zone.

Ms. Davis: In an H zone every building can affect the entire zone. I recommend requiring a SDP
for all buildings in the H zone.

Mr. Waldron: Not convinced.

Ms. Davis: The H zone contains everything you can see from the Old Church. It requires a
‘Development Review Permit” by the building inspector. We should recommend this be changed
so P&Z reviews it for architecture.,

Ms. Findley-Perls: Agree.

Mr. Waldron: New construction is required to do a lot of the same things that are in a SDP for
the Environment Department, so it doesn’t seem that onerous to add an architectural Review.
However, small scale outbuildings are a traditional influence the Corrales character. If we had
size based zoning it would be more acceptable.

Mr. Reder: The H ordinance goes on to require the usual architectural elements. But, they are
vague. | suspect we will want to add verbiage for the architectural elements we determine to
contribute to character preservation. We could tighten up the requirements in the code.

V. Agendaitem C, DISCUSSION AND DECISION: ADVISE
THE VILLAGE COUNCIL OR WRITE ZONE CODE
CHANGES?

Mr. Reder, [ think a trial report of our general approaches should be submitted to the Village
Council to see what they think. Then we should go on to details. We should give enough detail in
our trial report that they can understand where we are coming from.

There was general agreement.
Mr. Waldron: it seems impossible to codify the subjective elements that constitute character.
Ms. Davis: Look at the style verbiage in the code. It is definite, but wrong.

Ms. Findley-Perls: Do we call out what is good and what is bad? That is what the style section
does.

Mr. Reder: [ will start extracting a list of architectural elements from the previous committee’s
work.

Ms. Findley-Perls: Perhaps we could conduct a workshop to teach the P&Z Commission about
these issues. It would have to be a continuing education program.

Ms. Davis: The Comprehensive Plan recommends a committee. I just want it to be staffed.

Ms. Findley-Perls: The historic building situation is out of control. You don’t want to create a
hardship for folks like the old school house (Bobby Perea’s house) who would have trouble
affording to meet historic preservation rules. Instead you want to be able to help them get grants
or sell the property to a preservation group.

Architectural Review Task Force

Meeting Minutes, 11 March 2009

The Task Force meeting convened at 7:12PM in the Administration Building conference room.
Present: Ed Boles, Mary Davis, Ron Reder, Tom Waldron.

Absent: Joan Findley-Perls

Mr. Boles reported that Ms. Findley-Perls has withdrawn from the Committee.

Agenda item |, Approve Agenda
Ms. Davis presented an Agenda, which is attached to these minutes. The word “Future” was
dropped from IV.A, The amended Agenda was approved unanimously.

Agenda item Il, Approve Minutes
Mr. Reder presented copies of the minutes of the 11 February 2009 meeting. The minutes were
approved unanimously.

Agenda item II1.1 Nature of Context
Ms. Davis: can we define context? 1 tried and found it hard to do. The one thing we came up with
was Scale.

Mr. Waldron: The thing to do is to get a descriptive list without regard to regulations.
Ms. Davis: Did anyone read what [ distributed?
Mr. Boles: What about the definition of context.

Mr. Reder: Here is a list from the previous committee. There was a requirement for applicants to
provide many graphics showing surrounding properties.

Mr. Boles: It is hard to get descriptive information from applicants. Even if you have a list, their
submittal often doesn’t comply. We now have the ability to generate graphics and photography
rather easily.

Ms. Davis: We could require that. When the last Commiittee made its presentation, we said the
applicants just had to photograph the area and draw in their building. I think that was the last
committee’s feeling. The P&Z should just send it back if it doesn’t have all the required things.
If applicants know it’s going to be sent back, why do they make them incomplete?

Mr. Boles: One reason is political pressure to move things along. Eventually it is a political
decision whether to move things along,.

Ms. Davis: At the same time if regulations are going to be ignored, what are we doing here?



Mr. Boles: I can imagine some difficulty in getting all this from applicants. We only get that on a
few projects in Albuquerque.

Mr. Waldron: I've just been through this process. Elevations are just pretty pictures. They don’t
give a very good picture of design.

