Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order at 6:34 pm and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Councilor Clauser went to the Levee Task Force meeting that accurred and she found out that the Village
could possibly ask for a variance for thei5 foot tevee, vegetative clear-zone requirement. The Corpse of
Engineers will be bringing in some people in the month of September, who will be dcing some field
research on trees and roots and levees. Ondrea Hummel, the Corpse local biclogist, is coordinating the
field research, We need to stay on top of the possibility of any trees being used in the research in Corrales,
Councilor Clauser stated, We need to stay in contact with them.

Mayor Gasteyer stated that Council of Governments mapping expert and the Village's Planning and
Zoning did state the best they could to try and identify the proper zoning for all parcels in the Village.

Jeff Radford noticed two errors on the map. Designation of commercial for some of Cleo Padilla’s property
is incorrect. The front two acres of Parks and Recreation property are still zoned commercial, from when
Annette Jones owned the property; they have never been zoned “M”.

Coungilor Clauser asked What is Cleo Padilla’s zoning? Jeff Radford’s response; Mr. Padilla was told
when he sought commercial zoning for his property that he had to zone the entire front acre as commercial,
the map does not show the full extent of his commercial zone.

Councilor Alsobrook asked Mr. Appel, “If map were passed as is and that is the sole determinate of zoning
and then a resident such as Mr. Padilla does come forward to object what would that process be and how
would it go?” Response from Mr. Appet “In fairness to the property owner and to avoid potential liability on
the part of the Village, if a property owner can show that the map as adopted is erroneous and the property
owner did not have individual notice that there would be any change and there was no intent to change
then 1 would think that there would be a duty on the Village to correct the matter by adopting an ordinance
correcting the zone map as adopted.”

Councilor Clauser “Mr. Mayor | just wanted to question how many professional office zoned properties
there were?” Response from Mayor Gasteyer, “I've always been told that there are only three, a couple of
them occurred while | was on Planning and Zoning; that is the Annette Jones house, the Ed Passich-
restored house, next to the Seventh Day Adventist Church, and the third property.”

8. Discussion and consideration of projects to be listed on the Village’s Infrastructure
Capital Improvement Plan submission for fiscal 2011-15, due August 31, 2009, including
ranking of top five projects.

Mayor Gasteyer stated that the he was under the impression that we were under time pressure for ICIP;
decisions by the end of August, but then Clerk Reyes pulled up a notice from the State that they have
moved the deadline for ICIP submissions to September 30, 2008.

Mayor will be advocating burying utilities on Corrales Rd., it continues to be a public safety concemn and he
would at least like to see it on the list. ‘

Councilor Gonzales asked where the fire suppression water tanks are needed? She understood that a tank
is needed here at the Village Offices and perhaps another in the south end?

Fire Chief Martinez stated that the one that was recently submitted funding for, to replace, was the older
tank here at the Village Complex with a lager tank. Qur concentration was on the core of the businesses
and the commercial buildings to get adequate water supply, the Chief said. The Fire department would like
to go south 1o be able to cover all the way from the southern boundary to Meadowlark. It is his hope that
the insurance rating agency will reevaluate Corrales and improve our current *7” rating, Councilor Clauser
asked if we could install a hydrant at Loma Larga and Cabezon. The Chief said land acguisition might be
involved and current water pressure is very poor in Sky View Acres to west of the Village limits. A better
place to tap in is behind the apartments to the south where there is a larger water main.

Councilor Alsobrook stated that the Village needs an Animal Rescue Facility, We would save quite a bit of
money by not sending our animals diseased and abandoned to Albuguergue and local charitable
organizations and individuals are taking on that burden financially. This proposal would be to fund a
structure that would be staffed, for the most part, by volunteer organizations. Councilor Alsobrook also
recognized the need for Public Works Department to have another location for equipment. Councilor
Alsobrook suggested that both facilities could be housed at the same location.

Councilor Gerhart stated she kept the trails and pathways and safe routes to school on the list. She would
like to see the fund stay in hundred thousand dollar range annually for projects to be able to come forward
and actually get implemented. Mayor Gasteyer added he would like to see pathways on our ICIP list the
Main Street planning project and, hopefully, construction would be a matching grant deal.

Casa San Ysidro needs $750,000 million to finish the site, waste water and the buffering to the neighbors,
Landscaping and interior finishing. Councilor Clauser and Village Representative to the Casa’s Advisory
Board Michelle Frechette said this will provide a sheil structure but not interior finishing.

Councilor Gonzales asked if Casa San Ysidro is on Albuguerque’s ICIP? Councilor Clauser said not
specifically though there is a broad category for cultural amenities for the City.

