L CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF 'VALLEGIA'NCE”"
Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order at 6:35 pm and led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Il APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Mayor Gasteyer suggested that item 8 be postponed to the next regular meeting. The Planning and
Zoning Commission was not able to process the final version and submit a recommendation.

He also suggested that item 16 be moved to the item number 8 position.

Motion: Move to approve the agenda with the changes suggested, Action: Approve, Moved by
Councilor Gagliano, Seconded by Councilor Gerhart.

Mayor Gasteyer announced the following:

- Saturday, October 31 is the Trick or Truck, Trailer or Trunk event at the Rec Center.
Judges are needed to judge the vehicle decorating contest;

- Tuesday, November 10 is the next regular Council meeting;
On Saturday, November 21 from 8 am - 2 pm, there is a fall cleanup day planned at the
Recycling Center and an opportunity to chip yard waste.

- The Christmas de Caballos Parade is on Sunday, November 22;

- There will not be a second Council meeting in November. The next regular meeting will be
December 1t, and the next meeting after that will be December 15,

- A decision was made yesterday by the Governor to freeze all capital outlay pro;ects which
was part of his request to the Special session, but not part of the bill sent to the Governor
for signature.

State Representative Ben Rodefer discussed the seven day Special Legislative Session. He
stated that the State of New Mexico is down about $1.2 billion dollars on a $6 billion budget when
both fiscal ‘09 and fiscal '10 are considered. That kind of shortfall is very difficult to address.
After a lot of discussion, there was a bill passed cutting about $553 million, which included
sweeping some State funds into different categories. The net cut to education was well under 1%,
so there was no significant impact to education. The unspent capital outlay projects from prior
years were not cut, they were just frozen. Any project that doesn’t have a contract was frozen.
There is hope that $150 million dollars can be pulled back by January for those projects to
proceed. The State Representative explained that revenue-raising measures were not addressed
under the Governor's call for the special session, though they could be when the lawmakers
reconvene in January.

Mayor Gasteyer asked about the agreements the Village have that use State Funds as matches for
federal funds, such as for trails and EPA? Also, another area of concern is that the Village doesn't
have a grant agreement yet for residential roads and drainage as reauthorized in the January -
March Legislative Session. The Village doesn’t have an agreement because of a hold-up at the
Department of Transportation.

Councilor Fahey asked what is a third-party contract? Rep. Rodefer said that such interpretations
are not fully known, but programs cannot be de-authorized except by action of the Legislature.

Councilor Gerhart said that there might be some danger if work that has been completed in a
design phase turns out to be not eligible for reimbursement because of its frozen status right now.
Representative Rodefer answered that shouldn’t be the case.
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Councilor Clauser said that the criteria to escape the frozen list seemed to be “shovel in the
ground”. However it becomes somewhat of a “catch 22”; if you don’t complete design, you can’t
begin shovel in the ground.

Representative Rodefer discussed projects and priorities within the State for funding. His approach
is to protect first vital State services, primary, secondary, and higher education and healthcare.

2. Village Administrator’s Report

Administrator Avila discussed the efforts being made for the 2010 Census. Joseph Maestas, our
Partnership Specialist, presented to the Complete Count Committee some important information
regarding the Census and how it directly relates to funding in Corrales.

The Corrales Cleanup is scheduled for November 21. It's from 8 am — 2 pm. This is a combined
effort between the Village, Sandoval County, RoadRunner Waste Service, Albuguerque Recycling,
and most importantly, the Recycling volunteers.. The recycling will take place behind the Fire
Station. There will be an information sheet in the RoadRunner bills. Chipping of yard waste will
take place at the Rec Center in the Growers’ Market Parking lot.

The GIS system is in the process of being updated to identify all addresses in the Village. This is
important from a public safety standpoint and also in the running of the upcoming elections.

Regarding gross receipts tax, Administrator Avila will ask the Mayor to appoint a Finance
Committee to review and advise the Goveming Body on a quarterly basis.

Councilor Clauser stated that she has been unable to get to the Levee Task Force meetings but
she will call Joe Quintana and get an update.

Nancy Nelson stated that she and her neighbors have been complaining about a stadium light that
is in a property two acres away that shines brightly. She said she has been complaining to the
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Planning and Zoning Department since December and that there have been several excuses made
to not address the situation. It is her opinion that there are ordinances in the Village that are not
being enforced, such as the Night Sky Protection Act.

