72 - There is a craft show on Friday-Sunday at the Old Church;

73 - The regular Council meeting will be held on December 15, rather than December

93 2. Administrator's Report

94

95 Administrator Avila stated that regarding the schedule with the wastewater, there needs

96 be some extra construction time in order to meet deadlines. BWR Constructors will be

97 working two Saturdays: December 12 and December 19, and will work from 9:00 am -

98 3:30 pm. There will be an additional charge to the project budget by Souder Miller to

99 oversee that work. Albuquerque Public Schools called Administrator Avila with concerns

100 that the construction could be a problem as Corrales Elementary is dismissed early on

101 Wednesdays, during the time the construction work is occurring. APS also wanted to let
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102 the Village know that school will be out on Thursday and Friday, and winter break begins

103 on December 21st.

104

105 The Tenorio Road work has been slowed down due to a gas line interfering with a

106 culvert going in. The gas company will be out next Tuesday to fix it.

107

108 Corrales Clean-up was very successful. Several Village staff members and volunteers

109 manned the Clean-Up. The demand for electronic recycling was more than anticipated.

110 Goodwill Industries does take computers. Albuquerque Recycling takes televisions.

111 The Corrales Fire Department and Fire Rescue Association are providing food baskets

112 to needy families and have the giving tree in Village Hall, and are also collecting food

113 items through December 24. In 2008, they helped out 28 families, 128 people, and 70 of

114 those people were children.

115

116 The request for the Corrales Future Fund to present next meeting can be done during

117 the Village Administrator's Report at the next regular Council Meeting. The Corrales

118 Future Fund is a trust set up to provide funding to Village activities and programs

119 through endowments.

120

121 The Village is making available safety addressing signs that the public can purchase in

122 Village Hall at a minimal cost. They should hopefully be available by the end of

123 December.

124

125 The SSCAFCA Joint Powers Agreement draft is being reviewed by their attorney. The

126 goal is to have it reviewed by the SSCAFCA board at their meeting in January,

127 Councilors Gagliano, Fahey and Clauser were at the last meeting. The three

128 requirements SSCAFCA has set as parameters are: an approved plan be in place: the

129 funds be used for drainage; and that the Village operate and maintain the improvements.

130

131 The Stormwater Management Plan process is underway.

132

133 The Village website will be updated by the end of the week with election information and

134 education.

135

136 Councilor Clauser asked about the document that SSCAFCA keeps bringing up that was

137 signed by the VUlage in 1998 the Westside Drainage Investigation. Administrator Avila

138 said it was signed in 2000 and that both parties declared that the document was not a

139 commitment to implement drainage improvements. Councilor Clauser stated that

140 planning documents such as that should not be cast in stone and it's now being

141 remembered as such by SSCAFCA. She feels that the Village should be very careful in

142 signing planning documents.

143

154 bike lanes.

177 Discussion and consideration of Ordinance 09-017, an ordinance amending

178 Chapter 18, Article V Terrains and Storm Water Management of the Code of

179 Ordinances of the Village of Corrales, being Ordinance No. 06-03, adopted

180 October 24, 2006; amending the definitions of certain terms; requiring "as built"

181 drawings upon completion of required water control structures or modification of

182 terrain; and making technical and editorial corrections and changes.

184 Counselor Appel pointed out that the recommendation from the Planning and Zoning

185 Commission is to modify the text to change the words "as built" to "record" regarding

186 drawings.

187

188 Motion: Move to approve Ordinance 09-01 7, changing all usage of the term `as built" to

189 "record" throughout the document, and omitting the word "construction" on line 991,

190 Action: Approve, Moved by Councilor Gagliano, Seconded by Councilor Gerhart.

216 7. Discussion and consideration of Resolution 09-056, a resolution calling for

217 a Regular Election to be held on March 2, 2010 in the Village of Corrales.

218

219 The Resolution is required to be posted in English and Spanish. The offices of Mayor

220 and Councilors in Districts 1, 3, and 4 are up for Election. Mayor Gasteyer discussed

221 the contents and dates listed in the Resolution for elections.

222

223 Village Clerk Juan Reyes stated that he will have a lot of information regarding elections

224 on the Village website. He discussed Voter View, a webpage where residents can check

225 to see what district they reside in.

226

227 Motion: Move to approve Resolution 09-056 calling for a regular election to be held on

228 March 2, 2010 in the /illage of Corrales. Action: Approve. Moved by Councilor Clauser,

229 Seconded by Councilor Gerhart.

230

231 Mayor Gasteyer noted that there was an article over the weekend about a new pilot

232 project that Rio Rancho is trying out regarding elections. There will be only five polling

233 locations, as opposed to the normal 17. There are still some questions regarding the

234 legality of certain aspects of the project, such as signature rosters. This project was

235 approved by the Secretary of State for Rio Rancho only.

