BWR, the contractors for the wastewaler praiects, have made change orders W the construction contract
term due to unexpected weather events, Work will be suspended beginning January 13, on which date they
will meet with Mayor Gasteyer and Administrator Avila to discuss an extension because of weather and

temperatures prohibiting their work.

A n electricat connector failure occurred on January 8 at 6:45 am causing a power outage throughout maost
of the Village and service was restorad by 7:45 am. While explaining the outage, PMM identified the need

for an 1800 # overhead line to be installed to improve service ko the Rayo del Sol neighborhaad,

Administrator Avila met with the Safe Routes to School for a close-out session for Phase | of their grant due
by January 15, They also started the interest letter that needs to be submitted by January 15 to start an
Phasge Il.

Thete was an exit conference with Patitlo, Brown and Hilt on January 6 b review findings of the Village's
indepandant augdit. That will go to the State Auditar for approvat, and then it will be presented to the

Governing Body.

Councilor Clauser stated that people have come to her concemed that when the Village paid extra money to
bury an elactic ransmission dine that came into the Village aittle over two years ago, PNM had said that
doing 50 woutd make eleckicity service maora reliable, She said that it would be good to check what axactly

had been promised by PNM, Mayor Gasteyer explained that PHM was connecting a station at Access A
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ard ane further north, and it was suppesed to provide backup capacity. Councilar Gagliang stated thal the
plang for whatever PNM has put in should hiave addressed power needs. Ta say now that the power needs
will be addrassed above ground as opposad to underground is disingenuscus and they need to be held
accourtable. Any change that needs to be done should be on their dime, nol ours, Discussion ensued on

power needs in Corrales,

Coungelor Appel staked that regarding Councilor Clauser's comments about the 2008 decision, he recalls
thal PNM clearly stated that the pumose of looping the lings was to ensure more reliable electrical service.
They never stated that # would improve electrical service within the Village of Corrales,  With regard to
Councilor Gagliano’s comments, the Yillage, like all municipalities served by PNM, is bound by the
underground rider decision approved by the Public Begulation Commission in a case around 3 years ago.
Under that PRC ruling, which governs rates throughout the state, PMNM, upon detesmining a new ling is
needed, generally will design it as an overhead fine because it's cheaper to instalh. [fthe local govemment
determines by rule, palicy or ordinance that it shauld be praced underground, then it is the obligation of the
municipaiity ar the rake payers therain to cover that additional cosl, aver and abgve what it woldd have cost

ta put it abowe ground.
