ORDINANCE NO. 10-002

An Ordinance amending Ordinance No. 342, adopted February 12, 2002,
relating to the Far Northwest Sector Plan, amending the description of
Road Segment “A”, now known as Don Julio Road

Whereas, by Ordinance No. 342, adopted February 12, 2002, the Governing Body of the
Village of Corrales adopted the Far Northwest Sector Plan, an addendum to the Northwest Sector
Plan approved and adopted July 28, 1992; and

Whereas, said Far Northwest Sector Plan included an Appendix B, providing
descriptions of various proposed roads in the planning area, including specifically “SEGMENT
‘A’ — DESCRIPTION OF THE NCOD ROAD”; and

Whereas, on the advice of the Capital Improvements Advisory Committee and with the
approval of the Planning and Zoning Commission, certain adjustments have been made to the
desired route and right of way of Road Segment “A”, thereby altering its description; and

Whereas, since development has begun, Road Segment “A” is commonly known as Don
Julio Road; and

Whereas, the text of an amended and modified description for “Segment ‘A’ —
Description of the NCOD Road” is attached hereto.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE
VILLAGE OF CORRALES:

1. Appendix B of the Far Northwest Sector Plan, adopted by Ordinance No. 342, is
amended by substitution of the attached “Segment ‘A’ — Description of the NCOD Road” in
place of the description thereof appearing on Page 28 of the Far Northwest Sector Plan as
originally adopted.

2. The “Draft Map 2, Transportation” appearing in the original Far Northwest Sector
Plan is amended in its entirety and replaced by the attached map titled “Village of Corrales Far
Northwest Sector Access Roads” dated September 28, 2009.

3. Except as amended by this Ordinance and by any other ordinance that may be
adopted contemporaneously herewith, the Far Northwest Sector Plan adopted by Ordinance No.
342 and the provisions thereof remain in full force and effect.

SEVERABILITY CLAUSE: Should any section, paragraph, clause or provision of this

Ordinance be held to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the invalidity or
unenforceability of such section, paragraph, clause or provision shall not affect any of the

remaining provisions of this Ordinance. The Governing Body of the Village of Corrales hereby
declares that it would have passed this Ordinance and each section, subsection, sentence, clause,
word or phrase thereof irrespective of any one or more sections, subsections, sentences, clauses,
words or phrases being declared unconstitutional or otherwise invalid.

EFFECTIVE DATE AND PUBLICATION: This Ordinance shall become effective and be in
full force and effect from and after its passage, publication and posting, according to law.
