Sec. 6-1. Definitions.
The following words, terms and phrases, when used in this chapter, shall have the meanings
ascribed to them in this section, except where the context clearly indicates a different meaning:

Abandonment: The act of abdicating care and control over an animal by releasing it in a location
unfamiliar to the animal and with the intention of severing ownership relations to the animal.

Adoption: The transfer of ownership from a Village Animal Services Officer or qualified foster care giver
to a qualified owner.

Aggressive: Any companion animal that exhibits unnaturally hostile behavior toward humans or other
animals when unprovoked.

Alter: To render an animal incapable of reproduction.

Animal means any vertebrate member of the animal kingdom, excluding man. “Deg™and-‘cat>-means
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Animal Control Service officer means a police officer or a designated, commissioned employee or
commissioned contract employee of the village with the authority to issue citations or otherwise enforce
the provisions of this chapter.

Animal Service shelter means any pound, lot, premises or building maintained by the village or its
contractor for the care, custody and disposal of animals.

Bite er-bitten means an actual puncture or tear of the skin inflicted by the teeth of an animal.

Companion animal:An animal that is commonly considered to be or is considered
by the owner to be a pet, including but not limited to_ canines and felines.
Does not include hybrids.

Cruelty: Taunting or provoking aggressive behavior, withholding basic care, abandonment, violent
striking, burning, or killing of an animal unless justified by an unprovoked immanent threat to a human or
other animal.

Dangerous animal means animals wildlife or exotic animals which, because of their poisonous bite or
sting, their size, their propensity to viciousness or aggressiveness, would constitute a significant hazard to
the citizens of the village.




Establishment means a place of business, together with its grounds and equipment.

Estray or running at large means any animal at large beyond the boundaries of the premises of the
animal’s owner or keeper, i j without physical restraint and immediate control
of the animals owner or keeper a nore-than-eightfeetindength-

EXxotic animals means animals not normally considered domesticated and shall include, but not be limited
to:
1) Class reptilia: Order phidia (such as racers, boas, water snakes and pythons) and order
loricate (such as alligators, caymans and crocodiles).
(2) Class ayes: Order falconiformes (such as hawks, eagles, and vultures) and subdivision ratitae
(such as ostriches, rheas, cassowaries, and emus).
(3) Class mammalia: Order carnivora: family felidae (such as ocelots, lions, tigers, jaguars,
leopards and cougars), except commonly accepted domesticated cats; the family canidae
(such as wolves, dingos, coyotes, jackals and hybrids produced by breeding these canids with
domesticated dogs), except domesticated dogs; family mustelidae (such as weasels, martens,
mink, badgers); family procynnidae (raccoon); family ursidae (such as bears); and order
edentata (such as sloths, anteaters, armadillos); order proposcidae (elephants); order primata
(such as monkeys, chimpanzees, and gorillas); order rodenta (such as porcupines); and order
ungulata (such as antelope, deer, bison and camels).

Feral cat: means a cat that
1. is born in the wild or is the offspring of an owned or feral cat and is not socialized,
2. is aformerly owned cat that has been abandoned and is no longer socialized,

Foster care giver means an individual who is registered with the village to
extend temporary care to a companion animal and actively seeks permanent

homes for unclaimed companion animals.

Hobby kennel: multiple dogs kept in a single location under single ownership for breeding, hunting, show.,
training, field trials and exhibition purposes.

Impound: The receipt of an animal by an Animal Service Officer of the Village
of Corrales.

Intact: A companion animal of either sex capable of reproduction.

Keeper: a person in possession or control of a dog or other animal. A person becomes the keeper of a
stray domesticated animal, if the person feeds that animal for at least 10 consecutive days.

Leash: means a cord, rope, strap, or chain not more than 8 feet in length which shall be securely fastened
to_the collar or harness of a dog or other animal and shall be of sufficient strength to keep such dog or
other animal under control while off of the owners premises.

Licensed veterinarian means a person with a doctor of veterinary medicine degree, licensed to practice in
the state.

Nuisance means, but is not limited to, animal defecation, urination, disturbing the peace, emitting noxious
or offensive odors showing excessive aggressive behavior to people or other animals or otherwise

endangering or offending the well-being of the inhabitants of the village.
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Owner: any person having a right of property in an animal, or who keeps or harbors an_animal, or who
has it in his care, or acts as its custodian, or who knowingly permits a dog to remain on any premises




occupied by him or her. "Owner" does not include a feral cat caretaker participating in a trap, spay/neuter,
return or release program.

Patrol dog means a trained, attended (accompanied by a human handler) dog with certified canine skills,
including, but not limited to, tracking, crowd control, scent detection of narcotics or explosives and
building searches. “Patrol dogs” also include such dogs which are certified and trained to aggressively
attack upon a handler's command or when the handler is in jeopardy, and then only to thwart the
threatened behavior. A patrol dog may be authorized as a site guard dog if certified and trained in those
functions.

Personal assistance dog means a companion animal trained to provide assistance for a person due to a
disability.

Premises means a parcel of land and the structures thereon.

Protected furbearer means animals regulated by the state game and fish department's hunting and
trapping seasons; they are raccoon, badger, weasel, fox, ringtail, bobcat, muskrat, beaver and nutria.

Quarantine means to detain or isolate an animal suspeected—of-contagion for behavioral and health
observation due to a biting incident,

Site guard dog means an unattended dog trained to guard premises and/or vehicle against trespass by
unauthorized persons, and based upon its training is unwilling to leave the protected premises or vehicle
without the presence of its handler or owner.

Traffic leash: A tether 1-1/2-3 % feet in length held by a companion animal’s
owner, to limit the animals distance from its owner while at public
activities and events.

