I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Gasteyer called to order at 6:30 pm and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Ill. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

1. December 15, 2009 Minutes

Mayor Gasteyer said that on line 234, the word "intentionally" should be changed to "unintentionally." Also,

on line 299, the word "not" should be removed, and line 334, the number "500" should be inserted before

"cubic feet".



Councilor Gonzales stated that she would like to remove the line that says: "It runs along a property and

fencing line that has created some issues with the water and the fence line on adjacent private property",

and replace it with: "The platted irrigation line runs along several private properties and fencing lines

creating issues with irrigation water and weed growth."

Councilor Gonzales also would like on 109, the word "an" be replaced with "the", and the word "commercial"

be inserted between the words "of" and "property".

Councilor Gerhart added that on line 176, Ron Reder's last name is spelled incorrectly.

Mayor Gasteyer announced the following dates pertinent to the election process:

- January 26 - the first day the Village Clerk is authorized to issue and distribute absentee ballots;

- February 2 - the County Clerk closes the books to register to vote at 5:00 pm

- February 10-26 - Early voting in person occurs at the Village Clerk's office

- February 26- Absentee ballots must be postmarked by this date.

Mayor Gasteyer also announced the following:

- On Saturday, January 16, at 7:30 pm, there is a chamber music concert sponsored by the Cultural

Arts Council at the Old Church;

- Monday, January 18, is Martin Luther King Day, and Village Offices will be closed;

- January 19 is when the Legislature convenes for its 30 day session;

- February 5 is Municipal League Day.

- On Tuesday, January 19, there will be a meeting between Administrator John Avila and the Trails

Coordinating Group, which includes representatives from various committees that have an interest

in trails development;

- January 26 is the next regular Council meeting;



- On February 3, the Corrales Horse and Mule People will have a candidate's forum at the Rec

Center at 7:00 pm;

- February 9 is the first regular Council meeting of the month of February;

- On February 10 at 7:00 pm, the Village will sponsor a candidate's forum. It will be orchestrated by

the League of Women Voters and will take place at the Old Church;

- The Village has brought suit against Wilson Residential Care Services at 702 Calle de BIas. The

Village tried to resolve the situation with the operators of the facility to no avail. The Police

Department has devoted heightened attention to that part of the Village because of concerns by

residents of activity at that address;

- The latest FBI statistics show Corrales to be safer than neighboring cities with regard to property

crimes and crimes of violence, and Corrales remains the safest municipality in the State of New

Mexico. Mayor Gasteyer gave credit to Chief Vigil and the Police Department, and the Fire

Department for their assistance.

- The Finance Officer should be finished soon with a mid-year budget review and update. The

Council agreed to hold a work-study on January 26 at 5:30, to be followed by the regular meeting.

2. Administrator's Report

a. Friends of the Library 2010 membership Drive

Lisa Leonard-Cook from Friends of the Corrales Library FOCL discussed their 2010 Membership Drive.

This will be their first membership drive. She explained that FOCL is a community based, 501 c3

organization, and members are Corrales residents and supporters of the Library. The annual budget

$20,000 was raised from membership fees, book sales and auctions, and donations from individuals and

organizations. FOCL provides funding for special programs that enhance the basic Library services, such

as the Children and Teen Arts and Crafts Programs, the Summer Reading Program, summer entertainment,

the DVD collection, special periodicals and databases, furniture in the library, and training for Library

volunteers. In 2010, FOCL will be funding an arts and crafts program for adults. Ms. Leonard-Cook urged

the members of the Governing Body to become members.

Administrator Avila began his report by commending Detective-Sergeant Michael Shelby for his efforts in

investigating and charging two suspects with armed robbery at the Corrales Chevron.

The trails plan meeting is scheduled for January 19.

One thing that is an objective for the Village is to address the Neighborhood Watch Program. A goal in

2010 is to increase the number of neighborhoods in the program.

The Village website now includes a link to the Village's new Twitter account, which is used to disseminate

safety information on a daily basis.

BWR, the contractors for the wastewater projects, have made change orders to the construction contract

term due to unexpected weather events. Work will be suspended beginning January 13, on which date they

will meet with Mayor Gasteyer and Administrator Avila to discuss an extension because of weather and

temperatures prohibiting their work.
