VI COMMUNICATIONS
2. Administrator’s Report

Village Administrator John Avila introduced Stan Betzer and Alice Glover from the Corrales Historical
Society. Mr. Betzer discussed the history of Corrales, beginning 300 years ago in January, 1710 with the
Alameda Land Grant to Corporal Montez-Vigil, followed two years later by a sale to Captain Juan Gonzales
de Bas, the first European settler.

Administrator Avila recognized the Public Works Department and the Parks and Recreation Department and
several Village staff members for perfect attendance in 2009.

Administrator Avila stated that election information is on the Village website, and on Election Day,
information will be updated on the Village Twitter account as it comes in.

On January 7, Mayor Swisstack invited regional Mayors and chief administrative officials to participate in a
focus group concering regional issues. Most of that conversation centered around transportation. Another
meeting is set up in Albuquerque for February 19.

On January 27, an federal Occupational Health and Safety (OSHA) representative will be in the Village to
conduct a walk-through of various departments and to coach the Village on OSHA requirements. The
Village employees have been working hard on the Safety program and completing their required training.-
which saves on liability insurance premiums. OSHA has not been in the Village in six years, and
Administrator Avila said he understands that OSHA is targeting municipalities this year.

The Master Trails Committee met on January 19, and the next meeting will be February 20 and the Master's
Trail Plan document will be looked at.



There was a de facto path going through a utilities easement at the end of Coronado Road. It was a danger
for bicyclists and possibly encroached on private property. The Village corrected it.

Village staff are working on putting together a Neighborhood Watch for the Bosque.

Mayor Gasteyer stated that he is on the Rio Metro Board. The budget for the RailRunner was $750,000 out
of balance; the Albugquerque Journal reports that the Transportation department has found $750,000 to keep
the trains rolling on the weekends.

Councilor Clauser said that the Bosque Advisory Commission met with Corps of Engineers and the Middle
Rio Grande Conservancy District (MRGCD), and it appears that they are going to help the Village with
research for the Habitat Plan that the Bosque Commission has been working on. There will be a
considerable amount of savings of money for the plan.

Mary Davis stated that in the last issue of the Corrales Comment, it was noted that the Architectural Review
Committee would make its report available at this Council meeting, but it actually is going to the Planning
and Zoning Commission first under the instruction in the resolution forming the panel.

Sandy Gold questioned why the Governing Body is drinking from water bottles again? She would like the
Council to be more “environmentally sensitive” and go back to drinking from plastic cups.

Mayor Gasteyer commended the Fire Chief for getting certified as a Recycling Coordinator. He also
mentioned that there were some structure fires in December.

Councilor Clauser stated that she was impressed that the Fire Department has taken over the Recycling
Center so smoothly, and also commended Administrator Avila for volunteering. She also commented
positively on the progress of other departments.

Mayor Gasteyer commented that at the December meeting of the Equestrian Advisory Commission, they
had a discussion about signage in the Bosque. Administrator Avila, in response to the Mayor, stated that
the Bosque Advisory Commission recommended payment for the signs from the special Bosque fund. The
Equestrian Advisory Commission is waiting for the MRGCD to approve ramps in the Bosque.



Mayor Gasteyer added that another item from the Equestrian Commission’s meeting was some leftover
funds from the Corrales recreation rides from earlier years being used for equestrian related improvements
in the Village. Plans are underway to donate those funds to the Village and establish a separate account
devoted to equestrian-related improvements.
