Judicial District Court on the Village's request for a preliminary injunction against the
operation and activities at 702 Calle de BIas;

- On Thursday, February 18, MainStreet is having an after hours reception at the relocated
Curves facility;

- On Thursday, February 18, the legislature will end its 30 day session;
- The next regular meeting of the Governing Body is February 23;

The Village Clerk and Deputy Clerk sent out a mass mailing to voters in Districts 1 and 3, informing them of
the upcoming election. The addresses for those voters were supplied by the County Clerk's office, and
there were some erroneous addresses on Loma Larga, and the Village Clerk has attempted to notify those
voters to advise them of the error and to direct voters to the correct polling place.

The Historic Preservation Division of the Department of Cultural Affairs will have a meeting on February 19,
2010 in the Bataan Building in Santa Fe. One of the properties that is being considered as an addition to
the State registry of historic properties is the Perea House.

The Mayor and Councilor Gerhart sent a letter in support of the National Heritage Conservation Act
legislation that is pending in the State Senate. That piece of legislation has been scheduled for a floor vote
sometime soon.

The Senate passed a bill for reversion of capital outlays, which has about six prior-year appropriations for
Corrales listed, including Access A, trails money, and farmland easements money. The Village staff has
been trying very hard trying to justify its capital outlay grants but State officials placed these in the bill for
legislative action.

2. Administrator's Report



Village Administrator John Avila stated that there was a flyer put in the RoadRunner bills for the month that
includes Village information and education. One very important message is EPA information regarding
storm water runoff. It has to do with cleaning up of animal waste, and reducing E.Coli in runoff. It also
discusses retaining water on properties. There is also some information about the Recycling Center in the
flyer, as well as census information and election information.

Administrator Avila met with Tony Abbo regarding training for crosswalk and traffic control at Corrales
Elementary School, as well as crosswalk striping. There will also be some culverts repaired on Corrales
Road.

On Friday, February 5, there was a test for Census workers in the Village. Eleven people showed up for the
preliminary information session, and nine people took and passed the test.

Phase II of the wastewater project, design of the transmission line, has started. They are potholing utility
lines and testing the subsurface for geotechnical boring.

Administrator Avila introduced Tamera Marcantel from the New Mexico Gang Task Force, a grant-funded
law enforcement program, who would like to enter into a Memorandum of Understanding with a government
agency to act as a fiduciary. She presented the Governing Body with a PowerPoint presentation see
attached.

Councilor Clauser stated that Casa San Ysidro's Visitors Center was affected by Senate Bill 182, which took
funds back from stalled projects.

Mayor Gasteyer mentioned that he, Councilor Clauser and David Worledge met with Derrick Lente, the new
director for the Middle Rio Grande Conservancy District from our area, and MRGCD staff for a discussion of
the Habitat Plan for the Corrales Bosque.
