I CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order at 6:30 pm and Scout Troop 703 led the Pledge of Allegiance.

1. APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Mayor Gasteyer announced that the PNM line issue will not be addressed tonight. Mayor Gasteyer,
Councilor Clauser and Councilor Gagliano met with several engineers and representatives from PNM, who
are going back to the drawing board. It will be at least a month before they come back to the Governing
Body with their proposal.

Motion: Move to approve Agenda, Action: Approve, Moved by Councilor Gerhart, Seconded by Councilor
Fahey.

Vote: Motion carried by unanimous vote by those present (summary: Yes = 4).

1. APPROVAL OF MINUTES
1. February 9, 2010 Minutes

Councilor Clauser asked that the following language be inserted on line 195: Councilor Clauser asked for
maps of the proposed long term and mid term plans. She believed that maps would make it possible for



Councilors to have clearer conversations with residents in the Village, and she also asked how many
additional homes would be served by the Cottonwood substation?

Councilor Fahey added that there is a typo on line 232 in the word “immediate”.

Motion: Move to approve the February 23, 2010 minutes as amended, Action: Approve, Moved by
Councilor Fahey, Seconded by Councilor Clauser.

Vote: Motion passed (summary: Yes = 4, No = 0, Abstain = 1).

January 26 and February 9, 2010 Budget Workstudy Minutes

Yes: Councilor Alsobrook (for January 26 minutes only; he abstained from the February 9 minutes),
Councilor Clauser, Councilor Fahey, Councilor Gerhart.

Councilor Gonzales joined the meeting.

Iv. ANNOUNCEMENTS
Mayor Gasteyer announced the following:

Friday, February 26 is the last day for Early Voting;

Municipal Election Day is Tuesday, March 2;

Sunday, February 28, is the Historical Society’s Annual Dinner at the Old Church;

A quorum of the Governing Body will be needed no later than three days after the Election
to constitute a Canvass Board. Mayor Gasteyer and Councilor Alsobrook are not eligible
to serve as they are both candidates. Thursday afternoon, March 4 at 1:00 pm was set
for the meeting.

The swearing in of newly elected officials will take place on Monday, March 8 at 6:00 pm;
Tuesday, March 9 will be the regular meeting, but also the Organizational Meeting as
required by State statute for newly elected officials;

There are two things that involve the Municipal League: On Monday, April 5, there will be
a district meeting, which is usually when they do a legislative session wrap-up of things of
interest to municipalities; on Saturday, March 20, there will be a briefing for newly elected
officials in New Mexico. They cover topics such as procurement code and the Open
Meetings Act;

There will also be an orientation briefing for the two newly elected Councilors. A date
hasn’t been set yet.

There is always turn-over in the various committees and task forces for the Village
following elections. The Mayor will be contacting committee members to ask if they are
going to continue in their role, and also try to recruit new faces to the committees;



The Village has submitted to the Scenic Byways Office a letter of intent, which is a
prerequisite for being eligible for Scenic Byways grant money which originates with the
federal government. The letter of intent states that the Village is interested in pursuing
$50,000 for a historic and cultural resource protection plan;

The State Auditor says that beginning tomorrow, the independent audit of the Village’s
finances for the last fiscal year will become public record. The Governing Body must have
an agenda item on the next agenda called a “public hearing” to go over the independent
audit.

Mayor Gasteyer took a moment to acknowledge the two retiring Councilors, Councilor Jim Fahey and
Councilor Bonnie Gonzales. He presented each with a Certificate of Appreciation and a gift.

V. PETITIONS
Applewood Road speed limit increase

Chris Carter of Applewood Road explained that the speed limit increase has been talked about many times,
and the residents of Applewood Road decided that it was time to do a petition. Almost all the residents on
Applewood Road were happy to sign the petition. There were some residents that have some hesitations.
She presented the Governing Body with 41 signatures in support of increasing the speed limit.

Steve Henry stated that Applewood Road is a dead-end road, and is one of the primary accesses for people
on bike, foot and horseback comes from the west side off Loma Larga. Increasing the speed limit on
Applewood Road would have people speeding even more than they do now, and would cause a big
problem, particularly with horses.

Councilor Clauser said that Applewood is a dividing road between District 4 and District 6. She said that
she and Councilor Alsobrook would be pleased to work with the residents of Applewood to work things out.

VI. COMMUNICATIONS
2. Administrator’s Report

Administrator Avila said that updates on election results will be posted as they come in via Twitter.
A financial status report will be included regularly as a consent agenda item.

Administrator Avila invited Dan Anderson and Ross Lujan to make their presentation about green road
planning. Mr. Anderson and Mr. Lujan presented a PowerPoint about green roads and sustainable
transportation solutions.

Due to time constrictions, Mayor Gasteyer cut short the presentation and moved to agenda item number 6
to this point.

6. Discussion of legislation approved by the 2nd Session of the 49th New Mexico Legislature
affecting the Village of Corrales and its citizens.

Mayor Gasteyer said that the major concern of the Village has been the capital projects reversion bill, SB
182, which passed the House early on the last morning of the 30 day session. It reverts, or voids, significant
amounts of capital money that had been awarded in prior years to the Village. The Mayor, Senator Ryan
and Senator Sapien, testified before the Senate Finance Committee in defense of the Village’s projects. On
