I. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order at 6:35 pm and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

III. APPROVAL OF MINUTES

1. February 23, 2010 Minutes

Councilor Clauser made several amendments to the minutes:

-Line 127 should read "Councilor Clauser said that Applewood is a dividing road between District 4 and

District 6. She said that she and Councilor Alsobrook would be pleased to work with the residents of

Applewood to work things out."
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-Line 191 should read "Councilor Clauser suggested that after the election an effectiveness training be held
for the Council".
-There should be sentence added after line 194 "She said that a number of Councilors are available
between meetings and she would appreciate knowing about concerns before decisions are made."
-Line 240 should read "She also asked PZA Tidwell about the work that is going on the south side of the
property where the old furniture store burned down."
-Line 405 should be deleted.

Councilor Alsobrook said that on line 70, he abstained from the February 9th minutes. On line 206 and 208,
one of the founders is Barbara Bayer, not Bear.

Mayor Gasteyer announced the following:

- On Wednesday, March 17, the League of Women Voter's of Central New Mexico are
having a meeting in the Community Center at 11:30 am, and State Senator John Sapien
will be the guest speaker;

- The next regular meeting will be on March 23; MainStreet has requested a quarterly
workstudy with the Governing Body, so the Mayor suggested that the meeting convene at
6:00 onMarch 23;

- Saturday, April 3 is the annual Easter Egg Hunt;
- The Perea Casa at 4928 Corrales Road has been added to the State Registry of Cultural

Properties which entitles its owner to tax credits and technical advice from the State office
on preservation;

- The Arbor Day Foundation drafted a press release that the Village of Corrales has been
named a Tree City, and the State fForester will be at the regular Council meeting on April
13;

- The New Mexico Department of Transportation has withdrawn the West Meadowlark Lane
Safety Project pursuant to the motion passed by the Governing Body;

- The New Mexico Gang Task Force selected Rio Rancho to act as their fiscal agent;
- Sandoval County Domestic Violence Coordinated Community Response Effort, led by

District Attorny Lemuel Martinez, has monthly meetings, the next being at the Rio Rancho
DPS if anyone is interested.

2. Administrator's Report

Administrator Avila said that on March 20, 2010 there is a New Mexico Municipal League Newly Elected
Officials Workshop, and invited all Council members to attend.



Administrator Avila introduced Deputy Clerk Noelle Garcia to speak regarding the 2010 Census. She
showed a brief video called "A New Portrait of America" and gave a presentation about Census facts.

Administrator Avila said that the deadline to turn in the federal Environmental Protection Agency's MS4

permitting application for storm water management has passed and it was turned in. It's a living document,
so the Village needs to keep track of its efforts.

Councilor Gonzales has championed work on the Village of Corrales farmland properties, addressing
irrigation and infrastructure, and the irrigation and trail easement located on the south side of the property is
being re-evaluated for re-platting to the north side of the property. The easement change will help with

delivery of water and place foot traffic on the north side of the property. The trail can be above the irrigation

since the pipe is underground.

BWR Construction will be in the Village next week to resume lateral cuts along Corrales Road to make the
connections across the road. Traffic information will be updated on the website.

Councilor Clauser asked if BWR would start with the connections at the north end or the south end?
Administrator Avila said that the last conversation indicated it would start at the south, go north, then come
back south.

Councilor Gagliano asked if the Village has any money for advertising regarding the Census? Can the
Village invest in a banner across Corrales Road? Administrator Avila said it's not in the budget currently,
but there can be a budget adjustment made.
