l. CALL TO ORDER AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Mayor Gasteyer called the meeting to order at 6:37 pm and led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Il APPROVAL OF AGENDA

Mayor Gasteyer mentioned that Jeanne Kuriyan is to be appointed to the Scenic Byways Corridor
Management Team , not the Scenic Byways Committee. Also, the terms of the members of the Farmland
Preservation & Agriculture Commission according to the related ordinance must be staggered, so Stacia
Spragg-Braude will be appointed to a two-year term, not a one year term.

Mayor Gasteyer announced the following:

VI. COMMUNICATIONS
2. Administrator’s Report

Administrator Avila said that BWR, the contractors who are working on the sewer line, will be in the Village
next week doing lateral cuts on Corrales Road. The project will go on for about a month.  Also, a banner
for the Census has been ordered and will be hung across Corrales Road. Census questionnaires have
been delivered to the Village office, so residents who do not receive one in the mail can pick one up. The
Village intends to apply for a New Mexico Recycling and lllegal Dumping grant (RAID). The grant is



intended for rural areas that don’t have solid waste systems. Equipment such as trailers, and education are
what usually are applied for. Last Saturday, the Recycling Center had to close because of the weather and
safety issues. ‘

The Village is a participant of the NM Self-Insurer's Fund. The Village is doing very well, rating at a .88
modifier, which qualifies the Village for lower premiums and insurance credits. One criterion is safety
training and the Village staff has been diligent about getting their training done and there will be a 100%
completion rate by the end of the fiscal year.

The Village submitted for NMDOT Metropolitan Arterial Project funding, under the criteria that Access A will
be attaching to NM 528.

Mayor Gasteyer said that he and David Worledge met at the invitation of the US Fish and Wildlife Service
with the Albuquerque supervisor and three of his staff. They are charged with the Endangered Species Act
and the supervisor said that one of their missions is to make the Rio Grande serpentine again. They asked
if the Village had a plan, and were surprised to see the Village’s Habitat Management Plan. They do have
some revitalization and re- vegetation funding that could be of use to the Village.

Councilor Gagliano said that he and the Mayor sent an email to the neighbors of 702 Calle de Blas to
announce that the lease has been broken with the property owner, and Wilson Residential Services will be
vacating the property by April 1. The court date is still set for April 22, which will remain in place until after
Easter, at which time the Village can determine if the property has been vacated, and if it has been, Attorney
Appel will file a motion to dismiss the preliminary injunction lawsuit.

Carmine DeVivi distributed a proposal that he thinks will benefit the community in relation to the arts. He
asked the Governing Body to put him on an upcoming agenda to discuss it.

Adrian Penaro proposed that Planning and Zoning Commissioners be appointed by districts.

Bonnie Gonzales invited the Governing Body to the CARMA event at the Village Mercantile on March 27,
2010 from 10am - 4pm. The invitation is not to ask the Council for anything, but to see what private
businesses and private citizens are doing to support Corrales being an animal friendly Village.

IX. CONSENT AGENDA:
3. Reports from Boards, Commissions, and Department Head Personnel

Councilor Gerhart said that she noticed in the Recycling and Public Works report, illegal trash dumping is
being reported. Is this a new phenomenon or is this just being reported for the first time? Is this something
that should be investigated for enforcement? Administrator Avila said that the trash dumped was mainly
litter, not household items. If the dumper can be identified, then they can be cited.