Ms. Davis: Here is some material from Mr. Krupnick. He just drew in the proposed building,
Maybe just doing something simple so P&Z can see what it is like would be enough? Most areas
don’t have such close context as this example.

Mr. Reder: I think we just want to recommend the purpose behind having the graphics.

Ms. Davis: If you think about buildings along Corrales road, which buildings would be torn
down and which contribute? A lot do contribute, particularly those with small scale. Think about
Frontter Mart, the Bunkhouse, and the Chevron station. If you look at them, can you see any
being replaced?

Mr. Boles: I think they could all be torn down. I think pre-WWII buildings set the character. The
Village’s architectural character comes from older buildings, mainly houses, but some
commercial buildings.

Ms. Davis: We have to come up with a baseline. What would be missed if it were torn down?

Mr. Waldron: I'm not sure putting a date on it is correct. Some newer buildings contribute.
Those commercial buildings form a business nexus.

Ms. Davis: Yes, but would we miss them if they were torn down? If we didn’t say date, what if
we said scale?

Mr. Waldron: I’'m generally with you on scale. The Village Mercantile is certainly bigger, but it
fits in. It’s a going concern and seems to fit,

Ms. Davis: How about the Village Mercantile versus the Territorial Plaza?
Mr. Reder: Bucolic versus office?

Mr. Boles: Context needs more discussion. Consider the duality of the Village Mercantile and
the Territorial Plaza. The Village Mercantile is oriented toward agriculture; an aspect of the
Village that everyone thinks is desirable and historic. The Territorial Plaza isn’t. To talk about
them as buildings isn’t enough. Context is also about how they are used. However, that is off our
scope. We need a policy about what is desirable.

Historic context
Ms. Davis: One approach is to say what is Corrales’ heritage.

Mr. Boles: How about Wagner’s? It has a huge parking lot in front of it. Individual stands are
now all gone.

Ms. Davis: We could say buildings which relate to agricultural heritage and old New Mexican
architecture (El Portal was built in 1870s or so) are more acceptable, no matter what the use. The
next category is artistic heritage, like having stuff in your front vard. Otherwise it is what is
visible in the buildings. There are also support buildings, like little grocery stores. Bars



Restaurants are recent. When Anglos found adobes falling apart, they changed the character
when they renovated them. Things will change over time.

Mr. Boles: You are saying that architecture is more than material?
Ms. Davis: Maybe we need to stay with agriculture and old New Mexican heritage
Mr. Waldron: And small scale, except for some large agricultural buildings.
Ms. Davis: A friend once said of Corrales, “It’s so green!” Shade and residences contribute, too.
List of agreed contextual items:
e Small buildings
e Large agricultural buildings
» Lots of trees and shade
e Match your neighbors in setback and front vard.

Mr. Waldron: Part of context is lots of owner built buildings. I don’t know how that would
translate; probably as small scale. Keep in mind; we don’t want to make it too hard for people
working on their own home.

Ms. Davis: Most will build using stud framing with Tyvec.
Mr. Boles: Commercial is more likely. Residential will be rare on Corrales Road.

Ms. Davis: There are two identical houses north of the gas station, They will be largely
commercial in the next 10 years.

Mr. Waldron: Thinking about the H zone, there will be activity around the church.

Ms. Davis: I don’t think most Hispanics would build pueblo style homes. Rather, they would
have pitched roofs or hipped roofs. No particular style, just small and brown.

Mr. Boles: Either “L” plan or a straight line of rooms. The decoration is in the windows.
Ms. Davis: You find few ornamental lintels.

Mr. Boles; Aren’t we trying to find out how to protect all these zones? If only we could arrive at
some general goals for all of them and then some policies to accomplish those goals. We would
need to address what is required for new construction and for renovations. What are the
standards of review? The Village is not harmed by new construction. This gets us to residential
scale and using certain materials.

Mr. Reder: We could ignore for now any zones that don’t fit our criteria and pick them up later.
Ms. Davis: Houses in the H zone are bigger.