Councilor Gagliano repeated his concern from earlier meeting about PNM, its grid protection against
surges, and power line configurations?
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Councilor Fahey stated that top priority should be finishing the sewer line. By the time the project hopefully
will be under way, we are going to need more money. And perhaps if there are funds that we don’t use
right away we can have them redirected before they expire.

Councitor Clauser asked about Salce Park and how much it was going to be? Mayor Gasteyer stated he
would advocate that the Village improve the parkland that it owns. Councilor Fahey said that he had told
Southern Sandoval County Arroyo and Flood Control Authority Director- Stoliker that the Village wished to
start with the park rather than neighborhood drainage. He added that SSCAFCA has $200,000 from the
Federal Emergency Management Agency designated for Corrales.

Councilor Gagliano is against giving up any part of the park to SSCAFCA for any other purpose other than
a holding pond. Councilor Gerhart said that the dolfar cost in the 2010-2014 ICIP was a “hard number”
inctuding the irrigation system for the southern portion of the park.

Councilor Alsobrook was concerned that failure to address drainage in the vicinity of Salce Park would
make matters worse for the neighborhoods. He then asked Councilor Fahey if the wastewater doliar
amount included side neighborhoods? Councilor Fahey acknowledged that was a factor in the
recommended ICIP item.

9. Review and consideration of an Intergovernmental Cooperative Management
Agreement among the City of Albuquerque, the Village of Corrales, Sandoval County
and the New Mexico Department of Cultural Affairs regarding Casa San Ysidro.

Michelle Frechette explained that this year's agreement recited the $20,000 budget by the Village
government for Casa operations.

Motion: Move to approve, Intergovernmental Cooperative Management Agreement among the City of
Albuguerque, the Village of Corrales, Sandoval County and the New Mexico Department of Cultural Affairs
regarding Casa San Ysidro.

Mayor Gasteyer said that the draft agreement as presented was from the two years rather than the four of
the previous contract, present to June 30,2011, roughly

Councilor Alsobrook suggest amendment to paragraph #4, which would state: Terminates June 30, 2011,
but may be renewed for an additional period of no more than two years thereafter upon mutual agreement
of the parties. This would make the contract term two years with an automatic renewal if desired by the
parties.

12. Approval of Resolution 09-047, a resolution authorizing adjustments of various funds
for fiscal year 2009-2010.

Mayor Gasteyer stated that we received money from the Nature Conservancy, it is a trust established 25
years ago for maintenance of the Bosque Preserve and the Nature Conservancy no longer wished to
administer the funds. We are maintaining a separate account for the Bosque activities or maintenance and
still locking to the Bosque Advisory Commission to suggest to us when prepared signage, trail
maintenance or whatever is needed; for our approval as expenditures.

The other budget adjustment is for the Fire Dept. which received a FEMA grant for $14,000 for personal
protective equipment and washer and dryer;

13. Discussion of Resolution 09-048, a resolution authorizing the Mayor and

administration to plan, design and construct a compacted trail and bike lanes from
Loma Larga to the Village boundary along West Meadowlark Lane, utilizing, to the
extent necessary, unspent capital outlays from SP-GA-7601 and 07-1.-G-5470.

Mayor Gasteyer stated that there is unexpended trails money in two separate 2007 legislative grants which
totals around $43,0000. Mayor Gasteyer was approached by Councilor Naranjo of Rio Rancho who is
interested in improving the bike facilities and doing something of a regional nature that could qualify for
some money from the Metropolitan Transportation Enhancement Program. Funding would be 75% either
state or federal, 25% local share. The Village administration estimated what it would take to have matching
bike lanes from the border of the City to West Meadowlark and Loma Larga, then there would be a
compacted earth pathway for people who are walking, pushing baby carriages, have bikes with thicker
tires, etc. which would parallel the route. The subject was discussed in Corrales Master Trails Plan
afthough on page 40, it is talking about going from Rio Rancho down West Meadowlark to Corrales Road.
The proposat in Resolution 09-048 is really only less than half of that, from Loma Larga to the west border.

Danny Cox stated that he lives on West Meadowlark, He supports the overall idea though he is concerned
with the barriers to the path, There are very aggressive drivers on that road; He wants to be assured that it
is designed appropriately in a way where drivers would not be able to utilize the bike lanes as passing
lanes, circumventing the existing speed tables, Councilor Alscbrook noted that the estimated Village's
share is $10,000 above the funding sources mentioned in the Resolution. The Mayor said other funding is
anticipated scon when the grant agreement arrives for $475,000 redirected as excess from the Loma Larga
construction. Councilor Gerharl said she is hopeful trails funds are available for the Alana McGratt an
easement.