Steve Henry thanked the Village for sponsoring the Corrales Recreation Ride. He thanked Lynn
Siverts, Parks and Rec Director, for setting up the brunch at the Rec Center that Perea’s catered.
He discussed the event and said that the net proceeds are between $3,000 and $3,500. CHAMP
would like use these funds to donate a public address system to the Top Form Arena facility.

Elizabeth Taylor asked to speak about the Findings and Conclusions for the Fogarty Property.
Mayor Gasteyer answered that since that is an agenda item and Ms. Taylor is counsel for the other
party, she will be able to address the Governing Body at that time.

Mayor Gasteyer stated that the Village takes good care of the sheep quartered at the Rec Center.
They are well fed and get good veterinary care. The Village takes their role as caregivers to the
sheep very seriously, contrary to letters in a recent Corrales Comment.

Councilor Gonzales pointed out a typo on the Animal Control report where it was stated that there
were 79 criminal complaints filed. Chief Vigil explained that it was Ilkely that one AC Officer
handled 7 complaints while the other handled 9..

Mayor Gasteyer reminded the Governing Body that there had been a request from the Municipal
League relating to railroad crossings. Even though the Village doesn’t have a railroad crossing,
Counselor Appel advised that the Village keep the Uniform Traffic Ordinance consistent with other
municipalities. There will need to be an amendment made to address that addition to the UTO.

8. Adoption of Findings and Conclusions of Law in the matter of the appeal by Saigan
Enterprises of a letter from the Village of Corrales Planning and Zoning Administrator, dated
June 8, 2009, to Tim Fogarty (dba Saigan Enterprises) directing removal of parking sign
and structure from public right-of-way

Moved to item #8

Because Mayor Gasteyer is Chief Executive Officer of the Village, and therefore a party in this
matter, he recused himself. Councilor Fahey presided as Mayor Pro Tem.
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Mayor Pro Tem Fahey stated that he had several editorial changes he would like to make.
1. On page 3, paragraph 6, delete the sentence that begins with “many” and ends with
‘permits”;
2. On page 3, paragraph 9, change it to say “vehicles have been parked” deleting the
words “including large trucks” and “commonly”;

3. On page 6, paragraph 2, delete the word “legal” and on the next line, delete the words
“is questionable, since it”;
4. On page 6, line 3, delete the first sentence fragment and begin the with: “The appellant

has not made any application”.

Councilor Gerhart stated that by her memory, Councilor Gagliano had made an amendment to the
decision of the Governing Body that had passed, and should be reflected on page 6, letter B “That
the Village would request that NMDOT would reconsider the posting of signs”. Counselor Appel
stated that he recalls the same thing, and perhaps that line could be amended to say “The Village
shall hereby request NMDOT reconsider the erection of the signs prohibiting parking”.

Councilor Clauser stated that in Ms. Taylor's suggested changes, in paragraph 11 of the Findings,
it is correct that the precise location of the right of way on Corrales Road was not determined.
Mayor Pro Tem Fahey disagreed, saying that the location of the property boundary was very clear.

Councilor Gagliano added that NMDOTs interpretation of what they own is fluid. Mayor Pro Tem
Fahey stated that it's because they don't have all of the property lines defined and that’s one of the
issues that will be addressed with the MainStreet pathways project; he doesn't believe there is a
‘no man’s land”. Councilor Gerhart responded that Tony Abbo of NMDOT testified the Department
had never undertaken a survey of ;ts own. /

Councilor Clauser stated that she feels the Village has been very casual about the decisions being
made on Corrales Road, and the Village has moved from having access only from properties
directly on Corrales Road to sw1tchmg to minor streets. It has not been clear how the Village has
done this.

Counselor Appel answered that he’s not sure what the lack of clarity is, and the ordinances have
been amended regarding whether preferred access would be only from Corrales Road or from
another street. Councilor Clauser stated that in her research, it has not been established clearly
the length of Corrales Road where the right-of-way is. Mayor Pro Tem Fahey answered that where
a property has been sold and where the property line is defined, we know where the right-of-way is.
Where property has been in the same ownership for an extended period of time, we probably don’t
know where the right-of-way is. Hopefully, these issues will be addressed with the Corrales
MainStreet grant to do the pathways. This was one of the concerns he had when the term “no
man’s land” was used; there is no such thing. Whatever exists between an owner's property and
the edge of the asphalt on the state highway, is the state right-of-way.