236

237 Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote summary: Yes = 6.

238 Yes: Councilor Fahey, Councilor Clauser, Councilor Gerhart, Councilor Gonzales,

239 Councilor Alsobrook, Councilor Gagliano.

242 8. Discussion and consideration of a Facility Lease and Agreement between

243 the Village of Corrales and Sandoval County for the Senior Center.

244

245 Administrator Avila and Mayor Gasteyer met with the Sandoval County Senior Center

246 program regarding the Senior Center in Corrales. The building is owned by the Village,

247 but the program is run by Sandoval County. The Senior Center gets 75% of their funds

248 from the County, 12.5% from the State and 12.5% from federal funds. They have a
249 different capital outlay process. Senior Center programs throughout the state are

250 lumped together, rather than county by county. There was $24,000 budgeted for

251 Sandoval County to replace the stove in the Corrales Senior Center, but those funds are

252 part of the Governor's fiscal freeze.

253
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254 The current Agreement was adopted in 1998. In the new Agreement, the Village is

255 offering the use of the facility rent free, and will pick up the cost of utilities gas, electric,

256 Qwest and Comcast, which runs over $5,000 a year. The Senior Center would also like

257 the Village to take on the scheduling of other groups using the Center, such as an

258 Alcoholics Anonymous Group, C.H.A.M.P, and MainStreet. If the Village is in charge of

259 scheduling, we can apply the same fee schedule we apply to the Corrales Community

260 Center for groups to rent the Senior Center.

261

262 Councilor Fahey commented that there is a new director at the Senior Center who is

263 trying to increase the involvement of seniors in Corrales, and also increase activities.

264

265 Councilor Clauser stated that she's heard a lot of good things about the new people

266 running the Senior Center. One of the concerns that she has heard, however, is that

267 there is not any transportation available for seniors who cannot drive.

268

269 Motion: Move to approve the Facilities Lease Agreement between the Village of

270 Corrales and Sandoval County regarding the Senk* Center, Action: Approve, Moved

271 by Councilor Fahey, Seconded by Councilor Alsobrook.

272 Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote summary: Ye = 6.

273 Yes: Councilor Fahey, Councilor Clauser, Councilor Gerhart, Councilor Gonzales,

274 Councilor Alsobrook, Councilor Gagliano.

277 9. Discussion of a Joint Powers Agreement regarding Salce Park with

278 Southern Sandoval County Arroya Flood Control Authority

279

280 The Mayor said the Joint Powers Agreement is not ready for approval by the Governing

281 Body. David Stoliker, Executive Engineer with the Southern Sandoval County Arroyo

282 Flood Control Authority SSCAFCA will send the Village a very preliminary draft this

283 week, and plans to take it to the SSCAFCA board in January. Other communication

284 from Mr. Stoliker indicates that Clint Dodge of WH Pacific, the engineer on contract who

285 worked on the Salce Park Basin and Loma Larga Basin study, will want to make a

286 presentation to the Governing Body. Mr. Stoliker pointed out that it is important to the

287 Joint Powers Agreement process that the Village accept the study because it is

288 SSCAFCA's policy not to fund any project that does not have a plan approved by the

289 recipient. It appears to the Mayor that SSCAFCA will want the Village to "buy into" the

290 $6.5 million dollar drainage plan for the drainage basins prior to offering any funding for

291 the Salce Park site.

292

293 Councilor Gagliano stated that he is surprised at the Mayor's comments, because it's

294 circular: in order to be given $400,000 to spend how we want to spend it, we have to

295 approve a plan that says they can spend it how they want to spend it?

296

297 Councilor Fahey stated that he spoke with David Stoliker and told him the Village cannot

298 afford $6.5 million dollars. We would like to do something that we can afford, which will

299 be acceptable in the short-term and not disrupt a possible ling term plan. Chairman

300 Conkling understands that the Village doesn't have the funds or the sources for funds.

301 The idea was for SSCAFCA to contribute something to Salce Park development so that

302 citizens can use it as a recreation facility while drainage is addressed. The Councilor

303 said that anything done at Salce Park would be an improvement. He also mentioned
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304 that SSCAFCA was committing funds to improve the swale at the escarpment to prevent

305 flows from the Rio Rancho into the drainage basins.

306

307 Administrator Avila stated that the presentation of Clint Dodge was an accepted plan

308 from SSCAFCA. In the conversations at the meeting, they talked about the JPA with

309 Corrales and that we would have local solution within the JPA. The parameters they put

310 on the JPA is that it be part of a plan that they approve. The other two items deal with

311 drainage and that the Village being responsible for and maintain ownership of any work

312 done.