Tethering: Confining an animal when unattended by the owner with a tether,

rope or chain to a stationary obiject.

Unprotected furbearer means animals that are not regulated by the state game and fish department’s
hunting and trapping seasons; they are skunks and coyotes.

Vaccination means the protection against rabies by inoculation with antirabies vaccine, recognized and
given in an amount sufficient to provide immunity from rabies for a minimum of one year.

Vertebrate pest means any vertebrate member of the animal kingdom which does damage to man or the
environment. Such term includes rodents, carnivores, other mammals, birds, reptiles and amphibians,
and fish.

Vicious animal means any companion animal which bites or in any other manner attacks or attempts to
attack a person or animal, except ap a companion animal that bites or attacks any person or animal who
is unlawfully upon the owner’s premises, or an animal which is provoked to attack.

Wildlife means mammals, birds, carnivores, reptiles or other non-

domesticated, companion or exotic animals, considered to live in the natural

environment either as permanent or migratory residents.

Sec. 6-2. Penalty for violation of chapter.

Any person convicted of a violation of any provision of this chapter shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and
shall be punished in accordance with section 1-6. Each day such violation is committed or permitted to
continue shall constitute a separate offense and shall be punishable as such under this section.

Sec. 6-3. Vaccination of dogs-and-cats-required: Companion animals
Degs-and-eats Companion animals over the age of three months shall be vaccinated against rabies.



The animal shall receive a booster within the 12-month interval following the initial vaccination. Every
domestic dog and cat shall be revaccinated against rabies within 12 months if a 1-year vaccine is
administered or within 36 months if a 3-year vaccine is administered with a rabies vaccine licensed by the
United States Department of Agriculture and administered according to label recommendations. The
Compendium of Animal Rabies Control (CARC), published by the National Association of Public Health
Veterinarians, Inc. shall be the reference for the route of inoculation and the type of vaccine. All
antirabies vaccine shall be administered by a licensed veterinarian. The veterinarian who administers the
antirabies vaccine shall furnish the owner with a tag which shali be affixed by the owner to the collar or
harness of the animal and shall be worn at all times.

Sec. 6-4. Licensing and permitting and-vaccination requirements for degs-and-cats.companion animals
(a) Mascination, license required. No person shall own, possess or keep any
Companion animal within the village unless such animal is vaceinated-and licensed with
a village pet license.
(b) Certificate of vaccination. All owners or persons applying for a village animal license shall
present a current antirabies-vaceination certificate of anti rabies protection issued by a
licensed veterinarian.

(c)  Issuing agency; register. The-eo of issuing Rima nd-tags) o-the
fesponsibility—of the village clerk or the clerk’s designated representative, whe shall
maintain a register containing the following information:

(1) Date and number of each license and tag issued;
2 Name and address of owner;
(3) Type and date of antirabies vaccinations. (1 or 3 year license)

(4) altered/unaltered
{5) Status (companion, guard, patrol, personal assistance,

foster)

(d) Animal eentrel_Service Officers; reports. The village clerk may delegate authority and
responsibility to the designated animal centrel service officer to st .
issue licenses and tags. The clerk shall assign licenses and receipt books to the animal
eontrol service officer and require monthly-reperts report summary reflecting information
pertaining to licenses and tags sold and an accounting for any fees collected.

(e)  Issuance of license and tag. The village-clerk-or designated animal centrol service officer,
upon receiving proof of antirabies vaceination protection, shall issue to the owner a license
and serially numbered tag.

1) Owners will be allowed a ten-day grace period to license their animals with the
village from the date of renewal of the rabies vacscination certificate.

(2) The license shall contain the information required in subsection (c) (1) of this
section. All licenses and tags shall be issued for a period to expire on the
expiration date of the current rabies vaecination certificate

) Fees. The fees for scheduled licenses and tags and services under this chapter shall be
as follows:

Dogs 3 yr, unailtered $225.00
Cats, 1 yr unaitered -—--—- $75.00

1. Senior citizens shall be levied an annual license and tag fee of $2.00 of % for each
Reutered-dog-or-cat altered companion animal. To qualify as a senior citizen, the person
must present proof of age to be 55 62 years of age

2. Persons presenting verification of low income assistance from the State of New Mexico
will be assessed a tag fee of % for each altered companion animal,

3. Companion animal owners presenting verification from a licensed veterinarian that
spay or neutering procedures will pose a threat to their animal's health may be licensed
under the altered fee rates,

4. Home breeder/show animals permitted in the Village may be licensed under the
altered rate

Transfer of license or tag prohibited. No person shall use any vasceination certificate or
issued license or tag for a different dog—eat-or companion animal than the animal for
which the certificate or license was issued.

Transfer of ownership in Corrales. If there is a change in owner of a licensed dogjor-cat
companion animal, a resident of Corrales the-new-owner may have the current license or
tag transferred upon payment of a transfer fee of $1.00.

Guide—dogs—hearing pttrom—fees Personal assistance dogs. Any-guide

oF any dog trained to aid a handicap disabled person, shall be exempt from the licensing
fees of this section, but must otherwise comply with all licensing and tag requirements of
this chapter.

Site guard dogs and patrol dogs. Site guard dogs or patrol dogs shall be required to meet
vaccination and licensing standards of this section. Additionally, privately owned site
guard dogs or patrol dogs shall be identified to and registered with the chief of police or
his designee, who shall ensure that the animal's training and certificate meet the
professional standards. Under no circumstances will a dog, whether privately,
commercially or municipally owned, be allowed to be utilized as a site guard dog or as an
attended patrol dog within the village unless