Mr. Reder: Se no McMansions in our context?

Ms. Davis: Yes.

Mr. Boles: Perhaps we couid quantify that using a floor/area ratio.



Mr. Reder: A McMansion on 2 acres and a McMansion on 1 acre are still 2 McMansions. It
shouldn’t be related to lot size.

Mr. Boles: Scale is partly size, but also articulation. For example, should there be limits based on
sq-feet for breaking it up into multiple parts?

We need to give justification for these.
¢ Recommend reducing 8000 sg-feet in 18-37 9d down to 5000.

¢ Recommend all buildings need architectural review, except for those less than 1500
square-feet. Adobes get a free pass.

e Recommend no more than 15 feet up and then step back before going up to the second
story on publically visible sides and on sides facing neighbors.

¢ Recommend mandatory parking at sides or back except for a certain percent of teaser
parking or if back and sides are impossible.

Mr. Waldron: How about if within 80 feet of Corrales Road there is more intense regulation. If
you are beyond 80 feet, there would be less control.

Mr. Boles: We have long narrow lots, why not long narrow buildings?

Agenda item 1V.B Coordinate with Master plan

Ms. Davis: [ spoke with the MainStreet master plan folks. A Iot of it deals with business
retention, new business, Streetscape, and DEPAC findings. Pathways along Corrales Road are an
issue. They will be very interested in what we come up with. They are more interested in public
right of way and business than preservation of Village Character.

Agenda item IV.3 Historic Buildings
Ms. Davis: I have a list (of Historic buildings?).

Mr. Waldron: Doesn’t listing the historic buildings in the Historic Registry come first?
Ms. Davis: We need also need a list of context buildings.

Mr. Boles: We need to review state law for historic buildings. We need to see whether a local
government can designate by its own (sound) criteria.

Ms. Davis: Some buildings seem incredibly important architecturally. Registration isn’t enough
to protect them. One possibility is to designate those buildings as local landmarks. We must also



give owners a chance to protest the designation. I don’t know whether a formal survey is
required. We must ask, “do we want to protect them?”

Ms. Davis: Think about demolition. Should we be concemed about it? Small houses need to be
in a Historic District; not treated as individuals,

Ms. Davis: Corrales Mainstreet wants a firm statement covering changes to the building code,
architectural guidelines, definitions of characteristics to be retained, and the need for a
designated district.

Action: Mr. Reder to find URL of Historic District and Landmarks Act.

Mr. Boles: The Albuquerque City council web site has an updated version of form based zoning.

Meeting Minutes, 8 April 2009

The Task Force meeting convened at 7:00PM in the Administration Building conference room.
Present: Ed Boles, Mary Davis, Ron Reder, Tom Waldron.
Absent:

Agenda item I, Approve Agenda
Ms. Davis presented an Agenda, which is attached to these minutes. The agenda was approved
unanimously.

Agenda item Il, Approve Minutes
Mr. Reder presented copies of the minutes of the 11 March 2009 meeting. The minutes were
unanimously approved as amended.

Agenda item I11.A, Report on walk with HPD personnel
Ms. Davis: Met with Shalie Gasper and Dorothy Victor from the State Historic Preservation
office.

Mr. Waldron: The most worthwhile thing was hearing the practical aspects of the administrative
processes; how the different types of districts work. Her observations were the same as ours
tegarding scale, matenals, setback, variety of building types, etc.

Ms. Davis: T hadn’t heard about the practical, bureaucratic items that needed to be identified. We
need to really look at the road angles, landscape, etc. as evidence of Corrales’ agricultural
heritage.

Mr. Boles: It sounds like she was talking about identifying a historic context.

Ms. Davis: Yes. As we walked around and looked at undistinguished buildings, we were making
a context of the area. I have been concentrating on the biggies (significant buildings), but even
the little houses can contribute. We’ve never researched these and you have to do that to find out
to what extent they contribute. Do we take 50 years back and limit ourselves to that? In any case,
we will need a survey.