14. Discussion and consideration of recommendation for drip irrigation and other
improvements for the publicly-owned Gonzales Field.

Wayne Kirkby discussed drip irrigation and other improvements for the publicly owned Gonzales field.
Wayne Kirkby stated that the upiront costs of installing a drip irrigation system are significant but increase
the efficiency of being able to grow food crops on the property ,by perhaps as much as a 90% increase and
at least 80%. If we do this for the entire 5 %2 acres, the estimated cost comes out to only $20,340; An
electrical pump runs $2200 where the gasoline pump runs $5000, the $20,340.00 figure is based on the
gasoline pump. That would mean that we would save approximately $2800.00 by choosing an electrical
pump. The Farmland Commission also considered the possibility of installing a small solar generation
facility, but that would still be require some kind of interconnection with PNM for emergency power.

During discussion it was pointed out that the flow of the irrigation is west to east, Councilor Clauser asked if
a USDA grant might be available and Chairman Kirkby replied affirmatively but added that EQUIP grants
are limited to $1000 per acre. Councilor Gonzales said that electricity through a 220 line should service the
Municipal and. The mayor asked for public comment.

Theresa Issacson stated that most farming operations use gasoline-powered pumps; within a five year
period there might not be enough to cover the cost of electricity and its installation. Councilor Gonzales
agreed that there needs to be more information gathered before making decision on using electricity versus
gasoline.

PNM needs to be contacted, she said.

Councilor Fahey asked when crops wiill be planted and Mr. kirkby replied, hopefully the spring of 2010, but
not on all 5.5 acres, Councilor Alsobrook said that id a payback beyond five years is likely solar power
shouid be considered. Councilor Clauser said the need for a long- range plan from the Commission.
Councilor Gerhart pointed out that in the last Legislature ,$40,000 was redirected to Corrales Farmland
easement purchases; perhaps this could be redirected again {o Farmland infrastructure improvements,
Village Attorney John Appel said the New Mexico Land Trust might question solar power since it is an
improvement not strictly confined to “on site”.

174 Mayor Gasteyer asked Planning & Zoning Administrator Cyndie Tidwell if any public input about
175 improperly drawn zone boundaries had been received. Cyndie Tidwell stated she spoke with Carol
176 Earp, the mapping person, with Council of Governments. Some measurements were double

177 checked and might be off by a foot and adjustments will be made if possible. Cyndie Tidwell stated
178 the scale make the Corrales Road Commercial District it appear as if it is not as deep as we think it

181 The parcel to the north is shaded in and the correct shading should be the parcel to the west. The
182 parcel has a Special Use Permit for commercial use from a time when it was part of Bernalillo

183 County. Date and information on the tracts D and C were given to Planning and Zoning by Cliff
184 Spirock, Sr.

185 The second correction is for Cleo Padilla’s parcel. The zone map is showing that the C zone’s is
186 only 300 ft. deep and there is a portion of the same ot that extends beyond the 350 ft. line. Mr.

187 Padilla stated when zoned in 1984 the Village Council required him to zone the entire lot as C,
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including the remainder beyond 350 feet. Mrs. Tidwell said she will double check the ordinances
and the commercial zoning dimensions.

Another minor correction would be Lot 5 Lands of Manuel Chavez, behind the Village Mercantile. It
is likely to be zoned A2 not A1. There is a flag strip access to Corrales Road but that is south of the
C-zone.

Cyndie Tidwell will not be sending material for re mapping to MRCOG until after the Senior Living
Facility zone map amendment has been considered and decided upon by the Governing Body.

The use of these lots for independent living units will be in a later phase of the overall
project, he said.
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Mr. Appel recommended that description “Lots 2-6” in the recital and second paragraph be
changed to read “Lot 2A- being a re-plat of Lots 2-6".

Councilor Gerhart expressed concern that, if the parcel subject to this rezoning is not part of the
initial phase of development, it might become an isolated M zones if later phases were delayed or
abandoned. David Abell, attorney for Corrales Senior Living, explained that separation into
phases was dictated by financing considerations since it is more difficult to obtain credit for
independent living facilities; however, the integration of wastewater treatment and drainage
designs among the variously zoned parcels demonstrates the developer’'s commitment to pursue

the entire project.

Citizen Ron Reder asked if the 15-acre minimum requires for senior living facility zoningasa M
property is met in this instance, since the rezoning is for 6.5 acres of A-1 land? Chairman Harper
said that the Planning & Zoning Commission received a single Site Development Plan for alt of
the acreage and felt the 15-acre required was satisfied.