Councilor Gagliano asked Mayor Pro Tem Fahey about his suggested change on page 3, item 6.
He asked if the second sentence was stricken, shouldn't the first sentence also be deleted? Mayor
Pro Tem Fahey answered that he doesn’t have a problem with striking the whole thing, but he was
looking at that section as a presentation of facts. Counselor Appel stated that Councilor Gagliano
had accurately stated his intent in authoring that section: He felt that it was significant that neither
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of the properties being discussed had a driveway permit, and that it should be put in the context of
others testifying that this is not an uncommon situation along Corrales Road.

Councilor Gonzales feels that deleting that section would be deleting part of the discussion on
driveways that had occurred. Councilor Alsobrook didn't disagree with leaving it in, but he felt that
it's very vague and general regarding other properties. He stated that he would favor that second
sentence beginning with “other adjacent” or “other nearby” properties rather than “Many other...”.

Mayor Pro Tem Fahey asked if a good compromise would be removing “many” and saying “other
nearby”? Councilor Gonzales said that was fine, and her understanding about the discussion
regarding driveway permits is the driveway permits triggered a lot of what happened to the
appellant.

Motion: Move to approve the Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law of the Governing Body as
discussed with Mayor Pro Tem Fahey's suggestions, and Councilor Gerhart’s on paragraph B of
the Decision, Action: Approve, Moved by Councilor Gerhart, Seconded by Mayor Pro Tem
Fahey.

Motion: Move to amend page 6, paragraph 2 to include the words "was motivated” instead of
"appears to have been motivated", Action: Amend Moved by Councilor Gagliano, Seconded by
Mayor Pro Tem Fahey.

Councilor Clauser questioned number 7on Ms. Taylor s suggestions, the second sentence in
paragraph 7 on page 3 of the Findings. Mayor Pro Tem Fahey answered that by his recollection,
Mr. Abbo had commented that if people didn’t have adequate parking or access other than from
Corrales Road, they would allow Corrales Road.

Councilor Clauser also wished to insert an amendment that reads: “Appellant applied for and
received a business license for his property. The Village did not require the submission of a site
development plan in order to issue the business license. Appellant has not requested any other
permit or license from the Village.” She said that was discussed at length during the hearing. She
proposed that wording as an amendment as 9, renumbering the succeeding numbers, which the
Village Attorney said he would do if the amendment is approved. She also feels that when a
person applies for a business license, the Village needs to look at the location.

Motion: Move to insert the words "Appellant applied for and receive a business license for his
property. The Village did not require the submission of a site development plan in order to issue
the Village the business license and the Appellant has not requested any other permit or license
from the Village" as number 9 and renumber the succeeding numbers, Action: Amend, Moved by
Councilor Clauser, Seconded by Councilor Gonzales.

Vote: Motion passed (summary: Yes = 5, No = 1, Abstain = 0).
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Yes: Councilor Alsobrook, Councilor Clauser, Councilor Gagliano, Councilor Gerhart, Councilor

Councilor Alsobrook suggested an insertion as requested by Attorney Taylor's addition on the
Findings of Fact, number 21, after the word ‘crosswalk™: “and any changes in parking at the
property”.

Motion: Move to amend findings of fact number 21 to include "and any review in parking on the
property" after the word “crosswalk". , Action: Amend, Moved by Councilor Alsobrook, Seconded
by Councilor Clauser.

Mayor Pro Tem Fahey stated that he does not agree with this amendment because the Village
does not own the highway, or legislate how the right of way is used. At some point in the future,
the Village is going to have to work with NMDOT in putting in pathways, and there will be a need to
change parking. Any time that property boundaries are defined, there will have to be a change in
some of those parking areas, and will have to be addressed on an individual basis. Councilor
Gagliano said that he did not disagree, but that the amendment was an accurate representation of
the hearing. Councilor Gerhart was concerned that the revised Finding might appear to give the
Appellant permission to park in the public right-of-way and there is no adverse possession of public
property. Counselor Gonzales noted that the appeal was not about pathways. Counselor
Alsobrook said he understood that we don’t wish to set a precedent and, as a maker of the motion,
asked to insert “review of” between “any” and ‘changes” in the text of his motion.