313

314 Councilor Clauser expressed concern that a 14-foot pond needs to be dug, and that will

315 probably be a concern for the neighborhood. She also asked how much difficulty the

316 Village has with storm water and drainage ordinances not being followed? Mayor

317 Gasteyer answered the Planning and Zoning Department has been very diligent about

318 requiring ponding for new construction and remodels on the west side, but there are

319 many properties where ponds are not present. The Village's ability to enter onto private

320 property to enforce the Terrain and Storm Water Management ordinance is difficult.

321 Councilor Clauser stated that the Village needs to be very careful in managing that.

322

323 Councilor Gagliano stated that the 14-foot pond seems clearly more than is needed for

324 detention at the Salce Park location, comparing the situation with the pond depth along

325 Meadowlark. He attended that meeting arid recalled that Mr. Stoliker offered as

326 enforcement to go and clean out ponds that had filled in, but then Board Member Don

327 Rudy suggested that it was impractical to assume that the Village could enforce that for

328 the Salce neighborhood, and everyone in the SSCAFCA boundary would need to be

329 provided for, otherwise they would be providing unequal service. Mark Conkling said

330 that it would be an impractical route to take

331

332 Ron Reder was recognized aiid said he attended the meeting SSCAFCA presented two

333 options: the 1 4-foot pond and structures beyond to convey the water to the Main Canal;

334 or retaining drainage on properties above Sake Park. The latter is a false premise since

335 most property above the Park is vacant and our Ordinance can only impose ponding

336 when building occurs.

337

338 Councilor Fahey asked where the 14 foot pond came from? Administrator Avila stated

339 that it was from a comment made by Clint Dodge and is not in any documents. The last

340 report showed a 10-foot excavation with a 5 foot berm covering 2 acres.

341

342 Councilor Clauser said the attempt to get things down on paper is really valuable.

343

344 Councilor Gagliano stated that the thought the ponding is to carry the flow from the pond

345 at Salce down to Loma Larga, so it's not the same as personal ponding. It is an attempt

346 to move the water from Salce Park to Loma Larga. He is skeptical that a personal pond

347 on every property is going to stop the rate of water flow in the area.

348

349 Councilor Gonzales added that the lack of personal ponding and the lack of adhering to

350 not blocking natural arroyo flows is what's causing the water to go random. She thinks

351 it's a really interesting concept having easements where it changes who controls what

352 happens to those arroyos and ponds.

353
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354 Councilor Clauser said that another concern needs to be whether MRGCD will accept

355 more water into their system.

356

357 Mayor Gasteyer stated that he is concerned about the notion that Corrales is responsible

358 for our own drainage problems, even though 90% of the problem is coming off of

359 Corrales land. Our property taxes are paying SSCAFCA to address flood control

360 problems approximately as much as they are paying the Village for our general

361 municipal functions.

362

363 Councilor Gerhart stated that just because Corrales is not upstream from somebody else

364 doesn't mean we're not part of the regional problem. Our options for moving stormwater

365 to the river are limited.

366

367 Discussion ensued on retention of stormwater.

368

369 Councilor Fahey added that SSCAFCA wants to have educational programs for home

370 owners teaching them how to stop water flow on their properties. He had asked the

371 SSCAFCA lawyer if the Village could build ponds for people who don't have them and

372 then turn the ponds over to the owners for maintenance. The lawyer did not seem to

373 think it would be a problem or a violation of the anti-donation clause. Counselor Appel

374 added that if the Village can show that it is a public benefit, it would not violate the anti-

375 donation clause.

376

377 Ron Reder said that he did take advantage of the presentation that SSCAFCA put on at

378 the school in Rio Rancho. It was very informative and there is a 20 minute educational

379 video that is available on the SSCAFCA website. There was also a landscape designer

380 present who specialized in erosion control who explained the techniques used in a pond

381 that was getting flooded. He showed attendees some very simple techniques that

382 homeownerOs can use to measure the contours on their land, and the design

383 characteristics for swales that can move water without triggering erosion and some of

384 the erosion prevention techniques. These are all relatively inexpensive.

385

386 No action was taken tonight.

387

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404 Katy Eagan introduced Tree City USA, a program sponsored by the USDA Forest

405 Service. She reviewed the requirements for a city recognized as a Tree City. Access to

406 grants would be available to the Village.

408 Mayor Gasteyer asked if the Village can take credit for what the highway department

409 does on trees on Corrales Road in the $2 per capita requirement? Ms. Eagan was not

410 sure.

411

412 Councilor Gerhart stated that the Village should get credit for being one of the largest

413 tree wholesalers in the State.

414

415 Motion: Move to approve Resolution 09-058 for the Village of Corrales to apply to the

416 State Forester as a member of Tree City USA, Action: Approve, Moved by Councilor

417 Clauser, Seconded by Councilor Gonzales.

418 Vote: Motion carried by unanimous roll call vote summary: Yes = 6.

419 Yes: Councilor Fahey, Councilor Clauser, Councilor Gerhart, Councilor Gonzales,