Mr. Waldron: One interesting thing was the information about the State and National registries.
But we could also have a local registry for anything we want. I'm not sure if listing on the State
or National registries would open up much funding.

Mr. Boles: A registered building does qualify for loans and tax credits.
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Agenda item IIL.B, Discussion
Ms. Davis: I need to start with establishing the historic context. We know about the long narrow
lots and about the houses being located close to the road to open up the land for agriculture.

(The meeting consulted a 1927 map of Corrales.)

Mr. Boles: The road couldn’t have moved too much, could it? Albuquerque has a pretty well
known context that affected Corrales. It consisted of architecture, population increase and a
richer ethnic mix. The original entrada was very mixed with a wide variety of Europeans.

Ms. Davis: By the time of Corrales’ founding in seventeenth century, names at least had become
Hispanic. I think you’re right about Albuquerque changing things. Post WWIL, Casa Vieja was
falling down and the Anglos rebuilt it. Do any of you guys want to write the historic context?

Mr. Boles: You talked about a survey. I wonder if a survey is as important as an historic context?
If we're looking for a local zone I don’t think we need an extensive survey to justify a character
we want to preserve. It doesn’t require they (the buildings) be registered and it doesn’t mean the
buildings that contribute have to be extensively surveyed.

Ms. Davis: If we do a local district, (consisting of) the little buildings we looked at today, the
question arises: If someone wants to demolish or change a building, can you say OK or no? You
can’t do that. You need a survey for that. When someone comes to us (with that question) we
need criteria.

Mr. Boles: So you're into defensibility?
Ms. Davis: Yes.

Mr. Boles: I'm not comfortable without a survey either, but when push comes to shove we’re
talking about controlling the externals of these buildings.

Mr. Waldron: We can form some type of district. The main things will be precluding tearing
down some of these buildings in the grey area. There won’t be too many of these.

Mr. Reder: I'm concerned there will be no predictability (for the land owners) if there is no
survey.

Ms. Davis: If you do a survey, it starts to create a climate of, “Yeah, we are a district.” That is
necessary to get buy-in from the home owners.

Mr. Boles: If we propose something beyond the old brown adobe, there will be protests. Surveys
are very expensive and not as good as a community based survey. I think we could approach it
this way: Outline an approach to Mr. Appel for a district with historic character, but not
identifying buildings. It would have three epochs: Pre railroad, Rail to WW?2, and post WW2
characteristics that are more than 50 years old. Then ask the question, does any of that make M.
Appel uncomfortable?

Mr. Reder: We could ask the council to let Mr, Appel give us a sanity check?

Mr. Waldron: We talked with Dorothy about opposition. We said there is a perception a district
could affect property values. She said it doesn’t affect property values. We need data to back that
statement up.



69  Mr. Boles: Especially if zoning entitlement allows for large buildings and we want to keep it
70 small.

71 Ms. Davis: Yes. Dorothy was being optimistic.

72 Mr. Reder: Dorothy said this group needs to make decisions about what we want. Everything
73 else flows from that.

74  Mr. Boles: Depending on the historic period and aspects of individual buildings, you could make
75  more restrictive regulations for some buildings and not so much for others. It depends on where
76  they fit into the historic context. You can call them Significant, Contributing, or Non-

77  contributing.

78  Ms. Davis: You need a strong context to do that.

79 Mr. Boles: Or, you need a good idea of what contributes. Contribution could be based on more
80  criteria than just an unmodified old building. For example it could be associated with an
81  1mportant person.

82 Ms. Davis: I'm uncomfortable about using the Significant criterion, because I think we will just
83 drop back to the biggies. Even though the little ones contribute, they won’t be identified.

84  Dorothy said you can set up a context where even the little ones are important in defining the
85  typical agricultural context.

86  MTr. Boles: The name of act is Historic District and Landmarks Act.

87  Mr. Reder: Dorothy said we could define a local district based on agricultural attributes that
88  considered not just buildings, but things like roads, lines of trees, and open fields and regulate
89  them.