Counselor Appel stated that the reason he didn’t make that change at the request of Ms. Taylor is
because this is a street intersection, and one of the items that is in the Village Code not brought
before the Governing Body is the Village requirement for a clear site triangle at intersections. That
was never brought up and there is no evidence on the record whether parking on or at the property
would VIolate the clear sute tnangle

Yes: Councilor Alsobrook, Councilor Clauser, Councilor Fahey, Councilor Gagliano, Councilor

13. Discussion of capital improvement projects in the Far Northwest Sector including
Don Julio Road and Access A (Northern and Hwy. 528) intersection.

‘The Mayor stated that he is in the process of extending offers to purchase from the owners of

property along the route of Don Julio Road, also known as road segment A. At its most recent
meeting, the Planning and Zoning Commission broadened the right-of-way to accommodate
Village Engineer Steve Grollman’s design near the Northern Boulevard and Highway 528, Access
A. The Mayor has also been invited to meet with PNM regarding the “bow-tie” lot on the Rio
Rancho side that intervenes between the Corrales boundary and the 528 right-of-way. Things
have been proceeding on several fronts and the Capital Improvements Advisory Committee has
been working very hard. ,

Gary Parker, Chalr of the CIAC, said Rio Rancho has approved a sketch for the intersection and it
has been sent to the Department of Transportation, and should provide comments within the next
couple of weeks.

Discussion ensued on funding issues.

Councilor Clauser said that Senator Sapien did tell her that $500,000 in funding was still available
for Access A, and the criteria given to the Village is that there needs to be a contract in place.

Gary Parker stated that since the right-of-way is going to be purchased, the actual design of Don
Julio has to occur and has to be built. The money was borrowed from the New Mexico Finance
Authority in 2007 to do that. The other item occurring is the update of the Capital Improvement
Plan and the Land Use Assumptions. The Land Use Assumptions will not change, but the CIP is in
progress. When it's done, the Council will have to review it and approve it.

Councilor Fahey asked if all the legislative funds are gone, can we still build Access A? Mr. Parker
answered that under the current CIP, yes. The Village was way ahead of budget on the CIP.
Councilor Fahey asked if the Village could just go ahead with the project? Mayor Gasteyer
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answered we could if the Northwest Sector was built out and the Village had collected impact fees
on the properties . At the moment, there are only 70 houses up there. So the Village borrowed
money from NMFA. There hasn't been any construction up there in a while so no impact fees have
been paid in, and there is also a side issue of credits that have accrued up there. Some new
construction will receive a paper credit, so the NMFA money is enough to acquire the property on
Don Julio Road and to build Don Julio Road. There really needs to be some more housing up
there. Gary Parker added that the money borrowed was for Road A, not for Access A. There was
a secondary part that would have been borrowed for Access A, but it wasn't borrowed because the
Village didn’t know when they would build Access A.

Councilor Gagliano observed that if Access A is not accomplished, money may have to be
refunded to those already assessed impact fees. Councilor Alsobrook was concerned that the
projects may not be accomplished within the statutory time frames. Councilor Clauser stated that
she thinks the Village needs to move forward as much as we can afford. Mr. Parker added that
lately, there has been a rush to get this going so it’s not considered a stalled project.

Councilor Gerhart recalled hearing that impact fees can only be spent within the Corrales Municipal
limits. She asked what the rules are regarding that and if that's why Road A is separate from
Access A? Mr. Parker answered that the Road A was just a name for a piece of road, and the
project can be outside of Corrales, but has'to be part of the service area. The service area is being
extended because the acceleration/deceleration lanes and medians have to be built.

Counselor Appel agreed that it is a good idea to expand the service area and it is a not a hard-and-
fast rule that you can’t build outside the service area. The key questions is: Does it benefit the
service area?

Brian Kilcup, the Chair of the Bicycle Pedestrian Committee, stated that there are a number of
bicycle commuters that go both ways between Corrales and Rio Rancho. They would like the
Village to look at bicycle lanes along the Access A route. Those lanes can also be used for
pedestrians. Councilor Clauser stated that she believes those lanes are already there, because
Tony Abbo from NMDOT had requested them.

14. Discussion of elemenfs of the implementation chapter of the Corrales Master Trails
Plan, April 15, 2009 and available funding sources.