90 Ms. Davis: If you talk about the long narrow lanes, properties running East-West, and their

91 relation to the road, etc., this is your historic context. I think it is not enough to say these things
92  are here, you have to tie it to history. This streetscape ties Corrales to its history. That is what we
93  need to preserve.

94  Ms. Davis: How do you feel about having landmark buildings within the district?

95  Possible elements are:

96 e ditches

97 e fields

98 e houses

99 e the road itself

100 Mr. Boles: In the eyes of the village some of these houses don’t have to be set aside from the
101  rest, but in the eyes of the historic registry, they are important.

102 Ms. Davis: Dealing with the possibility of registering buildings in the State Register, the reason
103 they aren’t being registered is they have been changed over time. Even CSY (Casa San Ysidro)
104 did not get on the National Register because it is an accretion of buildings. It is one man’s vision
105  of a New Mexico building. But I like the idea of landmarks within a district. So, what about a
106  district that people could readily see; that folks notice at a glance.
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Ms. Davis: Once you get north of the school, the houses switch to being way back from the road.
Mr. Waldron: They are along the ditch. Maybe they had the fields in front of them.

Ms. Davis: The density changes. There is nothing on the east side (in the 1927 map). The
character changes pretty strongly.

Ms. Davis: What 1 propose is taking an area from just south of the Gonzales property (north of
Wells Fargo Bank) to just south of the elementary school as a historic district with Landmarks,
Contributing and Non-contributing properties.

Mr. Waldron: It should be further south.
Mr. Boles: Why leave out those three houses on the east side?
Ms. Davis: So let’s take it down to just north of the Post Office.

Mr. Waldron: Today we are focused on the historic buildings and fields. That is maybe one third
of what we are trying to do with preservation. We also are concerned with new construction (and
demolition).

Mr. Boles: Maybe we should look at the entire C zone and say some things are part of the
context and others that aren’t. Why not work on everything in the zone? That way we can look at
open land, too. That allows you do something that was common but is now rare; see the horizon.

Ms. Davis: In developing the agricultural historic context for this ['d sure like to know more
about some of these buildings.

Mr. Boles: I think it might be better not to use form-based zoning. It works better when there are
very prevalent types available.

Ms. Davis: From the little I know about form-based zoning, it uses graphics. People can grasp
that more easily.

Mr. Waldron: After meeting with Dorothy and Shalie, I thought about pictures of each era. Each
era had its own limitations and possibilities about what could be built. New buildings don’t have
to fit in necessarily. We have to decide what 21% century buildings should look like. We don’t
have to justify them in the past. They are going to look different. That gives us more opportunity.
They don’t have to match.

Mr. Boles: The downside is the prevalent use of stone veneers. Present homes are modest in their
exteriors.

Mr. Reder: They don’t have to be the same, but they shouldn’t overshadow or eclipse the things
we want to protect.

Mr. Boles: Yes. Something that is too ornate might take focus away from plainer buildings. 1
think simplicity is a common characteristic of these buildings. They don’t combine a lot of
different materials or have a lot of decoration.

Mr. Reder: There is language in the ordinances about compatibility with surrounding buildings.
We could elaborate on that to identify the use of few different materials, simplicity, sparse
ornamentation, etc. as elements of compatibility.

Ms. Davis: So, do we go with the position that we won’t worry about anything after 19707
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Mr. Boles: Anything we think should not be demolished, we will have to make a case for. We
will have to show how it meets the criteria.

Ms. Davis: Perhaps for next time we should each write our criteria to justify not demolishing
something.

Mr. Reder: And the things that should not be obscured.
Mr. Boles: How about prohibiting opaque fences above a certain height? Views are important.

Ms. Davis: Remember the seven aspects of retaining historic integrity: location ( it hasn't
moved), design, setting, materials, workmanship, feeling and association.

Dear Mayor and Councilors:

This memorandum will describe our approach in drafting the above-referenced
ordinance for your consideration, and will also provide our comments on a number of
points that the Council might choose to modify in the proposed ordinance, particularly

" decibel-based limitations for specific sound sources. We believe that the provisions
and standards we have proposed are reasonable and legally defensible, but other
standards may be equally reasonable and defensible. We emphasize that the
standards should be determined by the Village Council after appropriate discussion and
debate, and any of the provisions we have suggested here may be modified if it is the
Council’'s determination to do so.