Evelyn Losack stated that she is opposed to the proposal on Sagebrush Road to go through her
property with a bike trail to the Thompson Fence Line bike path. She wants to keep the land as is
because any construction will deface the property and its value. She also doesn’t trust what the
Village will do and feels that her family has done enough for the Village. Ms. Losack also
encouraged the development of Salce Park. The Mayor commented that the proposal is to create
the bike trail on lots owned by the Southern Sandoval County Arroyo and Flood Control Authority
adjacent to the Losack lots.

Councilor Gerhart, addressing a worksheet distributed to the Council, suggested that a list of trails
that the Committees want to work on and that are trails that the Governing Body approves needs to
be looked at. She compared the process to the periodic review of the Co-Op road repair list.
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Chris Allen from the Bicycle Pedestrian Advisory Commission stated that there are specific projects
her committee has been concentrating on; one is the bicycle connection through SSCAFCA
property at the top of Sagebrush; another is a bike connection at the west end of Coronado Road
to connect with the Thompson Fence-line trail; and they are supportive of the bicycle lanes along
West Meadowlark. She also said that a mission of the Committee is to work in conjunction with
other advocacy groups, and it's frustrating that other communities are so ahead of Corrales in
constructing a trails network. Now that there is a plan, it is important that the plan is implemented.
The Committee would like to see a staff member in the administration to coordinate with all of the
different committees. She suggested a quarterly meeting of all the committee chairs to ensure that
they are all working together. The Mayor and Administrator said a staff person would be
designated to assist.

Councilor Clauser asked Ms. Allen about the detailed list of proposed trail construction projects and
asked if the committee is looking at them and prioritizing? Ms. Allen said if that's the instruction of
the Governing Body, then yes, the Committee will look at the projects and prioritize them.

Holly Roberts of BIPAC said that the SSCAFCA Executive Director Stoliker indicated the Authority
could construct the connecting bike trail at Sagebrush if properly set forth in a Joint Powers
Agreement.

Jeff Radford commented that SSCAFCA should bay for trails because of erosion control. They
could be convinced it's within their mission to avoid erosion..

Steve Henry from the Equestrian Advisory Committee said that when the committee was asked by
RTI to provide trails information, they did a detailed report and sent it in, but never saw it again. He
discussed the Thompson Fence Line trail which is used_ by some trail riders.

Councilor Clauser asked about Cabezon Road which is listed in the Resource Technology Master
Trails Plan as a 10’ paved trail. She said that a lot of people in that area are really concerned
about possible increased traffic. She wanted to know if the 10’ paved trail would be on the north or
south side. She urged the Village to be careful with that area with regard to traffic.

Councilor Gerhart, a member of the Metropolitan Transportation Board, said that the Village’s
request for federal funding for the Meadowlark bike lanes and trail was approved in the fiscal '09-
"10 plan and money should be available in April 2010.

Mr. Henry said equestrians, of course, are not looking for paved surfaces as trails. He also
suggested that the Planning and Zoning staff notify the BIPAC, Equestrian and other trails-
interested committees for possible input when subdivisions are considered. Councilor Gerhart
pointed to the hatched areas on pg. 49 in the RTI document as illustrations of connectivity and
Councilor Alsobrook applauded trails which dovetail. Councilor Gagliano noted that post
development, enforcement of trails requirements can be difficult. Councilor Gerhart noted that
“constructed” is part of the trails in subdivision ordinance language. Jeff Radford observed that the
newly elected Board at the Middle Rio Grande Conservancy District is more favorable to “Ditches
with Trails” suggestions and recommended a presentation by the Village to that Board.

Discussion ensued on funding and project priorities.
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No action was taken.

15. Discussion of possible property tax mill levy increase for general operating revenue
purposes.

Mayor Gasteyer stated that he went to the Department of Finance and Administration and met with
Brenda Suazo-Giles. He said that there can be a mill levy change made by resolution or in the
preliminary or final budget resolutions. The first time any change in revenue would be seen would
be in January 2011. The Mayor is going to do some more research with the County Assessor’s
and Treasurer's offices. He’s not sure how much revenue potential is being looked at just yet.

Councilor Clauser said she had received complaints from Corralenos about reassessments of raw
land.

Councilor Gagliano didn't think this was a timely thing to do considering the economy.