Sources: In drafting the proposed ordinance, we have used the following
sources, among others: (1) A model ordinance (hereinafter, “MOD”) available on the
internet at questtechnologies.com. MOD was developed from ordinances emplayed in
New Jersey (the New Jersey model ordinance is much cited in the literature) and in
Berkeley, California. MOD is good for stationary sound sources, but not for motor
vehicles and other mobile sources. Much of our suggested text is from MOD. (2) The
EPA’s Model Community Noise Control Ordinance (hereinafter, “EPA”). EPA is
comprehensive but, in our view, excessively complex. (3) For motor vehicles and other
mobile sources, the noise control ordinances of the City of Albuquergue (hereinafter,
“ABQ"). This is actually one of the better ordinances we found for mobile noise
sources, and was used in preparing the proposed motor vehicle sound level limitations
of Section 14-31(c). (4) OLR [Office of Leqislative Research?] report No. 2003-R-0676
of the State of Connecticut (hereinafter, “OLR”), on motorcycle noise standards. (5)
The present Village Code, which in several respects (particularly, its treatment of
exemptions) we considered superior to any of the model ordinances we used.
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Governing Principles: Readers of this proposed ordinance will find that there
are, in effect, two parallel approaches to the coniroi of noise: (1) An approach (notably
in Section 14-31) based on quantitative measurement of sound levels, in dBA (or dBC);
and (2) An approach (centered in Section 14-32) that prohibits specific sound- or
noise-producing activities, either generally or during certain hours. This dual approach
is commonly used (for example, in MOD and EPA). it allows a citation to be issued
either for a violation based on a decibe! meter reading, if one is available, or for a
violation based on performance of a specific prohibited act, which does not require the
avallability of a meter. For stationary sound sources of long duration, a meter may be
used to determine whether the source exceeds the dBA standards. However, many
noise complaints arise at night, often relating to excessively loud music that may not be
continued during the day, and must be addressed by a police officer or other official
who does not have a meter available. Thus, for example, under the Section 14-32
provisions relating to disturbance of the “peace, comfort and repose” of others, a
property owner can be cited for excessively loud music or a constantly barking dog
even though no decibel meter or qualified operator (“noise control officer”) is available.

Comments on Specific Sections of the Proposed Ordinance: These
comments provide our reasons for suggesting some specific provisions of the proposed
ordinance. The section numbers refer to the “new” ordinance upon adoption.

Section 14-27. (Definitions) Most of these definitions are from MOD.

Note that MOD in effect defines “noise” as being a sound that is excessively or
unreasonably loud. Thus, “sound” and “noise” are not synonymous. MOD, in fact,
does not provide a definition for “sound,” which we have supplied from EPA (with
modifications).

We have modified the MOD definitions related to “commercial” propetties to fit
the Village's zoning structure. We deleted definitions related to “industrial” properties,
and also deleted standards for industrial zones, which have no application in the
Village.

We added the definition of “livestock” (adapted from Section 77-2-1.1, NMSA
1978); it will be used in crafting an exemption for sounds created by animals (other than
dogs and cats, which are excluded from the term “livestock”).

The definitions of “motorcycle,” "motor vehicle,” and “off-highway motor vehicle”
are derived from New Mexico statutory law. For purposes of this ordinance, we have
excluded tractors (and harvesters, riding lawn mowers, etc.) from the definition of
“motor vehicle.”
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We have added definitions of “source property” and “receiving property” that
were not in MOD (even though the terms themselves are used in MOD).

Sections 14-28 and 14-29. These sections are derived largely from MOD. In
14-28(c), we have added language specifically authorizing enforcement by any officer
of the Village (read: police officers), whether or not ceriified as an NCO (noise control
officer).

In Paragraph 14-29(b)(5), we inserted the phrase “to the extent possible under
the circumstances,” since it could be difficult to meet the ideal situation described. (For
example, how often in the months of March and April is the wind speed consistently
below 15 mph for any period of time?) We would also point out that this detailed set of
criteria could cause enforcement difficulties if treated as an absolute requirement for
the admissibility of any dBA data in court.

Table 1 is taken directly from MOD.

Section 14-30. This section assembles materials from many sources, including
particularly MOD and the present Village Code, with quite a bit of original drafting. It is
intended to clarify that where there are muitiple standards, the most restrictive standard
(i.e., the one that leads to the most quiet result) will apply. It incorporates the provisions
of Section 1-6, and provides that the Village can also enforce by other means. We put
in language to cover “repeat’ citations on different days, or in the event that someone
after receiving a warning or citation starts the equipment up again as soon as the officer
drives away.

Section 14-31. Subsection 14-31(a) is directly from MOD.

Table 2 (Subsection 14-31(b})) is a key part of the ordinance, and we have
modified MOD. This table in MOD appears as foilows:

Table 2. Maximum Permissible Sound Levels {dBA)
Receiving Property
Source Residential Commercial
Property 7:00 a.m. - 10:00 p.m. - .
10:00 p.m. 7:00 g.m. (All times)

Residential 55 50 65
Commercial 65 50 65

Industrial 65 50 65

There is then a note reading: “These levels would be appropriate for typical suburban
environments. Urban environments may allow for limits that are 5 to 10 dBA higher and
rural or guiet suburban environments may allow for limits that are 5 to 10 dBA lower
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than those listed. The specific limitations should be based on the environment and
tastes of the municipality.”

In our draft, we have deleted the line for industrial source propenties and have
reduced all other standards by 5 dBA from the “typical suburban environment”
numbers. However, based on the note in MOD, other standards may be reasonable.
In considering what standard would meet the “tastes” of the Village of Corrales, the
Council may wish to consider the “Sound Pressure Levels in Decibels” chart that
accompanies this memorandum.

The other parts of 14-31(b} are directly from MOD.

Subsection 14-31(c) brings together a number of sources, particularly ABQ, to
address motor vehicles. Note that the primary method of metering sound from motor
vehicles is the maximum sound level at 25 feet laterally from the vehicle’s path. This is
one of several standards used by ABQ, and appeared tc us to be the most viable for
potential use in the Village. The top two entries of Table 3 are from ABQ.

For motorcycles, ABQ uses a standard of 99 dBA measured “in accordance with
SAE stationary test method J1287." This struck us as being difficuit to enforce, in
particularly since it would first require that the motorcycle be “stationary.” OLR cites a
Connecticut state regulation requiring that “motorcycles manufactured in or after 1979
cannot exceed a noise level of 84 decibels (dB) when traveling more than 35 mphon a
paved street or highway.” (No mention of how far from the motorcycle this would be
measured.) We note that a typical power lawn mower has a noise level of about 90 dB,
at the source. We therefore suggest that 85 dBA, measured 25 feet away from the
path of the vehicle, would be a reasonable noise limit for motorcycles, particularly since
there are (to our knowledge} no locations in the Village where a vehicle may legally
operate in excess of 35 mph.

The last two entries in Table 3 are our original drafting. They are intended to
address motor vehicles (including off-highway motor vehicles--ATVs and dirt bikes) that
are not operating on public rocads. Obviously, a vehicle owner may have a need to
operate a vehicle on his own property for a limited period of time--for example, to warm
up the truck in the morning, or to ride the motorcycle down the driveway 1o the garage.
If the Council chooses to adopt this table as drafted, then the vehicle{s) couid be
operated for no more than 10 minutes per day (total} even though the resulting noise
exceeds the usual standards in a residential area. One standard {65/55) applies 25
feet from the vehicle. The other (50/45) applies at the “receiving” property line (note
that this uses the same numbers as the first line in Table 2). We would note, also, that
since the definition of “public street or roadway” excludes trails, ditch banks, etc., this
10-minute per day limitation would apply to ATVs and dirt bikes operated along the
ditches, even if no other restriction or limitation applies.
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Section 14-32. This section contains a list of specific prohibited activities for
which a person can be cited, regardless of the dBA rating of any sound or noise that
results from the activity (as long as it is sufficiently loud to constitute a disturbance of
the peace, comfort and repose of others). Many of these activities are drawn directly
from the present Village Code.

Section 14-33. Activities that are exempted from noise regulations. Many of
these are aiso drawn from the present Village Code; a few are from other sources. We
have changed the word “noise” to “sound,” consistent with the definitions used by MOD
and adopted in this proposed ordinance. We added item (8) (“Lawn and ground
maintenance”) to avoid prohibiting lawn mowers, etc., under the more general
provisions. Several of these exemptions relate to agriculture and livestock, and are not
to be found in the “modei” urban-oriented codes.

Section 14-34. We are suggesting only very minor changes in the wording of
this section for temporary “noise” permits, which should more properly be termed
“sound” permits given the definitions in MOD (as adopted in the proposed Corrales
ordinance).

We emphasize, again, that Council may wish to modify some of the provisions in
the ordinance as presented, based on public comment, the desires of the Council and
the noise standards that the Council believes are prevalent in the community.

ORDINANCE NO. 09-007

ADOPTING A MUNICIPAL ENVIRONMENTAIL SERVICES
GROSS RECEIPTS TAX OF ONE-SIXTEENTH OF ONE
PERCENT (0.0625%) OF THE GROSS RECEIPTS OF ANY
PERSON ENGAGING IN BUSINESS IN THE VILLAGE OF
CORRALES; PROVIDING FOR CERTAIN EXEMPTIONS; AND
SETTING AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, Subsection A of Section 7-19D-10 NMSA 1978 provides that a
municipality may impose by ordinance an excise tax at a rate of one sixteenth of one
percent (0.0625%) of the gross receipts of any person engaging in business in the
municipality, the revenue from which shall be dedicated for acquisition, construction,
operation and maintenance of solid waste facilities, water facilities, wastewater facilities,
sewer systems and related facilities; and

WHEREAS, the Village Council, the goveming body of the Village of Corrales (the
“Village”) finds that a municipal environmental services gross receipts tax should be
imposed in the Village for the purposes authorized by statute.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the
Village of Corrales, New Mexico, that:

Section 1. Tmposition of Tax. There is imposed on any person engaging in
business in the Village of Corrales (the “Village”) for the privilege of engaging in
business in the Village an excise tax equal to one-sixteenth of one percent (0.0625%) of
the gross receipts reported or required to be reported by the person pursuant to the New
Mexico Gross Receipts and Compensating Tax Act as it now exists or as it may be
amended. The tax imposed under this Ordinance is pursuant to the Municipal Local
Option Gross Receipts Taxes Act as it now exists or as it may be amended and shall be
known as the “municipal environmental services gross receipts tax.”

Section 2. General Provisions. This Ordinance hereby adopts by reference ail
definitions, exemptions and deductions contained in the Gross Receipts and
Compensating Tax Act as it now exists or as it may be amended.

Section 3. Specific Exemptions. No municipal environmental services gross
receipts tax shall be imposed on the gross receipts arising from:

A. transporting persons or property for hire by railroad, motor vehicle, air
transportation or any other means from one point within the municipality to
another point outside the municipality;
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B. a business located outside the boundaries of the municipality on land owned by
that municipality for which a state gross receipts tax distribution is made pursuant
to Subsection C of Section 7-1-6.4 NMSA 1978; or

C. direct broadcast satellite services.

Section 4. Dedication. Revenue from the municipal environmental services
gross receipts tax will be used for the acquisition, construction, operation and
maintenance of solid waste facilities, water facilities, wastewater facilities, sewer systems
and related facilities.

Section 5. Effective Date. The effective date of the municipal environmental
services gross receipts tax shail be either January 1, or July 1, whichever date occurs first
after the expiration of three months from the date this Ordinance is adopted and the
adopted ordinance is delivered or mailed to the Taxation and Revenue Department of the
State of New Mexico.
